salarii intervenite in trecutul apropiat, si in anul calendaristic pe care l-am ldsat in
urmd, s-a achitat cu cinste de datoria sa principala de a fi garantul creativitatii
tehnice pe teritoriul tarii noastre, cd un organ guvernamental de elita si in aceasta
perioada zbuciumata a facut fatd cu onoare tuturor provocdrilor - chiar este o
revelatie si totodata si o satisfactie omeneascd placuta...

Stat pentru Inventii si Mdrci al Romaniei, au fost inregistrate si examinate zeci de
mii de cereri de titlu de protectie din domeniul proprietatii industriale, fiind
eliberate - dupa caz - sute de brevete de inventii, mii de certificate de marca, sute
de certificate de design.

Pentru cd si in cursul anului 2011 - ca si In anii precedenti - OSIM a dus o
politica sustinuta de promovare a importantei protectiei creativitatii tehnice, fiind
prezent atat in forurile mediului universitar, cat si cel antreprenorial, diseminand
informatiile prin reteaua celor 16 Centre Regionale de Promovare a Protectiei
Proprietatii Industriale (CRPPI), catsi prin bibliotecile judetene, organizand cursuri
si seminarii nationale si internationale de mare rdsunet.

Pentru cd siin cursul anului 2011 - ca si in anii precedenti - institutia noastra
a facut parte din Grupul de lucru pe probleme de proprietate intelectuala
(coordonat de Parchetul de pe langa Inalta Curte de Casatie si Justitie), furnizand,
oride cate ori era solicitat, informatii pretioase catre organele statului, pentru lupta
lor impotriva pirateriei si contrafacerii.

Pentru cd siin cursul anului 2011 - ca si In anii precedenti - specialistii OSIM
au fost prezenti si au reprezentat cu onoare interesele Romaniei la toate forurile de
dezbatere si de decizie ale organizatiilor internationale si regionale de specialitate
(OMPI, OMC, UE, OHIM, OEB etc.), nemaivorbind de relatiile speciale pe care le-
am dezvoltat in continuare cu oficiile surori din tarile vecine (indeosebi cu
Republica Moldova).

Oficiul de Stat pentru Inventii si Marci (OSIM) este organ de specialitate al

administratiei publice centrale, cu autoritate unica in domeniu, in asigurarea

protectiei proprietatii industriale, in conformitate cu legislatia nationald in domeniu

si cu prevederile conventiilor si tratatelor internationale la care aceasta este parte

si reprezintd Romania in relatii cu institutii similare din alte state, precum si cu

organizatiile internationale si regionale de proprietate industriala la care este

membra.

Potrivit dispozitiilor art. 3 din Hotararea de Guvern nr. 573/1998, modificata

prin H.G. nr. 1396/2009, OSIM exercita urmatoarele atributii principale:

inregistreaza si examineaza cererile din domeniul proprietatii industriale,
elibereaza titluri de protectie care conferd titularilor lor drepturi exclusive
pe teritoriul Romaniei;

este depozitarul registrelor nationale ale cererilor depuse si al registrelor
nationale ale titlurilor de protectie acordate pentru inventii, marci,
indicatii geografice, desene si modele, topografii de produse
semiconductoare, modele de utilitate si noi soiuri de plante;

editeaza si publica Buletinul Oficial de Proprietate Industriala al Romaniei;
editeaza si publica fasciculele brevetelor de inventie si ale modelelor de
utilitate inregistrate;

administreaza si conserva Colectia nationala de proprietate industriala,
intretine si dezvolta baza de date informatizatd in domeniul sau de
activitate, inclusiv prin schimburi internationale;

efectueaza, la cerere, servicii de specialitate In domeniul proprietatii
industriale;

editeazd si publica Revista Romana de Proprietate Industriald si alte
publicatii destinate promovarii obiectului sdu de activitate;

atestd consilierii In domeniul proprietdtii industriale si tine evidenta
acestora in registrul national al cdrui depozitar este;

acorda, la cerere, consultanta de specialitate in domeniul proprietatii
industriale si organizeaza cursuri de instruire, seminarii si simpozioane

in domeniu;

10. indeplineste orice alte atributii in domeniul proprietatii industriale, care

decurg din dispozitiile legale in vigoare si din acordurile internationale
la care Romania este parte.

Organizatoric, OSIM este condus de un Director general si un Director

general adjunct, iar ca structurd, este format din cinci directii conduse de cate un

director de directie.

Activitatea de bazd a OSIM este inregistrarea, examinarea si eliberarea

actelor de protectie in domeniul proprietatii industriale.




AFACERI EUROPENE




Specialisti din cadrul OSIM au participat, alaturi de reprezentanti ai
Ministerului de Justitie si ai Reprezentantei permanente a Romaniei pe langa
Uniunea Europeana de la Bruxelles, la lucrarile Grupului de lucru pentru
proprietate intelectuala, organizate de Consiliul Uniunii Europene, intocmind si
sustinand pozitia Romaniei pentru domeniile brevete de inventie, marci si apdrarea
drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala.

In vederea finalizérii la nivel politic a dosarului complex privind brevetul
unitar, la solicitarea Ministerului Economiei, Comertului si Mediului de Afaceri,
Directorul General Adjunctal OSIM a propus Mandatul si a participatla mai multe
sesiuni ale Consiliului Concurentei (COMPET), in care a fost dezbatut si sustinut,
de catre delegatia Romaniei, proiectul Acordului privind crearea unei instante unice
pentru Brevetul unitar, si anume Curtea Unificatd a Brevetelor. In acelasi scop,
Directorul General Adjunct a fost solicitat sa participe la dezbaterile din cadrul
Grupului MARTENS, in care au avut loc negocieri pe marginea Regulamentului
Brevetului unitar.

In egald masurs, s-a participat la Grupul de lucru pentru proprietate
intelectuala, Brevete de inventie, al Consiliului Uniunii Europene.

In anul 2011, reprezentanti ai OSIM au participat la dezbaterile din cadrul
reuniunilor organizate de Comisia Europeana cu expertii TRIPS ai statelor membre
UE, in scopul adoptdrii unor pozitii comune ale statelor membre UE in Consiliul
TRIPS, tinand seama de negocierile, purtate intre sesiuni, de ctre directorul general
OMC cu ambasadorii statelor membre OMC, in ceea ce priveste stabilirea unui
sistem multilateral de notificare si inregistrare a indicatiilor geografice, cat si
extinderea protectiei indicatiilor geografice.

OSIM a fost prezent in cadrul delegatiei Romaniei care a participat la
reuniunea CE in care a fost prezentat Raportul CE privind aplicarea Directivei
2004/48/CE pentru enforcementul DPL

Grupul de lucru pentru proprietate intelectuala al Consiliului Uniunii
Europene, la care a participat si delegatia OSIM, a examinat in cadrul reuniunilor
sale propunerea de Regulament al Parlamentului European si al Consiliului privind
atribuirea Oficiului de Armonizare in Piata Interna (marci, desene si modele) a unor
sarcini legate de punerea in aplicare a drepturilor de proprietate intelectuald,
printre care si reuniunea reprezentantilor sectorului public si privat in cadrul
Observatorului european al contrafacerii si pirateriei. Regulamentul dezbatut in
cadrul grupului de lucru aavut ca obiect largirea sferei de competentd a OHIM prin
atribuirea acestuia a unor activitati de administrare a Observatorului european al
contrafacerii si pirateriei, inclusiv cele care tin de brevete, drepturi de autor si
drepturi conexe.

Relatii cu organizatii
internationale si comunitare

Organizatia Mondiala a Proprietatii Intelectuale (OMPI). Ca membra OMP],
organism specializat al ONU, Romania a continuat siin anul 2011 participarea activa
la sesiunile Adunarii generale OMPI si ale celorlalte organe directoare ale Uniunilor
administrate de OMPY], si la reuniunile comitetelor permanente de experti si grupele
de lucru in domeniile de specialitate ale proprietatii industriale. Prin participarea
specialistilor sdi, OSIM si-a adus aportul efectiv la cele mai recente evolutii ale acestui
domeniu deosebit de complex si dinamic.

Alaturi de specialistii OSIM, au fost invitati si specialisti din cercetare, vama,
politie si din centrele regionale pentru promovarea protectiei proprietatii
industriale, ca participanti sau in calitate de lectori, la lucrarile unor importante
conferinte, simpozioane sau seminarii internationale, regionale sau inter-regionale
organizate de OMP]I, pe teme de mare actualitate. Astfel de evenimente au fost:
Simpozionul mondial al autoritdtilor in proprietate intelectuala de la Geneva, un
program international de Master “Antreprenoriat IP si afaceri”, organizat la
Universitatea din Haifa, Forum regional OMPI privind bune practici in servicii de
suport PI, finantate public de la Bratislava si al 4-lea simpozion inter-regional
privind asigurarea respectarii drepturilor de proprietate industriala de la Belgrad.

Programul de cooperare 2011 a debutat cu Seminarul national privind “Tratatul
de cooperare in domeniul brevetelor”, desfdsurat la Bucuresti, 22-23 februarie,
care areunitlectorinationali si lectori OMP], si a realizat un dialog constructiv intre
cei 55 de participanti, pentru evidentierea cdilor si mijloacelor de protectie juridica
a inventiilor.

Cel de-al doilea Seminar subregional privind “Asigurarea respectarii
drepturilor de proprietate intelectuald” a avut loc la Sibiu, intre 8 si 10 iunie. Au
fost prezenti 84 de participanti.

Ultima actiune OMPI, “Cursul pentru formarea formatorilor in domeniul
PI pentru IMM-uri”, a avut loc la Busteni, in perioada 23-25 noiembirie, la Centrul
de pregdtire pentru personalul din industrie. La acest eveniment, au fost prezenti
50 de participanti din Romania si reprezentanti OMPI.

Organizatia Mondiala a Comertului (OMC). Delegatii OSIM au participat
la lucrarile Consiliului TRIPS - OMC si in cursul anului 2011, in cadrul caruia a
continuat examinarea in principal a dispozitiilor art. 27.3.b) TRIPS, cat si a
aspectelor privind stabilirea unui sistem multilateral de notificare a indicatiilor
geografice pentru vinuri si spirtoase.
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Dar, evenimentul central OMC a fost cea de-a 8-a sesiune a Conferintei
Ministeriale Geneva (15-17 dec. 2011), care nu a adus nicio modificare regulilor sau
Acordurilor OMC si nici mandatului Doha.

In cadrul elementelor de orientare politicd, subliniind importanta sistemului
comercial multilateral OMC, ministrii au recunoscut rolul organizatiei in lupta
contra tuturor formelor de protectionism si pentru promovarea cresterii economice
a statelor membre. Totusi, ministrii recunosc faptul cd, in ciuda tuturor eforturilor
tacute delaultima conferintd ministeriald, negocierile in cadrul Programului Doha
sunt in impas.

Cat priveste deciziile adoptate, la data de 17 decembrie 2011, Conferinta
ministeriald a decis ca pana la urmatoarea conferinta din 2013, membrii OMC sa
nu poata dispune de plangeri de tipul celor prevazute la alin. 1 b) si 1 ¢) din
Protocolul XXIII GATT 1994.

Organizatia Europeana de Brevete. Conducerea OSIM a reprezentat
Romaniain cadrul sesiunilor Consiliului de administratie al Organizatiei Europene
de Brevete si ale Comitetelor sale. Astfel, delegatii OSIM au participat si s-au
implicat activ in luarea deciziilor si in consultérile privind sistemul brevetului
european. Ca o recunoastere a aportului lor, reprezentantii Romaniei detin in
prezent functia de vicepresedinte al Comitetului de supervizare a Academiei OEB
si vicepresedinte al Comitetului pentru Suport Tehnic si Operational.

In cursul anului 2011, au continuat activitatile cuprinse in Planul National
de Actiune pentru perioada 2011-2013, principala modalitate prin care se asigura
cooperarea intre OEB si statele membre, adaptat in functie de necesitdtile si solicitarile
acestora. Specialisti din OSIM au participatla 20 de seminarii organizate de Academia
Europeana de Brevete si la diverse intalniri tematice (cooperare, centre regionale,
clasificare, servicii on-line, documentare, traducere automata, PI in universitati).
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In cadrul proiectului Diseminarea PI in Universititi, OSIM a gizduit in
noiembrie intalnirea dintre reprezentantii OEB, OHIM, OSIM si ai agentiei de
Relatii Publice, implicati in derularea campaniei de constientizare a importantei
PIin universitdtile din Romania. S-a adoptat planul de lucru al proiectului. Acesta
a demarat cuinaintarea unei scrisori catre 25 de universitati si propune organizarea
unor intalniri cu conducerile universitatilor, dar si intalniri regionale, si chiar o
dezbatere nationala pe tema importantei PI.

In2011, specialistii Directiei Brevete au continuat activitatea de reclasificare
a documentelor de brevet, pe baza acordului incheiat intre OSIM si OEB. La sediul
OSIM, lectori OEB au sustinut trei sesiuni de cursuri de reclasificare pentru
examinatorii de brevete implicati in aceasta activitate.

In cadrul aceluiasi proiect, in data de 22 iunie 2011, dl Frederic Lequeux,
managerul proiectului de reclasificare din OEB, a efectuat o vizita de lucrula OSIM.

Oficiul de Armonizare in Piata Interna (OHIM). in calitatea sa de stat
membru al UE, Romania participa la sesiunile organelor de conducere ale
organismelor comunitare, deci la procesul de luare a deciziilor in domeniul
protectiei marcii comunitare si desenului sau modelului comunitar.

Specialistii OSIM au continuat sa reprezinte Romania la lucrarile Consiliului
de administratie al OHIM si ale Comitetului pentru buget. Cu aceastd ocazie, si-au
exprimat sprijinul pentru noua viziune strategica a OHIM, care traseaza evolutiile
viitoare In domeniu, in contextul procesului de armonizare, la nivelul Uniunii
Europene, a legislatiilor si procedurilor in domeniul marcilor.

Planul strategic al OHIM se sprijind pe doi “piloni”: realizarea unei
organizatii de excelentd si cooperarea internationala. Se desprind trei mari
obiective: 0 organizatie creativa; cresterea calitdtii si respectarea termenelor
procedurilor efectuate de OHIM; realizarea unei retele europene in domeniile
marcii si designului, prin cooperarea cu institutiile nationale si regionale.

Un instrument esential pentru realizarea acestei retele este Fondul de
cooperare cu statele membre, adoptat cu doi ani in urma. OSIM si-a exprimat
interesul de a participa In mai multe proiecte derulate in cadrul Fondului de
cooperare cu statele membre; expertii OSIM participd la lucrarile grupelor de lucru
ale proiectelor din primul si din al doilea pachet de proiecte, astfel: CF1.1.1 Search
Image, CF 1.1.4. Seniority, CF 1.2.10 Cesto, CF 1.2.11 Common Gateway for
Applications, CF 2.14 Future Software Package, CF 3.20 e-Learning, CF 4. 22
Database supporting Enforcement of IP Rights.

Ca si in Programul pentru convergenta, OSIM si-a exprimat intentia de
implementare a mai multor proiecte.
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S-a participat activ la sedintele al caror scop principal este de a mentine un
dialog continuu intre OHIM si oficiile nationale (Liaison Meetings), in domeniile
madrcilor, desenelor sau modelelor si cooperdrii tehnice, si la seminarul de
proprietate industriald organizat de OHIM pentru personalul oficiilor nationale.

De asemenea, un numar de magistrati au fost prezenti la lucrdrile
seminarelor pentru judecatorii din tribunalele statelor membre ale Uniunii
Europene care au jurisdictie asupra litigiilor in domeniul marcilor si desenelor si

modelelor comunitare.

Cooperarea bilaterala

Inbaza Addendum-uluila Conventia de colaborare dintre OSIM si Agentia
de Stat pentru Proprietatea Intelectuala (AGEPI) din Republica Moldova, semnat
la Bucuresti, in anul 2010, au avut loc doud intalniri la nivel de directori generali.
Ca urmare a acestor intalniri, s-a semnat un program comun de cooperare intre
OSIM si AGEP], pentru anii 2012 si 2013, care prevede:

* schimb de experienta in domeniile de specialitate ale celor doud
institutii, Tn domeniul managementului oficiului, juridic, relatii
internationale si afaceri europene, editorial-poligrafic, bibliografic si de
arhiva;

* colaborarea in domeniul promovarii proprietdtii intelectuale si al
serviciilor prestate de catre AGEPI si OSIM, al respectarii drepturilor de
PI si luptei impotriva contrafacerii si pirateriei;

* participarea la seminarii, expozitii, conferinte si alte evenimente
organizate de catre cele doua oficii.

Ca activitdti comune, amintim participarea a doi experti de la AGEPI la
Seminarul international organizat de OSIM in colaborare cu OMP], la Sibiu. In luna
august, doi experti AGEPI au participatla seminarul in domeniul marcii, organizat
de OSIM la Venus, judetul Constanta.

In luna noiembrie, doua delegatii OSIM s-au deplasat la Chisindu, pentru
a participa la expozitia internationald organizata de AGEPI in colaborare cu
Moldexpo sila un schimb de experienta in domeniul managementului, resurselor
umane si salarizare, din cadrul programului comun de cooperare pe anul 2011.

S-au reluat discutiile intre OSIM si Oficiul German de Brevete si Marci cu
privire la intensificarea relatiilor bilaterale in anul urmator.
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Siin acest an, OSIM a fost reprezentat la manifestdri organizate de oficii de
proprietate industriald din alte tari, in mod traditional sau cu ocazii deosebite:
Simpozionul international «Proprietatea industriald in economia inovatoare»,
organizat cu succes, anual, de Oficiul din Polonia, la Cracovia; Conferinta
internationala privind importanta drepturilor de proprietate intelectuald, organizata
cu ocazia aniversarii a 20 de ani de la infiintarea Oficiului de Brevete din Islanda;
Conferinta internationald «Lumea se schimba - la fel si drepturile de proprietate
intelectuala», organizatd cu ocazia aniversarii centenarului Oficiului Norvegian
pentru Proprietatea Industriala; Conferintele anuale internationale «Aspecte
problematice actuale de PI», organizate de oficiul din Ucraina In cooperare cu
OMPL; a 15-a Conferinta stiintificd si practica privind PI, organizata de
ROSPATENT, la Moscova.

Brevete de inventie

Cereri de brevet de inventie inregistrate

In anul 2011, au fost depuse la OSIM 1463 cereri de brevet de inventie
(in continuare CBI), care urmeaza procedurile legale din Legea nr. 64/1991 privind
brevetele de inventie, republicata.

Toate CBI au fostinscrise in Registrul National al cererilor de brevet depuse,
iar datele bibliografice ale acestora au fost introduse in baza de date a OSIM.

Din analiza numarului de CBI care urmeaza procedurile in fata OSIM, se
constata cd 1424 au solicitanti romani, iar 39 de cereri au solicitanti strdini, dintre
care 24 constituie deschideri de faza nationald a unor cereri internationale depuse
conform Tratatului de Cooperare in domeniul Brevetelor (PCT). Detalii in tabelul
nr. 1, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

In anul 2011, au fost depuse 645 CBI care au ca solicitant persoane fizice
romane sau straine si 779 CBI care au ca solicitant persoane juridice.

Se constata astfel cd, spre deosebire de anii precedenti, in care numarul
solicitantilor persoane fizice era preponderent, ponderea persoanelor juridice a
inceputsa creasca. Dintre acestea, 613 cereri au provenit din universitati siinstitute
de cercetare. Detalii In tabelul nr. 6, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

In ceea ce priveste numarul CBI depuse de solicitantii strdini, se observa ca
cele mai multe cereri provin din SUA, urmate de Canada si Germania.

Din numarul total de 1463 de cereri, un numar de 151 cereri au solicitantii
reprezentati de mandatari autorizati.

Urmare a incheierii, la sfarsitul anului 2008, a pregatirilor pentru crearea
posibilitatii depunerii prin mijloace electronice a cererilor de brevet si publicarii
in Monitorul Oficial al Romaniei nr. 864/22.12.2008 a Ordinului Directorului general
al OSIM pentru aprobarea Instructiunilor privind depunerea cererilor de brevet
prin mijloace electronice, in anul 2011, din totalul de cereri de brevet depuse pe cale
nationald, 48 de cereri au fost depuse on-line.

La OSIM, in calitate de Oficiu Receptor, au fost inregistrate, conform
Tratatului de Cooperare in Domeniul Brevetelor (PCT), 28 de cereri internationale,
iar In numele Oficiului European de Brevete, au fost inregistrate 27 de cereri de

brevet european.
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Examinarea cererilor de brevet de inventie

Dupa primirea cererii de brevet, OSIM verificd indeplinirea conditiilor legale
privind atribuirea datei de depozit si totodata, indicd, impreund cu termenul de
remediere, eventualele nereguli constatate. Potrivit dispozitiilor legale, o cerere de
brevet de inventie se examineaza, pana la eliberarea brevetului de inventie, atat
preliminar, cat si in fond.

Examinarea preliminara. Cererile de brevet depuse in anul 2011 au fost
analizate din punctul de vedere al indeplinirii conditiilor legale pentru acordarea
datei de depozit si constituirea depozitului national reglementar, si au fost inscrise
in Registrul national al cererilor de brevet.

In vederea publicarii, un numar de 1092 de cereri de brevet de inventie au
fost pregatite pentru publicare.

Au fost pregatite documentatiile pentru eliberarea unui numadr de 42 de
certificate de prioritate interna si conventionala.

Prin incheierea procedurii de examinare preliminard, in anul 2011, au fost
transferate in examinarea de fond 939 cereri, 179 cereri au fost considerate retrase,
pentru 3 cereri s-a luat hotarare de respingere.

In Registrul national al cererilor de brevet, s-a inscris un numar total de 841
hotarari.

Examinarea in fond. Din punct de vedere al indeplinirii conditiilor de
brevetabilitate, noutate, activitate inventiva si aplicabilitate industriala, au fost
examinate 592 cereri de brevet de inventie, solutionate astfel: 407 hotarari de
acordare, 181 hotdrari de respingere, 4 luare de act de retragere. Detalii in tabelul
nr. 14, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Pentru un numar de 23 de cereri, au fost intocmite rapoarte de cercetare
documentard in vederea publicdrii. Dintre acestea, un numar de 10 au fost insotite
de opinie scrisa asupra brevetabilitatii.

Procedura de examinare de fond a cererilor de brevet implicd o serie de
activitati, cum sunt:

1. cercetarea stadiului tehnicii in domeniul relevant al cererii de brevet,
utilizand aplicatia EPOQUE a Oficiului European de Brevete si baza de
date RO-PatentSearch;

2. intocmirea raportului de documentare pentru fiecare cerere de brevet;

3. verificarea si reclasificarea cererilor de brevet supuse procedurii de
examinare in fond, in conformitate cu versiunea in vigoare a clasificarii
internationale a brevetelor;

4. examinarea conditiilor de brevetabilitate: noutate, activitate inventiva
si aplicabilitate industriala si transmiterea rezultatelor cdtre solicitant;

5. elaborarea raportului tehnic de examinare si sustinerea acestuia in
Comisia de examinare.

Pe parcursul anului 2011, s-a incercat mentinerea tendintei de reducere a
duratei medii de examinare de fond, in principal ca urmare a efortului
examinatorilor, din pacate dificultdti fiind intampinate in continuare din cauza
calitatii precare a documentatiei de brevet depusa de solicitanti.

Modele de utilitate

Cereri de model de utilitate. In anul 2011, au fost depuse 64 cereri de
model de utilitate, care urmeaza procedurile legale din Legea nr. 350/2007
privind modelul de utilitate. Toate cererile de model de utilitate depuse au fost
inscrise in Registrul National al cererilor pentru model de utilitate, iar datele
bibliografice ale acestora au fost introduse in baza de date a OSIM.

Din totalul cererilor depuse, 57 au solicitanti romani, iar 7 au solicitanti
strdini. Din cele 64 de cereri, 4 au rezultat din transformarea unei cereri de brevet
de inventie.
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Examinarea cererilor de model de utilitate. in cadrul procedurii de
examinare preliminard, au fost analizate 89 de cereri si au fost transmise
solicitantilor 164 notificari. Pentru 28 cereri de model de utilitate, a fost intocmit
raportul de cercetare documentara si acesta a fost transmis solicitantului. Detalii
in tabelul nr. 17, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

In urma examinarii indeplinirii conditiilor legale, Comisia de examinare a
luat 39 hotarari de inregistrare a modelului de utilitate, 43 hotarari de respingere,

iar 7 cereri au fost retrase de solicitanti.

Certificate suplimentare de protectie

Cereri pentru certificat suplimentar de protectie. iIncepand cu 01.01.2007,
data aderarii Romaniei la Uniunea Europeand, in Romania a fost instituit titlul de
proprietate industriald - Certificatul Suplimentar de Protectie (CSP) pentru
medicamente si pentru produse de protectie a plantelor.

Acest titlu de proprietate se acorda in Romania in baza Regulamentului
(CEE) nr. 469/2009, versiune codificatd, pentru medicamente si a Regulamentului
(CE) nr.1610/1996, pentru produse de protectie a plantelor. Procedura de
solutionare a cererilor de CSP de cdtre OSIM este prevazuta in Instructiunea OSIM
nr. 146/28.12.2006.

Inanul 2011, 1a OSIM, a fost inregistrat unnumar de 15 cereri de CSP, dintre
care: 12 pentru medicamente si 3 pentru produse de protectie a plantelor. Detalii

in tabelul nr. 4, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Examinarea cererilor de certificat suplimentar de protectie. Pe parcursul
anului 2011, au fost transmise solicitantilor 89 de notificari ca urmare a examinarii
preliminare si in fond a cererilor de certificat depuse.

Au fost publicate in BOPI - Sectiunea Inventii - Anexa CSP -9 de cereri de
CSP, care au fost transferate in examinarea de fond.

In urma examinarii indeplinirii conditiilor de fond, Comisia de examinare
a CSP aluat30 de hotdrari, dintre care 27 de acordare si 3 de respingere. Pentru alte
detalii, a se consulta tabelul nr.

S-au eliberat 26 de Certificate Suplimentare de Protectie, mentiunile
privind hotararile fiind publicate in BOPI - Sectiunea Inventii, Anexa CSP.

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Pe parcursul anului 2011, membrii Colectivului CSP au acordat asistenta de
specialitate solicitantilor de cereri de CSP si altor persoane interesate.

Extinderea duratei certificatului suplimentar de protectie. in anul 2011, in
baza Regulamentului CE nr. 1901/2006 privind medicamentele de uz pediatric si
a Regulamentului CE nr. 469/ 2009 privind crearea unui certificat suplimentar de
protectie pentru medicamente (forma codificata), a fost inregistrata o cerere de
extindere a duratei unui certificat.

In vederea asigurarii obligatiilor ce revin OSIM, in conformitate cu art. 9,
alin. 1, din Regulamentului CE nr. 469/ 2009, ca autoritate competenta pentru
inregistrarea si acordarea certificatelor suplimentare de protectie, a fost elaborat
si pus la dispozitia publicului formularul de cerere de extindere a duratei unui
certificat si ghidul de completare a acestuia atat pe format de hartie, cat si electronic.

In vederea gestionarii evidentei cererilor de extindere a duratei unui
certificat, a fost iIntocmit si actualizat Registrul Cererilor de Extindere a duratei unui
Certificat.

Cereri de brevet pentru soiuri de plante. In perioada 1.01 - 30.06.2011, s-a
inregistrat un numar de 15 cereri de protectie a soiurilor de plante. Tabelul nr. 3,
capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Din cele 15 cereri de brevet pentru soiuri de plante, 8 apartin solicitantilor
romani si 7 au fost inregistrate de solicitanti straini.

In BOPI - Sectiunea Soiuri de Plante, s-au publicat datele bibliografice
privitoare la cele 15 cereri de soiuri, 34 hotarari de acordare a brevetului pentru soi
si 3 hotarari de respingere.

Examinarea cererilor de brevet pentru soiuri de plante. In cursul anului
2011, au fost examinate 37 cereri de brevet pentru soiuri de plante, pentru care s-au
luat 34 hotdrari de acordare a brevetului pentru soi si 3 hotarari de respingere a
cererilor de brevet pentru soi. Tabelul nr. 15, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Incepand cu data de 1.07.2011, protectia soiurilor de plante a fost preluata
de Institutul de Stat pentru Testarea si Inregistrarea Soiurilor, in conformitate cu
art. 38 din Legea nr. 266/2002, republicata.
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Topografii pentru produse semiconductoare

Examinarea cererilor de topografii pentru produse semiconductoare (TPS).
In Romaénia, TPS se protejeazé in baza prevederilor Legii nr. 16/1995 privind
protectia topografiilor produselor semiconductoare, republicata in 2006.

In anul 2011, nu s-au depus cereri de inregistrare de Topografii pentru
Produse Semiconductoare (TPS).

Pentru cele 4 cereri depuse in anul 2010, s-au luat 4 hotdrari de inregistrare.

Publicarea mentiunii celor patru hotarari luate s-a facut in BOPI - Sectiunea
Inventii, Anexa TPS.

Validarea brevetelor europene in Romania

In cursul anului 2011, 1a OSIM au fost depuse 2465 de cereri de publicare
atraducerii brevetului european. Din acestea, 4 sunt cereri de publicare a traducerii
brevetului european cu efecte extinse in Romania, numarul din ce in ce mai mic al
acestor cereri fiind determinat de intrarea in vigoare a Legii nr.611/2002 privind
aderarea Romaniei la Conventia Brevetului European.

Din totalul de 2465 brevete europene validate, 1681 au fost depuse on-line,
restul de 784, pe suport de hartie. Pentru derularea procedurii de validare a
brevetelor europene, Biroul Brevete Europene din cadrul Directiei a intocmit si a
transmis pe parcursul anului un numar de 1159 notificari, a operat in baza de date
interna OSIM 33277 brevete europene in care Romania este desemnatd, dar care nu
produc efecte in Romania, in vederea comunicarii la OEB a statutului juridic al
acestor brevete. Astfel, la OEB, s-au comunicat statutele juridice ale unui numar
de 32338 brevete europene.

Au fost eliberate 1171 certificate de extindere si recunoastere a efectelor
brevetelor europene in Romania.

Administrarea patrimoniului national de brevete

Aceastd activitate are In vedere procedurile legale pentru administrarea
brevetelor de inventie romanesti aflate in vigoare, a brevetelor europene validate
pe teritoriul Romaniei si a certificatelor acordate pentru protectia tranzitorie. Pentru
mentinerea in vigoare a tuturor acestor titluri de protectie, sunt operate in baza de
date a OSIM si in Registrul National al brevetelor de inventie datele privind plata
taxelor, diverse transmiteri de drepturi si toate modificdrile care survin in situatia
juridica.
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In acest sens, in anul 2011, s-au derulat activitdti pentru un numar de 14524
titluri de protectie in vigoare, dintre care 11400 sunt brevete europene validate in
Romania.

De asemenea, s-au efectuat inscrierea si publicarea unui numadr de 724 de
modificari in situatia juridica atat in Registrul National al Cererilor de Brevet de

Inventie, cat si al Brevetelor de Inventie.

Eliberarea titlurilor de protectie

In ceea ce priveste eliberarea brevetelor de inventie pentru titularii romani,
repartizata dupa unitati administrative, cele mai multe au fost eliberate titularilor
din Bucuresti, apoi titularilor din judetele: Suceava, lasi, Cluj, Timis si [lfov.

De asemenea, din numarul de 26 brevete de inventie eliberate solicitantilor
straini, cele mai multe brevete s-au eliberat titularilor straini care au depus cererea
pe cale internationald (PCT), ponderea cea mai mare reprezentand-o titularii din
Statele Unite, urmati de titularii din: Croatia, Germania si Franta.

Verificarea calitatii examinarii
cererilor de brevet de inventie

In evaluarea calititii lucrarilor de examinare, Comisia de verificare a calititii

Continuand activitatile derulate in cadrul retelei europene de brevete
“European Patent Network” (EPN) - Network of European IP Institutions, care se
refera la politica de cooperare intre OEB si statele membre, in anul 2011, s-au
derulat o serie de activitati, ca de exemplu: Prediagnoza de proprietate industriala

si Proiectul de Reclasificare.

Prediagnoza de proprietate industriala

In cadrul Planului National de Actiune (NAP) de Cooperare cu Oficiul
European de Brevete (OEB), OSIM a continuat efectuarea serviciului de
Prediagnoza de proprietate industriald, in vederea sustinerii IMM-urilor inovatoare
din Romania, punand in slujba acestora experienta specialistilor sai - examinatori
din Directia Brevete de Inventie, cu pregatire tehnica in domeniile mecanica,
electronica si chimie.

din Bucuresti si judetul Ilfov, judetul Gorj, Piatra Neamt si Timisoara;

* monitorizarea activitdtii legate de protectia proprietdtii industriale a

celor 37 IMM-uri vizitate in anii anteriori (2009 si 2010), completarea
chestionarelor cerute de OEB in cadrul programului si furnizarea de
intelectuale, la cererea managerilor IMM-urilor participante la proiect;

* redactarea raportului de monitorizare pentru OEB, in decembrie 2011,

si transmiterea copiilor chestionarelor de monitorizare;

* prezentareaserviciului de prediagnoza in cadrul unor seminariila nivel

national, avand ca public tinta manageri de IMM-uri, mediul universitar

sau din institute de cercetare.
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Desi a fost necesara o crestere a efortului de selectare si abordare de
IMM-uri, specialistii OSIM participanti la proiect au putut constata cad IMM-urile
selectate se situeaza la un nivel care depaseste cunoasterea elementara in materie
de PJ, iar calitatea comunicdrii s-a imbunatatit pe parcursul acestui an de proiect.

2011.

Ca orecunoastere a calitatii si promptitudinii muncii efectuate de specialistii
din OSIM 1n anii anteriori, in anul 2011, volumul de documente transmise pentru
reclasificare in ECLA (European Classification) a ajuns la un total de 12047
documente.

In cei trei ani de participare in proiectul de reclasificare, examinatorii OSIM
au reclasificat un total de 19452 documente, constand in literatura brevet si non-
brevet, domeniile tehnice si numarul de documente fiind prezentate in tabelul de

Documentele se lucreaza in limba engleza. De asemenea, o firma din
Slovenia a comandat o cercetare documentard speciald. Cercetdrile documentare
speciale reprezinta un serviciu oferit de OSIM, preluat de la Oficiul European de
Brevete, prin EPN, fiind o cercetare realizatd in bazele de date brevet sinon-brevet,
pentru un domeniu tehnic indicat de solicitantul comenzii.

In cursul anului 2011, s-a realizat un numir de 42 de cercetiri documentare
tematice pentru terti din Romania, efectuate pe baza de comanda, in bazele de
date inventii si literatura non-brevet, pe domenii tehnice de specialitate. A fost
realizata si o cercetare documentara cu opinie asupra noutatii, cercetare care
reprezinta un serviciu nou, introdus de OSIM din aprilie 2011. Detalii in tabelul
nr.

Corpul de examinatori a acordat asistenta de specialitate pentru 9576
inventatori nereprezentati si a raspuns cu profesionalism la solicitarile primite de
la mandatari sau terti. De mentionat este si indrumarea a 34 solicitanti romani,
pentru brevetarea in strainatate prin OSIM ca oficiu receptor, si actionand in
numele Oficiului European de Brevete.

Au fost Intocmite, la solicitarea Serviciului Juridic, 121 analize de statut
juridic, astfel: pentru terti: 93, pentru Tribunalul Bucuresti: 28. De asemenea, s-au
intocmit 15 puncte de vedere tehnice pentru dosare de brevete de inventie aflate
in litigiu.

La solicitarea persoanelor interesate, au fost intocmite si comunicate 602
adeverinte privind statutul juridic, referitoare la brevete de inventie nationale,
brevete de inventie europene si la certificate suplimentare de protectie.
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Serviciul “Plicul cu idei”

Instituit in anul 2008, in scopul depozitdrii si pastrarii in siguranta, in regim
nepublic, a unor documente care cuprind lucrari privind idei de creatii din cele mai
diverse domenii, care nu pot fi protejate prin legislatia in vigoare privind
proprietatea industriala, precum si dreptul de autor si drepturile conexe, in cadrul
serviciului “Plicul cuidei”, OSIM a inregistrat in 2011 un numar de 76 de solicitari.

Cereri de inregistrare de marca.
Cereri de reinnoire de marca

In anul 2011, numarul total al cererilor de inregistrare marca si de reinnoire
de marca s-a ridicat la valoarea de 19735 de cereri. Dintre acestea, 11251 au fost
cereri depuse pe cale nationald, suma incluzand si cererile de reinnoire de marca.
Se remarca cresterea valorii cererilor de reinnoire la 8135, valoare care ne
indreptateste sa consideram ca titularii marcilor inregistrate acum zece ani au avut
motive deosebit de serioase si, ca atare, desi se trece printr-o perioada destul de
dificild, acestia au reusit sa gaseasca un punct cheie pentru a-si continua protectia
marcilor pe care le detin, cu inca o perioada de zece ani.

Luand in considerare noile prevederi legale, putem afirma ca se da o noud
culoare marcii inregistrate, atat prin supravegherea mai ugoard a pietei de catre
titularul drepturilor de proprietate industriala, cat si prin reactia pietei cu privire
la aparitia unui nou drept exclusiv de utilizare.

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Activitatea de examinare

Activitatea de baza, in cadrul serviciului specializat al OSIM, o reprezinta
examinarea cererilor de inregistrare a marcilor si indicatiilor geografice. Cu o
acomodare relativ usoara la noul flux rezultat din noile reglementari ce au avutloc
in anul precedent, in anul 2011 au fost examinate 13346 de cereri de inregistrare
marca, din care 11007 de cereri s-au finalizat cu decizie de inregistrare, 2225 de
cereri au fost respinse, iar 114 cereri au fost radiate pentru neplata taxelor legale
de examinare sau au fost retrase de catre solicitanti.

In ceea ce priveste examindrile cererilor depuse pe cale nationald, anul 2011
se Inscrie cu urmadtoarele realizari: au fost examinate 9505 cereri de inregistrare
marcd, din care 7247 de cereri s-au finalizat cu decizie de inregistrare, 2144 cereri
au fost respinse, iar diferenta de 114 cereri, adica 6,83%, au fost radiate pentru
neplata taxelor legale de examinare.

Examinarea cererilor venite prin Aranjamentul de la Madrid sau prin

Protocolul referitor la Aranjamentul de la Madrid a avut ca obiect 3841 de cereri,
din care 3760 finalizate cu decizie de inregistrare si doar 81 respinse. Detalii in
tabelul nr.

Cu privire la examinarea cererilor de reinnoire de marca, trebuie precizat cd au fost
examinate 1841 cereri, toate finalizate favorabil, respectiv cu prelungirea duratei
de inregistrare a respectivelor marci cu incd 10 ani. Detalii tabelul nr. 19,
capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Un capitol distinct al activitdtii cu privire la cererea de inregistrare marca
o reprezintd activitatea de examinare opozitii. Aceasta procedurd, prin care este
opus cererii de inregistrare un drept de proprietate intelectuald anterior protejat,
ainregistrat ca si tn anul 2010 doua abordari diferite. Intrarea in vigoare a legii noi
amarcilor si indicatiilor geografice a surprins in procedura, in anul 2010, un numar
de 318 opozitii, urmate de depunerea a incd 893 de opozitii.

Toate aceste opozitii au fost solutionate pe parcursul anului care a trecut,
prin examinarea unui numar total de 785 de opozitii, din care 106 opozitii depuse
examinate pe legea anterioara si 649 opozitii din cele depuse pe legea in vigoare.

Cu privire la procedura opozitiei, trebuie sa facem urmatoarele precizari.

Conform noii legi, opozitia poate fi formulata de orice persoana interesata
pentru motive relative de refuz si este o faza a procedurii de examinare a cererii
de inregistrare, faza care se finalizeaza cu un aviz de admitere sau de respingere,
in tot sau in parte, a opozitiei, emis de catre Comisia de opozitii. Avizul este
obligatoriu In vederea finalizarii partii de examinare in fond a cererii si este,

totodata, reprodus, in parte, in decizia finala a examinadrii.
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Opozitia fiind acum o faza a procedurii de examinare a cererii de inregistrare
marcd, rezultd de aici cd persoana care a facut o opozitie la inregistrarea unei marci
nu mai are posibilitatea de atac asupra solutiondrii opozitiei, ca procedura de sine
statdtoare, ci doar posibilitatea contestarii deciziei finale cu privire la cererea de
inregistrare, decizie care are la baza si ratiunile rezultate din examinarea opozitiei.

Activitati post-examinare

In conformitate cu prevederile legale, orice marci inregistratd poate face
obiectul unor contracte de transmitere a drepturilor pe care aceasta le implica.

In anul 2011, au fost examinate 1425 cereri de transmitere de drepturi cu
privire lamadrci, din care: 1237 au facut obiectul unor contracte de cesiune, 94 obiectul
unor contracte de licenta si alte 94 obiectul unor contracte de fuziune. Rezultatul
acestor contracte incheiate cu titularii de marca denota valoarea de care se bucura,
pe piata economicd, drepturile conferite de marca inregistrata.

Tot in acelasi context, se Inscrie si activitatea de inregistrare a modificarilor
intervenite in situatia marcilor inregistrate, pe intreg parcursul perioadei de
protectie si aici ne referim la modificarile de natura juridica ce intervin in mod
implicit in activitatea de utilizare si chiar valorificare a marcilor inregistrate.

Din acest punct de vedere, in anul 2011, au fost inregistrate 2741 solicitari,
dupd cum urmeaza:

e 1252 de modificari de adresa ale solicitantului, titularului sau

mandatarului;

e 466 de modificari de nume ale solicitantului sau titularului;

e 1020 de modificari de mandatar;

e 3 de diverse corecturi, radieri, limitari.

Pe langa aceste modificari, in cursul anului au mai fost solicitate diverse
inscrisuri, copii dupa documentele aflate la dosar, diverse puncte de vedere, iar
numadrul solicitarilor a fost de 336 de cereri.




Desene si modele

In cursul anului 2011, activitatea OSIM in domeniul desenelor si modelelor
s-a desfasurat pe urmatoarele directii:

Inregistrarea cererilor de desene si modele. in anul 2011, au fost depuse
un numar total de 356 cereri de inregistrare de desene si modele, continand 1246
desene si modele cu 1914 vederi.

Tipul cererilor: au fost depuse spre inregistrare un numar 186 de cereri simple,
avand 353 vederi, restul de 170 fiind cereri multiple, continand 1017 desene/modele
cu 1561 de vederi. Detalii in tabelele nr. 9 si 10, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Examinarea preliminara
Numarul total al cererilor de inregistrare examinate preliminar in anul 2011
a fost de 380. Detalii in tabelul nr. 20, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Publicarea in BOPI - DM. Extragerea si publicarea cererilor de desene si
modele in anul 2011 s-a realizat in cadrul a 12 numere ale BOPI/Sectiunea Desene
simodele, in format de hartie (un numar/luna) siin format electronic. Astfel, in anul
2011, s-au publicat 325 cereri nationale,17 cereri internationale, continand 2059
reproduceri grafice.

De asemenea, publicarea in BOPI contine si datele care se publica ulterior
examindrii preliminare, cum ar fi cele privind modificarile in situatia juridica a
cererilor, care intervin pe parcursul procedurii examinarii de fond sau in cadrul
procedurilor post-examinare si sunt precizate in cele ce urmeaza.

In anul 2011, au fost introduse 10 opozitii si au fost solutionate 17, inclusiv
opozitiile ramase de solutionat din anul 2010, ramanand spre solutionare 2 opozitii.

Comisia de solutionare a opozitiilor functioneazd in cadrul Serviciului
Desene si Modele si este compusa din trei membri - presedintele, un jurist si
examinatorul cererii. Comisia se pronuntd asupra opozitiei si a probelor depuse
in sustinere, in sedinta, pe baza raportului verbal intocmit i consemnat in registrul
de sedinta de catre secretarul comisiei.

B - Examinarea conditiilor privind inregistrarea - Comisia de examinare
desene si modele - potrivit art. 22 din Legea nr. 129/1992.

Urmare a solutiondrii opozitiei, Comisia intocmeste un raport, care face parte
integranta din dispozitivul hotdrarii privind inregistrarea desenului sau modelului.

Dupa finalizarea procedurii opozitiei, se analizeaza cererile in scopul de a
se stabili daca sunt indeplinite conditiile de acordare a protectiei, respectiv: daca
obiectul cererii se Incadreaza in definitie, daca este determinat exclusiv de o functie
tehnica si daca prezintd noutate si caracter individual.

Examinarea de fond se finalizeaza printr-o hotdrare cu privire la
inregistrarea desenului sau modelului, care poate fi contestata la Comisia de
contestatii desene si modele.

In anul 201 1, s-au examinat In fond 390 de cereri, dintre care 375 cereri de
desene simodele depuse pe cale nationala si 15 cereri depuse pe cale internationala.
Detalii in tabelul nr. 20, capitolul 11 - Statistica.

Eliberarea certificatelor de inregistrare desene sau modele. in anul 2011,
au fost eliberate 601 certificate deinregistrare, dintre care 127 certificate de reinnoire
a protectiei si 99 certificate de mentinere in vigoare a protectiei.

Tot in cadrul procedurilor post-examinare, au fost solutionate 28 de cereri
de revalidare a certificatelor de protectie si au fost publicate 355 de decaderi din
drepturi ale titularilor pentru neplata taxelor datorate.

Au fostinregistrate si publicate 59 de transmiteri de drepturi si 191 alte modificari
in situatia juridica a cererilor de desene/modele (schimbare nume comercial solicitant/
titular/mandatar - 40, schimbare sediu/domiciliu solicitant/titular/mandatar - 45,
schimbare/introducere/renuntare mandatar - 53, alte modificari - 16).

S-au eliberat 13 adeverinte pentru mentineri in vigoare/reinnoiri ale protectiei.

Promovarea protectiei proprietatii industriale

Expertii din toate directiile institutiei au fost angrenati, in decursul anului
2011, la 86 actiuni de promovare (congrese, seminarii, conferinte, mese rotunde,
targuri si expozitii, vizite la agenti economici, prezentarea proprietdtii industriale
in licee si universitati), elaborand totodata lucrari tematice, studii statistice si de
sinteza. In cadrul a 8 sesiuni de consultare privind elaborarea politicilor publice,
specialistii OSIM au subliniat importanta protectiei proprietatii industriale.

Cateva dintre cele mai importante expozitii la care specialistii OSIM au
participat, cu stand, au fost: Targul International Bucuresti, Salonul International
de Inventii - INVENTICA 2011, Saloanele Regionale ale Cercetarii din Constanta,
Galati, Cluj, Bacau, Targul pentru IMM-uri si Targul de carte GAUDEAMUS.

In anul 2011, in colaborare cu Camerele de Comert si Industrie, OSIM a
organizat 25 de actiuni, editii locale ale manifestdrii Trofeul Creativitdtii, in tot
atatea judete ale tdrii.

Pe baza Protocolului de parteneriat incheiat intre OSIM si Fundatia Junior
Achievement, a continuat activitatea de diseminare a informatiei din domeniul
proprietatii industriale in invatamantul liceal.

Urmare a protocolului de colaborare cu Oficiul national al Registrului
Comertului (ONRC), OSIM a continuat sa menting, in sediul ONRC, un birou unde
specialistii institutiei au oferit informatii cu privire la protectia proprietatii
industriale unui numar de 3200 de solicitari.

Activitatea OSIM, privind derularea proiectului pilot finantat de Oficiul
European de Brevete pentru infiintarea centrului de transfer de tehnologie in cadrul
Universitatii Politehnica Bucuresti, a continuat siin anul 2011 prin acordarea asistentei
necesare.

In acest an, specialistii Serviciului Desene si Modele au participat la
majoritatea actiunilor de promovare si diseminare a informatiilor privind importanta
protectiei proprietatii industriale, raspunzand astfel temei generale a Organizatiei
Mondiale de Proprietate Intelectuala (OMPI) pentru anul 2011 - Designing the future.

In cadrul aceleiasi tematici sugerate de OMP], au fost redesenate brosurile
de promovare a OSIM.

Ca si in alti ani, a fost organizat examenul pentru dobandirea calitatii de
consilier in domeniul proprietatii industriale. Astfel, au fost admisi in urma
sustinerii acestui examen: 54 de persoane la obiectul Marci si Indicatii Geografice,

18 persoane la obiectul Brevete de Inventie si 15 persoane la obiectul Desene si
Modele.

Reteaua de Centre Regionale de Informare in domeniul Proprietatii
Industriale consta din 16 centre deschise incepand cu 1999 in 5 universitdti, 8
camere de comert, 2 asociatii patronale ale IMM-urilor, o asociatie a inventatorilor.

Toate au fost gandite ca intermediari intre OSIM si comunitatile locale
(academica, de afaceri, licee, inventatori individuali, institutii locale).

Reprezentanti ai Centrelor Regionale au participat la Conferinta anuala
PATLIB, organizata la sediul OEB din Haga, in cadrul programului Planul National
de Actiune, cofinantat de Oficiul European de Brevete.

OSIM s-a alaturat programului european “Noi sarcini pentru centrele
PATLIB”, care a fost initiat si este coordonat de catre OEB. Programul este in faza
pilot, iar centrul din Iasi este parte in program si va deveni preparator pentru
celelalte centre.

Doua alte centre - Constanta si Bacdu - au participat in cadrul proiectului
european IPR for SEE, care a fost coordonat de catre Camera de Comert din Venetia
- Italia, si care a avut drept scop implementarea unor servicii existente la nivel
european, dar care pentru comunitdtile de afaceri locale dintr-un numar de 6 tari,
Italia, Austria, Ungaria, Serbia, Romania si Grecia, au putut fi implementate ca
servicii noi.

In anul 2011, prin intermediul centrelor, au fost contactate 12800 persoane
la sediile centrelor sau la standurile acestora de la diferite expozitii. Mai mult de

35 pentru
integrarea cu aplicatia SPIRIT II pentru descdrcare directd in baza de date Soft
Comun - aderare si pregdtirea aplicatiei pentru a fi transferatd la OEB, in vederea
punerii la dispozitie a acesteia si altor Oficii Nationale interesate din cadrul EPN.

Turning over with real professional curiosity the pages of the present Annual
Report, reading and reading again the reports, sometimes even too minutely elaborated,
of the various directorates and departments of our institution, studying the diagrams
and the detailed statistic data at the end of this report, Thave had the strange revelation
of a feeling of perseverance and continuity seldom met in our days.

For the reason that, during 2011 - the same as during the preceding years-
with the State Office for Inventions and Trademarks there were filed and examined
tens of thousands of applications for protection titles in the industrial property field,
there being issued hundreds of patents, thousands of trademark certificates,
hundreds of design certificates, as the case may be.

For the reason that during 2011 - the same as during the preceding years-
OSIM led a sustained policy of promoting the importance of technical creation
protection, being present both in the university environment and in the
entrepreneurial environment fora, disseminating information through the network
of the 16 Regional Centres for Promoting the Industrial Property Protection
(CR3IP), as well as through the county libraries, by organizing courses and national
and international seminars of great echo.

For the reason that during the year 2011 - the same as in the preceding years -
our institution participated in the Working Group on intellectual property matters
(coordinated by the Prosecutor’s office attached to the High Court of Cassation and
Justice) supplying, whenever asked, precious information to the state bodies for
combating piracy and counterfeiting.

For the reason that in 2011 - the same as in the preceding years - OSIM
specialists were present and represented honourably Romania’s interests in all
debates and decision making fora of the specialized international and regional
organizations. (WIPO, WTO, EU, OHIM, EPO etc), not to mention the special
relations we further developed with the related offices in the neighbouring
countries (particularly with the Republic of Moldova).

INTRODUCTION




The State Office for Inventions and Trademarks (OSIM) is a specialized body

of the central public administration with unique authority in the field, to ensure

the industrial property protection in compliance with the national legislationin the

tield and with the provisions of the international conventions and treaties to which

itis a party, and represents Romania in relations with similar institutions of other

States as well as with international and regional industrial property organizations

to which Romania is a member.

According to the provisions of Art. 3 of the Government Decision no.
573/1998, modified by the Government Decision no. 1396/2009, OSIM shall exercise
the following main attributions:

toregister and examine the applications in the industrial property field,
to grant protection titles which confer exclusive rights on the territory
of Romania to the owners;

to be the depositary of the national registers for filed applications and
of the national registers for granted protection titles for inventions,
trademarks, geographical indications, designs, topographies of
semiconductor products, utility models and new plant varieties;

to edit and publish the Official Industrial Property Bulletin of Romania;
to edit and publish the specifications of granted patents and utility models;
to administer and preserve the National Industrial Property Collection,
while maintaining and developing the computer database in its field of
activity, by international exchanges included;

to carry out, upon request, specialized services in the industrial property
field;

to edit and publish the Romanian Industrial Property Review and other
publications meant to promote its object of activity;

to attest the industrial property attorneys and keep the evidence thereof
in the national register whose depositary it is;

to provide, upon request, specialized assistance in the industrial
property field and to organize training courses, seminars and symposia
in the field;

to carry out any other duties in the industrial property field which
derive from the legal provisions in force and from the international
agreements to which Romania is a party.

From an organizational viewpoint, OSIM is led by a director general, and

a deputy director general and as far as the structure is concerned, it consists of five

directorates led by a director.

The main activity of OSIM is to register, examine and grant protection titles

in the industrial property field.




EUROPEAN AFFAIRS




The specialists of OSIM participated, along with the representatives of the
Ministry of Justice and of the Permanent Representation of Romania attached to
the European Union in Brussels, in the debates of the Working Group for
Intellectual Property organized by the Council of the European Union, drawing up
and upholding Romania’s position for the fields of patents, trademarks and
intellectual property rights defense.

With a view to finalizing at a political level the complex file concerning the
unitary patent, upon request by the Ministry of Economy, Commerce and Business
Environment, the Deputy Director General of OSIM proposed the Mandate and
participated in several sessions of the Competition Council (COMPET) wherein the
draft Agreement on creating a unique court for the Unitary patent, namely the
Unified Patent Court, was debated and upheld by the Romanian delegation. For
the same purpose, the Deputy Director General was invited to participate in the
debates within MARTENS Group, in which there took place negotiations relating
to the Unitary Patent Regulation.

OSIM also participated in the Working Group for Intellectual Property - Patents,
of the Council of the European Union.

In 2011, the representatives of OSIM participated in the debates within the
reunions organized by the European Commission with TRIPS experts of European
Union Member States, for the purpose of adopting common positions of the EU
Member States within the TRIPS Council, taking into consideration the negotiation
held between the sessions by the Director General of the WTO with the
ambassadors of the WTO Member States with regard to establishing a multilateral
system of notification and registration of the geographical indications, as well as
the extension of geographical indications protection.

OSIM was present within Romania’s delegation which participated in the
EC reunion in which there was also presented the EC Report on the application of
the Directive 2004/48/EC for IPR enforcement.

The Working Group for Intellectual property of the Council of the European
Union, in which OSIM delegation participated, examined within its reunions the
proposal for the Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council with
regard to entrusting OHIM with certain tasks related to Intellectual property rights,
including the assembling of the public and private sector representatives within
the European Observatory on Counterfeiting and Piracy. The Regulation debated
within the working group had the object of extending the sphere of OHIM
competence by entrusting OHIM with some activities of administering the
European Observatory on Counterfeiting and Piracy, including activities relating
to patents, copyright and related rights.

Relations with International and
Community Organizations

World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO). As a member of WIPO,
specialized UN organism, Romania continued in 2011 the active participation in
the meetings of WIPO General Assembly and of the other directing bodies of the
Unions administered by WIPO, and in the reunions of the standing committees,
committees of experts and in the working groups in the specialized fields of industrial
property. By the participation of its specialists, OSIM brought its effective contribution
to the most recent evolutions of this particularly complex and dynamic field.

Together with the OSIM specialists, the were invited specialists from the
research field, customs, police and regional centres for the promotion of industrial
property, as participants or as lecturers in the debates of important conferences,
international, regional or interregional symposia or seminars organized by WIPO
on topics of high current interest. Such events were: the Global Symposium of
Intellectual Property Authorities in Geneva, an international Master program
entitled “IP and Business Entrepreneurship” organized by the University of Haifa,
WIPO Regional Forum on Sharing the Best Practices in Publicly Financed IP
Support Services in Bratislava and the Fourth Interregional Symposium on the
Enforcement of Industrial Property Rights in Belgrade.

The cooperation programme 2011 started with the national seminar
concerning the “Patent Cooperation Treaty”, carried on in Bucharest in the period
22-23 February, occasion on which national lecturers and WIPO lecturers joined
and achieved a constructive dialogue between the 55 participants for highlighting
the ways and means for legal protection of inventions.

The Second Subregional Seminar concerning the “Enforcement of Intellectual
Property Rights” took place in Sibiu, between 8 and 10 June. There were present
84 participants.

The last WIPO action is the “Course for Train the Trainers in the IP Field for
SMEs” that took place at Busteni, in the period 23-25 November, at the Centre for
qualification of the personnel in industry. To this event there were present 50
participants from Romania and WIPO representatives.

World Trade Organization (WTO). OSIM delegates also participated in 2011
in the debates of TRIPS - WTO Council, within which there mainly continued the
examination of the provisions of Art. 27.3.b) of TRIPS, as well as of the aspects
concerning the establishment of a multilateral system of notification of the
geographical indications for wines and spirits.
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But the central WTO event was the 8" session of the Ministerial Conference
of Geneva (15-17 December 2011) which brought no modification either to the rules
or to the WTO agreements, or to Doha Mandate.

Within the elements of political orientation, highlighting the importance of
the WTO multilateral commercial system, the ministers recognized the role of the
organization in fighting against all forms of protectionism and for promoting the
economic growth of the Member States. However, the ministers recognize that,
despite all efforts made from the last ministerial conference, the negotiations within
Doha Programme are at a deadlock.

With regard to the adopted decisions, on the date of 17 December 2011, the
Ministerial Conference decided that up to the following conference of 2013, the
WTO members could not dispose of complaints of the type provided for under
paragraph 1b) and 1c) of the Protocol XXIII GATT 1994.

European Patent Organization. OSIM leadership represented Romania within
the sessions of the Administrative Council of EPO and of its Committees. Thus, OSIM
delegates participated and involved themselves actively in taking decisions and
in the consultations concerning the European Patent System. As a recognition of
their contribution, Romania’s representatives hold at present the position of vice-
president of the EPO Academy Supervisory Board and vice-president of the
Technical and Operational Support Committee.

In 2011 there continued the activities contained in the National Action Plan
for the period 2011-2013, the main way of ensuring the cooperation between EPO
and the Member States, adapted depending on needs and requests thereof. OSIM
specialists participated in 20 seminars organized by the European Patent Academy
and in various thematic meetings (cooperation, regional centres, classification, on-line
services, documentary search, automatic translation, IP in universities).
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Within the project “Dissemination of IP knowledge in Universities”, OSIM
hosted in November the meeting between the representatives of EPO, OHIM, OSIM
and of the Public Relations Agency involved in carrying on the awareness campaign
on the IP importance in the universities of Romania. There was adopted the working
plan of the project. This started by forwarding a letter to 25 universities and
proposing the organization of meetings with the universities leadership, but also
regional and national meetings and even a national debate on the IP importance.

In 2011, the specialists of Patent Directorate continued the activity of
reclassification of the patent documents, based on the agreement concluded
between OSIM and EPO. At OSIM headquarters, EPO lecturers held three sessions
of reclassification courses for the patent examiners involved in this activity.

Within the same project, on the date of 22 June 2011, Mr. Frederic Lequeux,
the manager of the EPO reclassification project paid a visit to OSIM.

Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market (OHIM). In its position
of Member State of the European Union, Romania participates in the sessions of
theleading bodies of Community organisms, consequently, in the decision making
process in the field of protecting the Community trademark and design.

OSIM specialists continued to represent Romania in the debates of OHIM
Administrative Council and of the Budget Committee. On this occasion, they
expressed the support for the new strategic vision of OHIM which maps out the
tuture evolutions in the field, within the context of the process of harmonization,
at the EU level, of the legislations and procedures in the filed of trademarks.

OHIM strategic planis supported on two “pillars”: achieving organizational
excellence and international cooperation. There result three main goals: a creative
organization; increasing the quality and observing the deadline of the procedures
performed by OHIM; achieving a European network in the field of trademarks and
designs, by cooperation with the national and regional institutions.

An essential instrument for achieving this network is the Fund for cooperation
with the Member States, adopted two years in advance. OSIM expressed the interest
to participate in more projects carried on within the Fund for cooperation with the
Member States; experts of OSIM participate in the debates of the working groups
of the projects in the first and second packets of projects, as follows: CF 1.1.1 Search
Image, CF 1.1.4 Seniority, CF 1.2. 10 CESTO, CF 1.2.11 Common Gateway for
Applications, CF 2.14 Future Software Package, CF 3.20 e-Learning, CF 4.22 Database
supporting enforcement of IP rights.

The same as in the Programme for convergence, OSIM expressed the
intention of implementing more projects.
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There was actively participated in the meetings whose main purpose was
tomaintain a continuous dialogue between OHIM and the national offices (Liaison
Meetings), in the field of trademarks, designs and technical cooperation and in the
seminar for industrial property organized by OHIM for the personnel of the
national offices.

Also, a number of magistrates were present in the debates of the seminars
for judges in the law courts of the Member States of the EU that have jurisdiction
on the litigations in the field of Community trademarks and designs.

Bilateral Cooperation

Based on the Addendum to the Collaboration Convention between OSIM
and the State Agency for Intellectual Property (AGEPI) of the Republic of
Moldova, signed in Bucharest, in 2010, there took place two meetings at the level
of the directors general. As a consequence of these meetings, there was signed a
common cooperation programme between OSIM and AGEP], for the years 2012
and 2013, which provides for the:

* exchange of experience in the specialized fields of the two institutions
in the office management, legal, international relations and European
affairs, editorial-polygraphic, bibliographic and archive fields;

¢ collaboration in the field of promoting the intellectual property and the
services carried out by AGEPI and OSIM, of enforcement of IP rights
and of the fight against counterfeiting and piracy;

* participation in seminars, exhibitions, conferences and other events
organized by the two offices.

As common activities, we mention the participation of two AGEPI experts
in the international seminar organized by OSIM in collaboration with WIPO, at
Sibiu. In August two AGEPI experts participated in the seminar in the field of
trademarks organized by OSIM at Venus, Constanta county.

In November, two OSIM delegations went to Chisinau to take part in the
international exhibition organized by AGEPI in collaboration with Moldexpo and
to an exchange of experience in the field of management, human resources and
remuneration, within the common cooperation program for 2011.

There were resumed the discussions between OSIM and the German Patent
and Trademarks Office with regard to intensifying the bilateral relations for the
following year.
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This year too, OSIM was represented in manifestations organized by
industrial property offices from other countries, in a traditional way or on special
occasions: the international symposium “Industrial Property in the Innovative
Economy” successfully organized annually by the Office of Poland in Krakow; the
International Conference on the Importance of Intellectual Property Rights,
organized on the occasion of the 20" anniversary from the setting up of the Patent
Office of Iceland; the International Conference “A World in Change - Changing
IPR?” organized on the occasion of celebrating the centenary of the Norwegian
Industrial Property Office; the international annual conferences “Actual
problematic issues of IP” organized by the Office of Ukraine in cooperation with
WIPO; the 15" Scientific and practical IP conference organized by ROSPATENT
in Moscow.

Other Actions

Collaboration with Third Parties

The participation in the Twinning programme for the Republic of Moldova -
MDO09/ENP-PCA/OT/04 - “Support to implementation and enforcement of the
intellectual property rights in the Republic of Moldova”.

The University of Agricultural Sciences and Veterinary Medicine in
Bucharest (USAMYVB) and the Faculty of Biotechnologies, in collaboration with
the State Office for Inventions and Trademarks (OSIM) and the team of the
European Commission Project for Biotechnologies, entitled SLING Project
(Serving Life-Science Information for the Next Generation) organized on the date
of 7 April 2011 at the headquarters USAMVB the seminar “Information sources
in biotechnology”, to which over 150 participants took part.

In 2011, OSIM drafted or finalized, as the case may be, drafts of normative

acts which are currently undergoing the approval procedure, namely:

Draft law on the employees’” inventions (co-initiated by the Ministry of
Economy and OSIM);

Draft Government Emergency Ordinance for suspending the application
of Art. 4 in the Government Ordinance no. 41/1998 on the fees in the
industrial property protection field and the conditions of using the same,
with the subsequent amendments (co-initiated by the Ministry of
Economy and OSIM);

Draft Government Decision for the approval of the National Strategy in
the Field of Intellectual Property (co-initiated by the Ministry of
Economy, OSIM, Ministry of Culture and the Romanian Copyright
Office).

OSIM also gave its opinion (as an institution interested in the application

of these laws) on the following;:

Patents

Filed Patent Applications

In 2011, there were filed with OSIM 1463 patent applications (hereinafter
CBI) that undergo the legal procedures according to the Patent Law no. 64/1991,
as republished.

All the patent applications were entered in the National Register of Filed
Patent Applications and the bibliographical data thereof were introduced into the
OSIM database.

Analyzing the number of patent applications to be subjected to the
proceedings before OSIM, it has been ascertained that 1424 applications belong to
Romanian applicants and 39 belong to foreign applicants, 24 of which represent
international applications filed under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT), opening
the national phase (See details in Table 1, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

In the year 2011 there were filed 645 patent applications belonging to
Romanian or foreign applicants as natural persons and 779 patent applications
belonging to applicants as legal entities.

It can be ascertained that unlike the previous years when the number of
applicants as natural persons was preponderant, the number of the legal entities
started to increase. Of these, 613 applications originated from universities and
research institutes (See details in Table 6, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Withregard to the number of patent applications filed by foreign applicants,
it can be noticed that the highest number of applications originates from the USA,
followed by Canada and Germany.

From the total number of 1463 applications, in a number of 151 CBI the
applicants were represented before OSIM by professional representatives.

As a consequence of the finalization, at the end of 2008, of the preparatives
for permitting the filling of patent applications by electronic means and following
the publication of the Order of the Director General of OSIM approving the
Instructions for the electronic filing of patent applications in the Official Gazette
of Romania No. 864/22.12.2008, in 2011, of the total number of patent applications
tiled by national route, 48 applications were filed online.

With OSIM, as a Receiving Office, there were filed, under the Patent
Cooperation Treaty (PCT), 28 international applications and, on behalf of the
European Patent Office, 27 European patent applications.
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Examination of patent applications. After receiving the patent applications,
OSIM checks the fulfilment of the legal conditions for assigning the filing date and
at the same time indicates the possible ascertained drawbacks together with the
remedy time period. According to the legal provisions in force, up to the patent
grant, a patent application undergoes both preliminary and substantive
examination.

Preliminary examination. The patent applications filed in 2011 were
analyzed in respect of the fulfilment of the legal conditions for assigning the filing
date and constituting the regular national filing, and were entered in the National
Register of Patent Applications.

All patent applications filed in 2011 were classified according to the
International Patent Classification.

The applicants were transmitted a number of 2687 notifications for
remedying the drawbacks ascertained upon filing in respect of the manner of
drawing up the patenting documentation or in respect of other aspects provided
for by the Law no. 64/1991, as republished, so as to fulfil the legal provisions for
starting the patent application substantive examination procedure.

A number of 1092 patent applications were prepared to be published.

Documents were prepared for the issuance of 42 certificates of internal and
convention priority.

By completing the preliminary examination procedure, in 2011, there were
transferred into the substantive examination 939 applications, 179 applications were
deemed to be withdrawn and decisions to refuse were made in respect of 3
applications.

A total number of 841 decisions were entered in the National Register of
Patent Applications.
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Substantive examination. 592 patent applications were examined from the
viewpoint of the compliance with the patentability conditions, i.e. novelty,
inventive step and industrial application, and they were solved as follows: 407
decisions to grant, 181 decisions to refuse, 4 cases of taking formal note of
withdrawal (See details in Table 14, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Search reports were drawn up in view of publication for a number of 23
applications. Of these, 10 were accompanied by written opinion on patentability.

The substantive examination procedure involves the following activities:

1. searching the prior art in the relevant field, by using the EPOQUE

application of the European Patent Office and RO-Patent Search
database;

2. drawing up search reports for each patent application

3. checking and reclassitying the patent applications subjected to the

substantive examination procedure, in compliance with the version in
force of the international patent classification;

4. examining the patentability conditions: novelty, inventive step and

industrial applicability and sending the results to the applicant;

5. elaborating the technical examination report and upholding the same

before the Examination Board.

In 2011 efforts were made to maintain the trend of lowering the average
substantive examination duration, mainly as a result of the examiners” hard work,
while still facing difficulties caused by the low quality of the patent documentation
tiled by the applicants.

Utility Models

Utility model applications. In 2011 there were filed 64 applications for utility
models which undergo the legal procedures provided for by Law no. 350/2007 on
the utility models. All the applications for utility models were entered in the
National Register of Filed Utility Model Applications, and the bibliographical data
thereof were introduced into the OSIM data base (See details in Table 5, Chapter
11 - Statistics).

Of the total number of filed applications, 57 belong to Romanian applicants
and 7 to foreign applicants. Of the 64 applications, 4 resulted from the conversion
of patent applications.
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Examination of the utility model applications. Within the preliminary
examination procedure there were analyzed 89 applications and the applicants
were transmitted 164 notifications. For 28 utility model applications the search
report was drawn up and transmitted to the applicant (See details in Table 17,
Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Following the examination of the fulfilment of the legal conditions, the
Examination Board made 39 decisions to register the utility model, 43 decisions to

refuse the application and 7 applications were withdrawn by the applicants.

Supplementary Protection Certificates

Applications for supplementary protection certificate. Starting with
01.01.2007, the date of Romania’s accession to the European Union, the industrial
property title entitled Supplementary Protection Certificate for medicaments and
plant protection products (SPC) was established in Romania.

This property title is granted in Romania based on the Council Regulation
(EC) no. 469/2009 for medicaments, in the new coded version, and on the Council
Regulation (EC) no. 1610/1996 for plant protection products. The procedure of
solving the applications for SPCs by OSIM is provided in the OSIM Instruction no.
146/28.12.2006.

In 2011 there were filed with OSIM 15 SPC applications, of which: 12 for
medicaments and 3 for plant protection products (See details in Table 4, Chapter
11 - Statistics).

Examination of the applications for supplementary protection certificate.
In 2011, the applicants were sent 89 notifications, as a result of the preliminary and
substantive examination of the filed SPC applications.

A number of 9 SPC applications that were transferred into the substantive
examination were published in the Official Industrial Property Bulletin (BOPI) -
Inventions Section- the SPC Annex.

After examining the fulfilling of the substantive conditions, the SPC
Examination Board made 30 decisions, of which 27 are decisions to grant and 3 are
decisions to refuse the application (See details in Table 16, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

There were issued 26 supplementary protection certificates, the notices regarding
the decisions being published in BOPI - Inventions Section, SPC Annex (Details on
the number of issued certificates are shown in Table 4, Chapter 11 - Statistics).
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In 2011, the SPC Collective members lent specialized assistance to the SPC
applicants and to other persons concerned. There were drawn up and

communicated 27 responses in English, upon request by third parties from abroad.

Extension of the supplementary protection certificate duration. In 2011,
1 application for the extension of the certificate duration was filed based on the
Regulation (EC) no 1901/2006 on medicinal products for paediatric use and the
Regulation (EC) no. 469/2009 (in the new coded version) concerning the
supplementary protection certificate for medicinal products.

With a view to complying with the duties incumbent on OSIM as competent
authority for registration and grant of supplementary protection certificates, in
accordance with Art. 9 paragraph 1 of the Regulation (EC) no. 469/2009, the printed
form of application for extension of the duration of a certificate was elaborated and
made available to the public together with a guide for filling in the same, both on
paper and in electronic format.

In order to keep records of the applications for extension of certificate
duration, the Register of Applications for Extension of Certificate Duration was
established and updated.

Variety Patents

Variety patent applications. Within the period 1.01. - 30.06.2011, 15 variety
patent applications were filed with OSIM (See Table 3, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Of the 15 patent applications for plant varieties, 8 applications belong to
Romanian applicants, and 7 to foreign applicants.

In BOPI - Plant Variety Section there were published the bibliographic data
concerning the 15 variety patent applications, 34 decisions to grant the variety

patent and 3 decisions to reject the application.

Examination of the variety patent applications. In 2011 there were
examined 37 variety patent applications in respect of which 34 decisions to grant
the variety patents and 3 decisions to refuse the variety patents were made
(See Table 15, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Starting from 1.07.2011, the protection of plant varieties was taken over by
the State Institute for Testing and Registration of Varieties, in accordance with Art.
38 of Law No. 266/2002, as republished.
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Topographies of Semiconductor Products

Examination of applications for topographies of semiconductor products
(TSP). TSP are protected in Romania, under the provisions of Law no. 16/1995 on
the protection of topographies of semiconductor products, as republished in 2006.

In 2011, no applications for registration of topographies for semiconductor
products (TSP) were filed.

Inrespect of the 4 applications filed in 2010, 4 decisions for registration were
made.

Publication of the mention of the four decisions was made in BOPI-Inventions
Section, TSP Annex.

Validation of European Patents in Romania

During 2011, 2465 requests for the publication of the European patent
translation were filed with OSIM. Of these, 4 are requests for publication of the
translation of European patents with extended effects in Romania, the lower and
lower number of these requests being determined by the coming into force of Law
no. 611/2002 on Romania’s accession to the European Patent Convention.

Of the total number of 2465 validated European patents, 1681 were filed on-line,
the remainder of 784 being filed on paper carrier. For carrying on the European patents
validation procedure, the European Patents Bureau within the Directorate drew
up and transmitted during 2011 a number of 1159 notifications, introduced the data
into the internal data base of OSIM for 33277 European patents having Romania
as a designated State, but which donot produce effects in Romania, for the purpose
of communicating the legal status of these patents to EPO. Thus, EPO was
communicated the legal status of a number of 32338 European patents.

There wereissued 1171 certificates for extension and recognition of European
patents effects in Romania.

Administering the National Patent Patrimony

This activity has in view the legal procedures for administering the Romanian
patents in force, the European patents validated on the territory of Romania and
the certificates granted for pipeline protection. For the maintenance in force of all
these protection titles there are introduced into the database and in the National
Register of Patents the data relating to the payment of fees, various transfers of rights
and all modifications occurred in the legal status of these protection titles.
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To this effect, in 2011 there were carried on activities for a number of 14524
protection titles in force, of which 11400 are European patents validated in
Romania.

There were also entered and published anumber of 724 modifications in the
legal status, both in the National Register of Patent Applications and in the National
Register of Patents.

Issuance of Protection Titles

Regarding the issuance of protection titles for Romanian owners, distributed
by administrative units, the higher number of protection titles was issued to owners
from Bucharest, followed by Suceava, lasi, Cluj, Timis, Ilfov.

Of the 26 patents issued to foreign owners, the most patents were issued to
foreign owners having their application filed by international route (PCT), where
the highest number corresponds to owners originating from USA, followed by
Croatia, Germany, France.

Details on this subject can be found in Tables 1, 3, 5, 21, 22, 23, Chapter 11 -
Statistics.

Checking the Quality of
Patent Application Examination

In evaluating the quality of the examination works, the Board for checking
the quality of examination products had in view the observance of the legislation
and regulations, particularly in the field of patents, as well as the harmonization
of the products and services in the patent application examination field with the
European Quality Standards (EQS).

In the period January-December 2011, the Board selected and analyzed about
5.5% of the total examined files, concerning all protection titles, distributed on the
4 divisions of the Patent Directorate.

The deficiencies most frequently encountered in the patent application or
utility model application examination constituted the basis for a number of 6
dispositions and internal notes meant to regulate the specific situations at the Patent

Directorate level as well as for some debates with the examiners.
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Activities Carried on by the

Examiners in the

Patent Directorate within the

Network of European

Industrial Property Institutions

Continuing the activities carried out within the “European Patent Network”

(EPN) - Network of European IP Institutions concerning the cooperation policy

between EPO and the Member States, in 2011, a series of activities, such as Industrial

Property Prediagnosis or Reclassification Project were carried out.

Industrial Property Prediagnosis

Within the National Action Plan of Cooperation with the European Patent

Office (EPO), OSIM carried on the industrial property prediagnosis service to

support the innovating SMEs in Romania, offering them the expertise of its

specialists - patent examiners in the Patent Directorate, technically qualified in the

field of mechanics, electronics and chemistry.

In 2011 the activity in the Prediagnosis Project comprised the following;:

25 complete prediagnose studies carried out for SMEs of Bucharest
and the Ilfov county, Gorj county, Piatra Neamt and Timisoara;
monitoring the industrial property protection activity of the 37
SMEs visited during the previous years (2009 and 2010), filling up
the questionnaires requested by EPO and, upon request by the
managers of the participating SMESs, giving information concerning
the possibilities of intellectual property protection;

drawing up the Monitoring Report for EPO, in December 2011 and
transmitting copies of the monitoring questionnaires;
presenting the prediagnose service within national seminars
having managers of SMEs, academic environment or research

institutes as a target-public.
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Although the activity required increased efforts for selecting and
approaching the SMEs, the OSIM specialists participating in the project could
ascertain a higher level of IP knowledge in the selected SMEs and the
communication improved during this year project.

Reclassification Project Concluded with EPO

The reclassification project conducted within EPN (European Patent
Network), based on the “EPN Reclassification Agreement 2008/0910”, continued in
2011.

As arecognition of the promptitude and the quality of the work performed
during the previous year by our specialists, in 2011 the volume of documents sent
for ECLA reclassification amounted to a total number of 12047 documents.

In the three years of participation in the reclassification project, the OSIM
examiners achieved the reclassification of a total amount of 19452 patent and non-
patent documents, the technical fields and the corresponding number of documents
for each field being presented in the table below:

Cooperation between OSIM examiners and their colleagues from EPO within
the framework of “EPN Reclassification Agreement 2008/0910” was a real professional
success, especially due to the opportunities to improve the examiners’ technical
knowledge within the cooperation fields, to develop the capabilities of working in
the three EPO languages, as well as to improve their knowledge on the ECLA
utilization within the process of patent search through the use of the EPOQUE
program.
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Services for Third Parties

Carried out by the Examination Body in
the Patent Directorate

Based on the Addendum to the Memorandum of Understanding on
cooperation in the field of industrial property concluded between the State Office
for Inventions and Trademarks of Romania and the Intellectual Property Office of
Slovenia, as well as the State Office for Industrial Property of Macedonia, in 2011
OSIM carried out 8 prior art search reports:

* 7searchreports with written opinion on patentability for the Slovenian

Office;
e 1 report for the Macedonian Office.

The report papers are provided in English.

Moreover, a company from Slovenia ordered a special search. The special
searches represent services offered by OSIM, taken over from EPO through EPN,
which are searches to be performed in the patent literature and non-patent
literature data bases, covering a technical field indicated by the person who ordered
the search.

During the year 2011 there were carried out 42 theme searches for Romanian
third parties, the searches being performed upon order, in patent data bases and
non-patent literature, on specialized technical fields. One search with written
opinion on novelty was also carried out as a newly offered service, made available
since April 2011. (See details in Table 27, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

The examination body lent specialized assistance to 9576 non-represented
inventors and professionally responded to any request received from patent
attorneys or third parties. It is worth mentioning the 34 Romanian applicants
assisted for patenting abroad using OSIM as a receiving office, acting on behalf of
the European Patent Office.

Upon request by the Legal Affairs Division there were drawn up 121
analyses of the legal status, as follows: for third parties (93), for the Law Court of
Bucharest (28). Also, 15 technical analyses for patent files under litigation were
elaborated.

At the request of the interested persons, there were drawn up and
communicated 602 documents proving the legal status in respect of national
patents, European patents and supplementary protection certificates.
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"Idea Envelope" Service

Established in 2008, with a view to storing and keeping safely, under non-
public conditions, documents containing creations of various fields which cannot
be protected under the current industrial property laws or copyright and related
rights law, the OSIM service named the “Idea envelope” scored a number of 76
requests in 2011.
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Trademarks

Applications for Trademark Registration.
Applications for Trademark Renewal.

In2011, the total number of trademark registration and renewal applications
amounted to 19735 filed applications, of which 11251 are applications filed by
national route, renewal applications included. It is worth pointing out the increase
of the renewal applications number to 8135, a value which makes us believe that
the owners of the trademarks registered ten years ago had serious reasons to apply
for renewal, hence, in spite of the difficult period we are all passing through, they
managed to find the key solution in order to extend the protection of their
trademarks for ten more years.

Having considered the new legal provisions, we can state that the registered
trademark is now being given a new colour, by means of both a more easy market
monitoring by the industrial property right owners and the market reaction upon
emergence of a new exclusive right (See details in Table 8, Chapter 11 - Statistics).
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Examination Activity

Within the specialized division of OSIM, the main activity is the examination
of the applications for registration of trademarks and geographical indications.
After arelatively easy adaptation to the new flow of activity resulting from the new
legal regulations implemented in the previous year, in 2011 there were examined
13346 applications for trademark registration, of which 11007 applications were
tinalized with a decision to register the trademark, 2225 applications were refused
registration and 114 applications were cancelled for failure to pay the legal
examination fees or were withdrawn by the applicants.

As regards the examination of applications filed by national route, in 2011
there were accomplished the following: 9505 trademark applications were
examined, of which 7247 applications were registered, 2144 applications were
refused and the remaining 114 applications (6.83%) were cancelled for failure to
pay the legal examination fees.

Examination of applications received under the Madrid Agreement or the
Protocol relating thereto had in view 3841 applications, of which 3760 ended by a
decision to register the trademark and only 81 were refused (See details in Table
18, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Referring to the examination of applications for trademark renewal, it is
worth mentioning that in 2011 there were examined 1841 applications which
received favourable decisions, i.e. the extension of trademark registration with 10
more years (See details in Table 19, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

A special chapter in the activity relating to the trademark registration
application is the examination of oppositions. This procedure, consisting in
opposing an earlier intellectual property right to an application for registration,
witnessed in 2011, similarly to 2010, two different approaches. The entering into
force of the new trademark law found, in 2010, 318 pending oppositions, followed
by the filing of 893 new oppositions.

Throughout the year all said oppositions were solved, through the
examination of a total number of 785 oppositions, of which 106 filed oppositions
were examined under the old law and 649 under the law currently in force.

Some explanations need to be brought as regards the opposition procedure.

Under the new law, an opposition may be filed by any interested person for
relative grounds of refusal, the opposition being a stage of the examination
procedure which shall be finalized by a notice of the Opposition Board as to admit
the opposition or to reject it, fully or in part. Said notice of advice is compulsory
in the final stage of the substantive examination of the application and shall be
reproduced, in part, in the examination final decision.
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As the opposition is currently a stage of the trademark application
examination procedure, the person who made an opposition to a trademark
registration has no further possibilities of appeal against the decision concerning
the opposition, as a procedure per se, he can only appeal against the final decision
concerning the application for registration, which takes into account the reasons
resulting from the examination of the opposition.

As relates the printing and issuing the trademark certificate, a number
of 8681 certificates were printed and issued in 2011 (See details in Table 8§,
Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Post-Examination Activities

In compliance with the legal provisions, the trademark can be the object of
contracts concerning the transfer of rights arising therefrom.

In this context, in 2011, there were examined 1425 applications for the
transfer of trademark rights, of which 1237 assignment contracts, 94 license
contracts and other 94 mergers. The result of all these contracts concluded with the
trademarks owners emphasizes the market value of the rights conferred by the
registered trademarks.

In the same context, there should be mentioned the activity of recording the
changes occurred in the status of the registered trademarks throughout their period
of protection, i.e. the legal changes occurred in this respect with implications in the
activity of using and exploiting the registered trademarks.

From this point of view, in 2011, there were filed 2741 requests, as follows:

e 1252 changes of the applicant’s, owner’s or representative’s
address;

* 466 changes in the applicant’s or owner’s name;

* 1020 changes of representative;

e 3 various corrections, limitations and cancellations.

Moreover, various excerpts, copies of the documents within the files or
written opinions were requested during the year. Such requests amounted to 336.




Designs

In 2011, the OSIM activity in the field of designs was carried out in the
following directions:
A. The main activity of examination/registration of design applications,
including;:
* examination, publication, grant and renewal of protection titles,
changes in the legal state of the applications/protection titles;
e answering to letters, written statements, opinions on draft laws;
* written opinions upon request by other OSIM divisions, in
particular the Appeals Division and the Legal Division.
B. Other activities:
¢ conducting the documentary search in the field;
¢ completing the Design Common Software database (SCDM) and
the on-line Design Register.

Applications for design registration. In 2011 there were filed for registration
with OSIM 356 design registration applications including 1246 designs and 1914
views.

Type of applications: there were filed 186 simple applications with 353 views,
the remaining 170 being multiple applications, including 1017 designs and 1561
views (See details in Tables 9 and 10, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Preliminary examination.
The total number of preliminarily examined applications in 2011 was 380
(See details in Table 20, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Publication in BOPI - DM. Publication of design applications was carried
out in 2011 by means of 12 issues of BOPI - Design Section, in paper format (one
issue/month) and in electronic format. Thus, in 2011 there were published 325
national applications and 17 international applications containing 2059 graphic
representations.

The publication activity also concerns the data to be published subsequent
to the preliminary examination, such as data relating to changes in the legal
status occurred during the substantive examination procedure or during the

post-examination procedures, which are mentioned below.
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The substantive examination.

A. Oppositions - Design Opposition Examination Board

The substantive examination procedure includes the settlement of
oppositions filed following the publication of the design applications in BOPI-DM.

In 2011, 10 oppositions were filed and 17 oppositions were solved, the
number including the oppositions remained unsolved from 2010, a number of 2
oppositions remaining to be solved the next year.

The Oppositions Board carries out its activity within the Design Division and
comprises three members: the chairman, a legal adviser and the examiner of the
application. The Board decides on the opposition and the proofs submitted in
support thereof, within a Board meeting, based on the report carried out and
recorded in the meeting register by the Board secretary.

B - Examination of the conditions for registration - Design Examination
Board (under Art. 22 of the Law 129/1992).

After solving the opposition, the Oppositions Examination Board issues a
report which forms part of the decision regarding the design registration.

When the opposition procedure has been finalized, applications shall be
checked as to assess the compliance with the conditions for protection, namely:
whether the subject-matter complies with the design definition, whether it exhibits
novelty and individual character, whether it is exclusively determined by a technical
function.

The substantive examination procedure ends by a decision on design
registration which may be appealed against with the Design Board of Appeal.

In 2011 there were examined 390 applications of which 375 filed by
national route and 15 applications filed by international route (See details
Table 20, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Issuance of design registration certificates. In 2011 there were issued 601
design registration certificates, of which 127 were renewal certificates and 99 were
certicates for maintining the protection in force.

Within the post-examination procedures there were solved 28 requests for
revalidation of protection certificates and there were published 355 forfeitures of
the holders’ rights for failure to pay the due fees.

There were also registered and published 59 transfers of rights and 191 changes
in the legal status of design applications (40 changes of applicant’s/owner’s/
representative’s commercial name; 45 changes of applicant’s/owner’s/representative’s
address or headquarters; 53 requests in respect of entering/changing/dismissing
the representative; 16 requests referring to other changes).

There were alsoissued 13 documents proving the protection renewal/maintaining
in force.
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Other activities.

A. Materials drawn-up upon request by other OSIM divisions

* There were drafted 8 written opinions concerning the appeals
filed against the decisions on design registration at the request
of the Design Board of Appeal and 41 written opinions at the
request of the Legal Division (concerning court-pending cases,
police letters, notifications from court enforcement officers).

¢ Drafting written opinions in respect of written statements and
answers to letters from other national institutions.

¢ Implementing judgements of Courts and publishing Courts

decisions.

B. Documentary search in the filed was taken over by the Design Division
at the beginning of 2011.

Such searches are conducted by searching the national, international and
Community data bases, using various criteria. In 2011 there were filed 104 requests
for design search, 101 of them being already finalized and the rest remaining to be
finalized in 2012.

There were also carried out large scope searches, in particular in the field
of motor vehicle components (4 searches) and aluminium profiles (1 search)
(See details in Table 27, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

C. Activity of completing the Common Software data base (CSDM). In
2011, the activity of completing the CSDM data base was continued by the input
of data for 2040 backlog files of applications for registration filed in a part of 2003,
2002 and 2001.

At the same time, it was continued the action of scanning international
designs of the WIPO collection, for the period prior to the adoption by WIPO of the
design electronic storing system. Thus, there were scanned 482 graphic
representations of designs filed under the Hague Agreement for the year 1998.
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Throughout the year 2011, the Appeal Division took notice of 353 cases, of
which 13 appeals concerning inventions (revocation requests included), 331 appeals
concerning trademarks and 9 appeals concerning designs.

Moreover, the Appeal Division had to solve 184 appeals unsettled from the
preceding years: 9 appeals concerning inventions and 175 appeals concerning
trademarks.

Of the appeals lodged in 2011, the Appeal Division put on its roll 135 files:
4 appeals concerning inventions, 131 appeals concerning trademarks and all the
appeals remained unsettled from the preceding years.

In 2011 the Board of Appeal settled 16 appeals concerning inventions,
303 appeals concerning trademarks and 8 appeals concerning designs, amounting
to a total number of 327 appeals.

At the end of the year 2011, 75 files were not on the roll, of which
2 inventions files, 72 trademarks files and 1 design file.

Activity of the Board of Appeal

The Inventions Board of Appeal waslodged in2011 anumber of 13 appeals
but, in fact, the total number of appeals to be solved by the Board amounted to 22,
of which 16 were solved (See details in Table 24, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

The Trademarks Board of Appeal had to solvein 2011506 appeals, of which
175 were appeals remained unsolved from the previous year (See details in Table
25, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

The Designs Board of Appeal had to solve in 2011 a number of 8 appeals,
of which 3 appeals were rejected, 5 appeals were given other solutions and 1 appeal
remained to be solved next year (See details in Table 26, Chapter 11 - Statistics).

Litigations

The decisions of the Examination Boards of OSIM may be appealed against
by the parties before the Law Court of Bucharest. Litigations pending in the law
courts may concern infringement of industrial property titles, forfeiture of owner’s
rights, or interdictions, defense of rights.

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Industrial Property Protection Promotion

Experts of all OSIM directorates took part, in 2011, in 86 promotion actions
(congresses, seminars, conferences, round tables, fairs and exhibitions, visits paid
to companies, lectures on industrial property held in colleges and universities),
elaborating at the same time thematic works, statistic and synthesis studies. In 8
consulting sessions with the view of elaborating public policies, the OSIM
specialists pointed out the importance of industrial property protection.

Among the mostimportant events in which OSIM participated with its own
stand, we mention: International Fair of Bucharest, INVENTIKA 2011 - the
International Salon of Inventions, Regional Research Salon in Constanta, Galati,
Cluj, Bacdu, the SME Fair and the Book Fair GAUDEAMUS.

In 2011, in cooperation with the Chambers of Commerce and Industry, OSIM
organized 25 actions, local editions of the event “Creativity Trophy”, in the same
number of counties.

Based on the Partnership Protocol concluded between OSIM and the Junior
Achievement Foundation, there was continued the activity of dissemination of
information in the industrial property protection field within high-schools.

Following to a collaboration protocol concluded with the National Office of
the Register of Commerce (ONRC), OSIM continued to maintain within the
headquarters of the Register of Commerce, a bureau where the specialists of our
institution offered information regarding the importance of industrial property
protection, answering to a number of 3200 requests.

OSIM activity with regard to the carrying on of the pilot project financed by
EPO for setting up a technology transfer centre within the Politehnica University
of Bucharest, also continued in 2011 by the assistance lent by our specialists.

During this year, the specialists of the Design Division participated in the
majority of promotion actions for dissemination of information on the importance
of the industrial property protection, this way responding to the general theme
launched by the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) for the year
2011 - Designing the future.

Within the same context of the WIPO theme, the OSIM promotion brochures
were redesigned.

The same as in the previous years, OSIM organized the qualifying
examination for acquiring the status of industrial property attorney. Following said
examination, 54 persons acquired the status of industrial property attorney in
Trademarks and Geographical Indications, 18 persons in Patents and 15 in Designs.
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The OSIM Public Relations Bureau answered to 11341 enquiries both by
phone and at the OSIM headquarter. Based on letters or e-mails sent by third

parties, a number of 462 enquiries were answered.

Activity of Regional Centres for IP Promotion

The network of Regional Industrial Property Information Centres consists
of 16 centres inaugurated since 1999 in 5 universities, 8 chambers of commerce,
2 SMEs owners’ associations and one inventors’ association.

They were all designed to be intermediary agents between OSIM and
the local communities (the academic environment, the business environment,
high-schools, inventors, local institutions).

Representatives of the Regional Centers participated in the annual PATLIB
Conference held at the EPO headquarters in the Hague, within the National Action
Plan co-financed by the European Patent Office.

OSIM joined the European programme “New Tasks for the PATLIB Centres”
initiated and coordinated by EPO. The programme is currently inits pilot stage and
the Regional Centre of lasi is involved in the programme and intended to become
trainer for the other centres.

Twomore centres - Constanta and Bacau - participated within the European
project IPR for SEE, coordinated by the Chamber of Commerce of Venice - Italy,
with a view to implementing certain services which are already available at the
European level but which, for the local business environment in 6 countries - Italy,
Austria, Hungary, Serbia, Romania and Greece - were implemented as new
services.

In 2011, 12800 persons were contacted by means of the Regional Centers,
either at the Centers premises or at the stands they opened in various fairs and
exhibitions. More than 5000 companies benefitted by the information offered
thereby in the field of the industrial property system.

The result of the activity of the Centers in their respective activity zones is
shown in Table 13, Chapter 11 - Statistics.




Mass-Media Relations

In 2011, OSIM continued its policy of transparence and good relations with
mass media. To this effect, there were posted on the OSIM web-site and sent to
press agencies press releases in respect of the main events occurred during the year,
namely: bilateral contacts and meetings, press conferences, etc.

Explanations meant to clear up issues from press articles related to OSIM
activity or related to the evolution of registration of industrial property titles were
published.

Throughout the year there took place various meetings with journalists
interested in our field of activity, in general, and especially in OSIM activity, and
in some cases they were materialized in press articles concerning the industrial

property protection.

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Taking into account that the current IT infrastructure of OSIM has been
functioned for 10 years, an audit of the entire IT system was necessary in order to
set the priorities for the replacement, updating or upgrading certain equipments.
In this context there were elaborated and carried out:

. tender books for various public procurement operations in

connection with the IT activity,

. synthesis materials elaborated and information given upon request
by the IT security auditors and the experts which evaluated the state
of the system,

. analysis of the necessary endowment and propositions for a complete
and coherent modernization of the hardware and software
infrastructure of OSIM IT system.

Analysis, programming, developing and testing were finalized for the
application of conversion of the weekly publications of EPO in XML files according
to ST.35 in order to achieve integration with the SPIRIT II application for direct
download into the Common Software data base - accession. The application was
prepared to be transferred to EPO and to be made available for other interested
National Offices within the EPN. The application was very welcomed by EPO as
it solved a difficult problem which used to represent serious trouble for EPO with
the view of the complete passing to the data exchange according to ST.36.

The TMview project was implemented in 2011, so that the Romanian
trademark applications can be currently found on the international trademark
search portal: www.tmview.europa.eu.

The largest patent data base in the world, worldwide.espacenet.com,
contains now data on Romanian patents and utility models.

Following the visitors’ suggestions, the OSIM web page has been redesigned
and is currently under reconstruction.

Translation of Industrial Property-Specific
Documents

In 2011, the Translation Compartment within the Patent Directorate
continued the translation into English of the abstracts of patent documents, as
follows: 1058 abstracts of patent applications, 225 abstracts of patents granted by
OSIM and 49 abstracts of utility models registered and published in 2011 on
Publication Server. At the same time, it continued the activity of completing Patent
Search data base with the English-translated abstracts in a number of 941, this way
the translations amounting to a number of 2224 translated abstracts.

Elaboration of Statistic Reports and Synthesis
Materials

In 2011, all the statistic reports had as a subject analysis and synthesis
materials both in the field of the current activity of OSIM and in the field of
international statistic reports, and besides these there were also provided statistic
data for EPO and WIPO data bases.

Having in view the strict need of certain data concerning OSIM activity,
statistic data were also transmitted during the year to the Government of Romania,
Katzarov’s Manual - Switzerland, National Statistics Institute and other national
and international organizations to which Romania is a party.
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Publications

OSIM Publishing House®. The general policy of OSIM in the field of
publishing the information inits own field of activity has always been permanently
oriented towards improving the information dissemination system to the national
and international social-economic environment. In order to facilitate the carrying
out of this task, OSIM created its own publishing house (OSIM Publishing House®
- authorized by the Ministry of Culture since 1993). The main activity thereof is to
edit and/or print the official OSIM publications, i.e.:

- Official Industrial Property Bulletin (BOPI) with its five sections:

* Inventions - with its three annexes relating to Utility Models,
Supplementary Protection Applications and Certificates,
Applications and Certificates of Extension of the Supplementary
Protection Certificates

* Trademarks and Geographical Indications,

* Designs,

* New Plant Variety Protection (up to 1 July 2011),

e  European Patent Applications with extended effects.

- Romanian Industrial Property Review

- Annual Report of the Office.
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At the same time, the OSIM Publishing House has the task of editing and
printing the patents nationally filed with OSIM.
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OSIM publications
- are distributed free of charge, under the conditions provided for by the law, to:
¢ the National Library
e the University Library, and, based on some collaboration
conventions, to
* the Regional Centres for the Industrial Property Promotion,
* the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Romania
* the partner county libraries.

- are made both in paper format and in electronic format and distributed on
CD or by Internet. Within this context, one of the recently implemented means for
the distribution of documents is the Publication Server system. Moreover, the
MIMOSA on-line system was implemented.

The subscribers to the OSIM publications which make the option to receive
the documents in electronic format, can download said documents using a
dedicated FPT system.

The OSIM Publishing House" is also involved in the information exchange
with National Offices or prestigious companies: AGEPI, CAS, Thompson-Reuters,
Dart’s IP etc.

Beside the above-mentioned publications, in 2011, OSIM Publishing House®
also published 8 titles of specialized works among which it is worth mentioning
Proprietatea industriald in relatiile internationale ale Romaniei. Repere istorice
(Industrial Property in the International Relations of Romania. Historical Guide Marks)
and Manualul consilierului in proprietate industriala (Handbook of the Industrial
Property Attorney), Second Edition, and it also edited and printed the OSIM
promotion materials.

Restoration activity. As OSIM operates continuously since 1906, many
documents in its patrimony need restoration. This activity, as well, is carried out
within the OSIM Publishing House. In 2011 OSIM continued the process of saving
some unique documents existing in OSIM Archives, files of patent specifications
etc, for which there was continued the effort of restoration made with the Office
staff. The restored documents are scanned and stored on internal servers for the
use of the persons concerned, while carrying out the protection of original documents.

Relations with Partner Libraries

With a view to disseminating industrial property information, OSIM
concluded collaboration conventions with 21 public libraries in Romania. In 2011,
the County Library of Buzau joined this partnership.

The partner libraries continuously received OSIM publications in electronic
format to be introduced into their own data bases.
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From the reports received from the partner libraries, it results that the IP
information was accessed by 2468 users.

Every such partner library has our partnership advertised on the web site,
together with information concerning OSIM and the common actions organized
thereby.

In 2011 we celebrated one year from the signing of the Memorandum
between WIPO and the County Library of Constanta.

The OSIM Library was involved in the review of its entire fund of
publications while ensuring the activity of purchasing and lending its own
publications, as well as achieving lending of publications through the inter-library
loan system.

In 2011, our library lent specialized assistance to a number of 1630 persons
coming from outside the institution and to 500 persons from OSIM.

Carrying on a tradition of more than 10 years, the Reading Hall of OSIM
hosted during the year 11 painting exhibitions.

New books and periodical publications were purchased upon a number of
170 requests.

Other information resources.

OSIM Archives. The main activity of the Archives is the management of the
OSIM archives fund.

The activity can be synthetically described as follows:

* new files, delivered to the archives, according to the law: 8100

* files lent, according to the law: 5660

* files returned: 6230

* new boxes made: 1500

Within the programme of completing the Design data base, the files corres-
ponding to the years 2001, 2002, 2003 were lent and returned. The activity of
restoration of the Royal Patent Collection initiated in 2000 continued in 2011 with the
restoration of 770 files (20100 pages). All these files are available in electronic format.

In order to carry on the OSIM Archives digitization process started in 2010,
a number of 20000 trademarks files were scanned in 2011.

OSIM Collection. The patent collection of OSIM comprises two major
components: the Romanian Patent Collection and the Foreign Patent Collections.

The Romanian Patent Collection is completed every month with the new
patent documents published by the OSIM Publishing House or by recovering the
missing documents. As a matter of fact, the Romanian Patent Collection is available
in a scanned form for the entire period from 1906 up to day.

Animportant CD-DVD collection of more than 5000 pieces is also administered.

Moreover, in 2011 there was started a complex programme of correction for
the RoPatentSearch data base.

The income and expenditure budget of

OSIM was approved by the main credit release
authority and the Ministry of Public Finances
and was published in the Official Gazette of
Romania.

The income of OSIM amounted in 2011
to 37361.86 thousand lei, of which, the major
value is covered by trademarks and inventions
(See more details in Table 31, Chapter 11 -
Statistics).
