The State Office for Inventions and Trademarks
(OSIM) is a specialized body of the central public
administration with unique authority on the Romanian
territory in the field of ensuring the industrial
property protection (IPP) in compliance with the
national legislation and with the provisions of the
international conventions and treaties to which it is a
party, the Office developing relations with other similar
institutions and representing Romania within
international and regional industrial property
organizations to which Romania is a member, in
accordance with the mandate entrusted to it.

To this effect, OSIM is competent, under organic
statutes, to grant industrial property protection titles
(patents, utility model certificates, registration
certificates for trademarks, geographical indications,
designs) valid on the Romanian territory and to
validate European patents and international
trademarks for which protection in Romania was
requested under international conventions and

treaties.

Organization and duties of OSIM

In compliance with the Government Decision
no.573/1998,asamended by the GovernmentDecision
no. 1396/2009, the Office has a main organizational
structure comprising five directorates led by directors
and other functional compartments (internal audit,
human resources).

2.1.1. Filed Patent
Applications (CBI)

Application filing

In 2012, there were filed with OSIM 1077 patent
applications of which 46 patent applications were filed
online, by means of specialized software.

All the patent applications were entered in the
National Register of Filed Patent Applications (RNCBI)
and the bibliographical data thereof were introduced
into the OSIM database.

From the analysis of the number of patent
applicationsundergoing proceedings before OSIM, itcan
be ascertained that 1022 applications belong to
Romanian applicantsand 55 belong to foreign applicants.

With OSIM, as a Receiving Office, there were filed,
under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT), 31
international applications and, on behalf of the
European Patent Office (EPO), 32 European patent

applications.

Preliminary examination

The patent applications filed in 2012 were
analyzed in respect of the fulfilment of the legal
conditions foraccording the filing date and constituting
the regular national filing, and were entered in the

National Register of Patent Applications.

2.1.2. Modele de utilitate (MU)

Modelul de utilitate reprezinta, pe langa brevetul
de inventie, o altd modalitate de protectie a inventiilor.
Procedura de inregistrare a MU este reglementata prin
Legeanr.350/2007, privind modelele de utilitate.
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All patentapplications filedin 2012 were classified
according to the International Patent Classification
(IPC).

The applicants were transmitted anumber of 2874
notifications for remedying the drawbacks ascertained
upon filing in respect of the manner of drawing up the
patenting documentation or in respect of other aspects
provided for by the Law no.64/1991,asrepublished, so
as to fulfil the legal provisions for starting the patent
application substantive examination procedure.

A number of 1098 patent applications were
prepared to be published. Also, documents were
prepared for the issuance of 39 certificates of internal
and convention priority.

By completing the preliminary examination
procedure, in 2012, there were transferred into the
substantive examination 961 applications and 360

applications were deemed to be withdrawn.

Substantive examination
636 patent applications were examined from the
viewpoint of the compliance with the patentability
conditions, i.e. novelty, inventive step and industrial
application. The applications were solved as follows:
420 decisions to grant, 211 decisions to refuse, 5 cases
of taking formal note of withdrawal.
The substantive examination procedure involves
the following activities:
®m  searchingthe priorartintherelevantfield, by
using the EPOQUE application of the EPO and
the RO-Patent Search database;
=  drawing up search reports for each patent
application;
®  checkingandreclassifying the patentapplica-
tions subjected to the substantive examination
procedure, in compliance with the version in
force ofthe international patent classification;
= examining the patentability conditions:
novelty, inventive step and industrial applica-
bility and sending the results to the applicant;
®m  elaborating the technical examination report
and upholding the same before the Examination
Board.

In 2012 there were issued 2446 protection
documents for inventions.

2.1.2. Utility Models (MU)

Beside the patent, the utility model represents
another way for protecting the inventions. The utility
model registration procedure is established by the Law
350/2007 on utility models.

2.1.4. Validarea brevetelor europene
in Romania

validate, 1735 au fost depuse online. Pentru derularea

procedurii de validare a brevetelor europene, Biroul
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Utility model applications (CMU)

In2012,therewere filed 75 applications for utility
models whichundergo thelegal procedures. Ofthe total
number of filed applications, 61 belong to Romanian

applicants and 14 to foreign applicants.

Examination of the utility model applications

Within the examination procedure, the applicants
were transmitted 124 notifications. For 25 utility model
applications the search report was drawn up and
transmitted to the applicant.

Following the examination of the fulfilment of the
legal conditions, the Examination Board made 39 decisions
toregister the utility model, 5 decisions to refuse the appli-

cationand 20 applications were deemed to be withdrawn.

2.1.3. Supplementary Protection
Certificates (SPC)

As a consequence of Romania’s accession to the
European Union (UE), three Community Regulations
automatically entered into force, namely regulations
concerningthe protection of medicaments, of paediatric
products and of plant protection products, based on

which SCP are granted after an examination procedure.

Applications for supplementary protection

certificate (ASPC)

In 2012 there were filed with OSIM 30 SPC
applications, of which: 26 for medicaments and 4 for

plant protection products.

Examination of the applications for

supplementary protection certificate

After examining the fulfilling of the conditions,
the SPC Examination Board made 25 decisions, of which
23 are decisions to grant and 2 are decisions to refuse
the application.

There were issued 25 supplementary protection
certificates, the mentions of the decisions being
published in BOPI - Inventions Section, SPC Annex

2.1.4. Validation of European Patents
in Romania

During 2012,2508 requests for the publication of
the European patent translation were filed with OSIM.
Ofthetotalnumber of 2508 validated European patents,
1735 were filed online. For carrying on the European

patents validation procedure, the European Patents
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Brevete Europene a intocmit si a transmis, pe
parcursul anului, 2158 de notificari, a operat, in baza
de date interna a OSIM, 39984 de brevete europene
in care Romania este desemnatd, dar care nu produc
efecte In Romania, in vederea comunicdrii la OEB
a statutului juridic al acestor brevete.

2.1.5. Administering the National
Patent Patrimony

In 2012, OSIM administered 16954 protection
titles in force, of which 12195 are European patents
validated in Romania.

There were also entered and published a number
of 524 modifications oflegal status, both in the National
Register of Patent Applications and in the National
Register of Patents.

2.1.6 Reclassification Project
Concluded with EPO

The reclassification project conducted within EPN
(European Patent Network), based on the “EPN
Reclassification Agreement 2008/0910", continued in
2012.

In 2012, there were reclassified 3374 documents
sentby EPO for ECLA reclassification within the project.

Cooperation between OSIM examiners and their
colleagues from EPO within the framework of “EPN
Reclassification Agreement 2008/0910" was a real
professional success, especially due to the opportunities
to improve the examiners’ technical knowledge within
the cooperation fields, to develop the capabilities of
workingin the three EPO official languages,as wellas to
improve theirknowledge on the ECLA utilization within
the process of patent search through the use of the
EPOQUE program.

2.1.7. Services for Third Parties

Based on the Addendum to the Memorandum of
Understanding on cooperation in the field of industrial
property concluded between OSIM and the Intellectual
Property Office of Slovenia,as well as the State Office for
Industrial Property of Macedonia, in 2012 there were
carried out 9 prior art search reports.

During the year 2012, there were carried out 38
theme searches for Romanian third parties, the searches
being performed upon order, in patent data bases and
non-patentliterature, in specialized technical fields, such
as mechanics and electrical engineering-electronics.

Besidesall these aspects, 14 technical analyses for
patent files under litigation were elaborated and 338
documents proving the legal status in respect of national
patents, European patents and supplementary

protection certificates were issued and communicated.
2.1.8. “Idea Envelope” Service

Established in 2008, with a view to storing and
keepingsafely, under non-public conditions,documents
containing creations of various fields which cannot be
protected underthe currentindustrial property laws or
copyright and related rights law, the OSIM service
named the “Idea envelope” scored a number of 65

requests in 2012.

2.2. Registered/Renewed Trademarks

2.2.1.1n 2012, there were filed 10788 applications
for trademark registration (CIM), of which 2225 are
designations under Madrid System. 8042 requests for
trademarkrenewalwere also filed. Moreover,anumber
of 1092 oppositions to the publication of trademark
applications was filed, representing an increase by more
than 72%, as compared with the previous year.

In2012,theapplication and implementation ofthe
Law No. 84/1998, as republished, law which involved
important changes in the trademark application
examination procedure (the newly introduced search
report drawn up within the Preliminary Examination
Bureau, the newly introduced observation procedure,
the shortening of the opposition and appeal period, all
of them aiming at reducing the general time limit until
protection is granted) represented a re-built of the
entire strategy concerning both trademark registration

and the organization of the Trademarks Division.

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As a consequence of the legislation changes, the
number of oppositions filed by third parties increased,
which represented a real challenge for the OSIM
specialists.

2.2.2. Examination of applications for trademark
registration consists in analyzing the applications as
regards the compliance with the requirements set out
in Art. 22 of the Law No0.84/1998, as republished, and,
in many cases, takes place in two stages,i.e.examination
of oppositions and examination of the compliance with

the conditions for registration.

registration were recorded and published.

2.3. Designs (DM)

2.3.1. Designs filed for
registration

In 2012, there were filed 1188 designs with 2072
views, which were contained in a number of 356
applications for design registration (CID).

There were filed 182 simple
applications with 353 views (a simple application can
only have one design with more than one view), the
remaining 174 being multiple applications, including
1006 designs and 1561 views (a multiple application
contains more than one design, each of them having

more views).

2.3.4. Substantive examination

The substantive examination consists in analyzing
the application as regards the compliance with the
requirements set out in Art. 22 of the Law 129/1992,
and it takes place in two stages:

= Examination of oppositions. In 2012, there

was a number of 19 oppositions to be settled
by the Board, 18 of which were filed in 2012.
There were solved 15 oppositions and a
number of 4 oppositions whose time limit
expiresin Februaryand March 2013 remained
to be solved next year.

= Examination of compliance with the conditi-

ons for registration. In 2012, 1298 designs
contained in 353 applications for registration
were examined in the substantive examination,
of which 328 were applications filed by the
national route and 25 were applications filed
by the international route.

The Inventions Board of Appeal (CRI) was
lodged in 2012 a number of 15 appeals and requests for
revocation but, in fact, the total number of appeals to be
solved by the Board amounted to 21. 19 cases were
solved and 2 cases remained to be solved next year.

The situation of the cases pending before CRI
which carries out its activity within the DCMDMCI, for
the decisions made in the preliminary examination, is
presented as follows:

(WIPO). As a member of WIPO, specialized UN body,
Romania continued in 2012 the active participation in
the meetings of WIPO General Assembly and of the other
directing organs of the Unions administered by WIPO,
and in the reunions of the standing committees of
experts and the working groupsin the specialized fields
of industrial property. By the participation of its
specialists, OSIM brought its contribution to the
evolutions ofthis particularly complexand dynamic field
within the Organization.

The same as in case of other specialized UN
institutions, the Member States should pay an annual
financial contribution to the WIPO budget. Romania’s
contribution to the WIPO budget is paid by OSIM from
its own budget, unlike the contributions in respect of
other specialized UN institutions which are paid from
the public budget.

Within the bilateral cooperation between
WIPO and OSIM, the inter-regional conference
entitled “Elaboration of National Strategies in the
Intellectual Property Field” was organized in Sibiu, in
the month of June 2012, with the participation of 50
guests coming from Romania and the other States

within the Central-European and Baltic States Group.

European Patent Organization. Romania’s
accession to the European Patent Convention (EPC),
under the Law 611/2002, led to the recognition by
Romania of the effects of European patents granted by
EPO, since 1 March 2003.

As a consequence of said accession, Romania
actively participates in the meetings of the EPO bodies,
and in the decision making within:

On 13 March 2012, OSIM received the visit of
Mr. Francois Hannart - Principal Director, European
and International Cooperation, and of Mrs. Heidrun
Krestel - Country Coordinator at EPO, the main
purpose of the visit being to establish the principles,
fields of cooperation, activities and rules for the future
cooperation between Member States and EPO, in the
period 2012 - 2015, within the framework of the
European Patent Network.

Between 13 - 14 September 2012, OSIM hosted a
seminar entitled “Oral proceedings before the EPO”
organized by the EPO Academy, the European Patent
Institute in collaboration with the Romanian National
Chamber ofIndustrial Property Attorneys (CNCPIR) and
OSIM.

Within the project “Dissemination of IP in
Universities”,a component consisting ofan information
campaign was started in 2011, at the beginning of the
academic year, as a pilot-project carried on
concomitantly in four Member States of the European
Patent Convention (EPC), i.e. Spain, Romania, Czech
Republic and Turkey. The project, which is intended to
be continued in the second part of the academic year
2012-2013, aims at improving the awareness on the
importance of intellectual property, promoting the
intellectual property culture and managing the transfer
of intellectual property information with a view to

extending the academic curriculum in the field.

Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market
(OHIM) is a European Union body founded in 1996 for
Community trademarks and designs registration
purposes.

Asaconsequence of Romania’saccession to the EU,
on1January 2007,the systems of Community trademarks
and designs administered by OHIM automatically entered
into force in Romania.

Romania participatesin the sessions ofthe leading
bodies of OHIM, consequently, in the decision making pro-
cessinthe field of protecting the Community trademark
and design, as well as in the sessions of the working
groups in the field of trademarks, designs and technical
cooperation having as a main purpose to maintain a
continuous dialogue between OHIM and national offices.

One of the great current objectives of OHIM is to
establisha European networkin the field of trademarks
and designs, by cooperation with the national and regional
institutions.As a partofthe European Networkand as an
effect ofits external dimension, OHIM also intensified the
cooperation with the national IP offices of the European
Union asregardsthe number ofnational expertstempo-
rarily attached to OHIM. In this context,based on a perso-
nnel selection performed by OHIM, 7 OSIM employees
are temporarily attached to OHIM where they currently
work in various departments, as national specialists.

Regarding the “Cooperation Fund” programme
carried on by OHIM since 2009 and the “Convergence”
programme started in 2012, as essential instruments for
the harmonization of the European practice and
legislation in the field and for the modernization of the
national offices, Romania participates by OSIM
representatives in 15 projects carried on by OHIM, of
which “TMView” and “EuroClass” became operational
and, in 2012, were integrated in Romania; in 2012
Romania implemented the “Seniorities” and “Quality
Standards” projects, as well.

In2012,the European Observatory on Infringement
of Intellectual Property Rights, established by the
European Commission, was entrusted to OHIM, based on
the Regulation No. 386 of 19.04.2012 of the European
Parliamentand ofthe Council. The Observatory Members
are the authorities of the Member States competent to
ensure the protection of the intellectual propertyrights,
namely the national IP offices and the authorities
responsible for the enforcement of said rights. OSIM
representatives participate in the Observatory actions
along with representatives of the Prosecutor’s Office
attached to the High Courtof Cassation and Justice (1CCJ).

United Nations Economic Commission for Europe
(UNECE) is a Regional Commission established in 1947
to encourage economic cooperation and integration of
its Member States.

Asaconsequence ofthereform processadopted by
UNECE, itstarted anew programme of economic coopera-
tionand integration to be implemented by the Committee
on Economic Cooperation and Integration (CECI).

In 2012, OSIM representatives participated in the
works ofsaid Committee (CECI) which analyzed innovation
performances, aspects concerning public-private
partnership,as well asinnovation and competitiveness
policies and IP.

6.3. Bilateral Cooperation

Through the years, OSIM concluded Industrial
property cooperation agreements with the [P national
offices of Austria, Republic of Armenia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Denmark, France, Georgia,
Germany, Greece, Israel, Republic of Serbia, the Former
Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Republic of Moldova,
Portugal, Slovenia, Spain, Turkey and Hungary.

Based on the Collaboration Convention between
OSIM and the State Agency for Intellectual Property
(AGEPI) of the Republicof Moldova, signed in Bucharest,
in 2000, in July 2012, a meeting at the top management
level took place, on this occasion there being signed a
common cooperation programme between OSIM and
AGEPI, fortheyears 2012 and 2013, which provides for
the:

= exchange of experience in the specialized

fields of the two institutions in the office
management,legal,international relations and
European affairs, editorial-polygraphic,
bibliographic and archive fields;

= collaboration in the field of intellectual

property promotion and the services provided
by AGEPI and OSIM, of enforcement of IP
rights and of the fight against counterfeiting
and piracy;

Turkish Patent Institute. OSIM was represented
within the meetings of the Mixed Intergovernmental
Commission for Economic Cooperation between Turkey
and Romania and within the Working Group for the indus-
trial field that took place in Ankara, between 27-29
February 2012.Asaconsequence of the Commission meet-
ings, the bilateral relations between OSIM and the Turkish
PatentInstitute were formalized by concluding a protocol
concerningthe cooperation ofthe two institutions in the
industrial property field, signed in Ankara, in August.

Cooperation with the Austrian Patent Office and
the Hungarian Intellectual Property Office on the
establishmentofthe Danubian Patent Institute (DPI).
In 2011, OSIM received the invitation of the Austrian
Patent Office and the Hungarian Intellectual Property
Office, to take part in a common project regarding the
setting up of a regional organization named Danubian
PatentInstitute (DPI) with special duties concerning the
patent applications filed by international route, under

the Patent Cooperation Treaty to which Romania is a

party.

The aim of the DPI is to stimulate innovation and
economic growth in all the three co-founding States -
Austria, Hungary and Romania, by ensuring high-quality
specialized patent examination.

OSIM participation in such a projectshould lead to:

= improving Romania’s reputation in the IP
field;

= jncreasingthe number of patentapplications;

®  gjving incentive to innovation in the
scientific activity and to SME productivity
by technology transfer.

Preliminary discussions are currently carried on
to set the principles on which this institute should be
based and which should be comprised in a future
Intergovernmental Agreement to be signed by the three

States participating in the project.

OSIM specialists took part, in 2012, in more than
80 IP protection promotion and valorization actions
consisting of seminars, conferences, round tables,
consulting sessions, fairs and exhibitions, visits paid to
companies. Besides these actions, thematic works,
statisticand synthesis studies of high importance for the
decisional process were elaborated.

Among the actions carried outin 2012, itis worth
mentioning the 12 actions for the promotion of the
trademarksand designs protection system, organized by
the OSIM experts at the premises of prestigious
universities in Bucharest, Sibiu, Targu-Jiuand Chambers
of Commerce and Industry (CCI) of Timisoara, Suceava,
Constanta, Cluj-Napoca etc.,within the framework of the
Agreement for technical cooperation concluded with
OHIM,aimingatimproving the awareness of the business
environment in respect of the importance of the
industrial property protection in the Internal Market.

The specialists in the field of inventions were
invited to hold inventions protection lectures on
subjectsin the chemicaland pharmaceuticalfield, in the
field of mechatronics or computers, at the premises of
the Universities of Cluj-Napoca and Timisoara. The
lectures held by our specialists within international con-
ferencesorganized in Bucharest,such as the conference
for launching the European project “KTForce - Boosting
European Regional Developmentby improving technology
transfer practices and policies” or “Mediafax Talks about
Auto Industry”, enjoyed a great audience and high
interest from the part of the public.

The OSIM experts participated in consulting
reunions concerning theamendmentofcertain normative
acts or the elaboration of public policies, such as: the
reunion ofthe Consultative Committee foramending and
completing the Law No. 346/2004 on incentives for

Among the actions for innovation support, 0SIM
continued the “Industrial Property Pre-diagnosis”project
carried on within the NAP programme of cooperation
with EPO, aiming at supporting Romanian SMEs having
innovating potential, while putting the expertise of its

specialists in the service thereof.

Within the framework of the “Industrial Property
Pre-diagnosis” project, the activity carried out in 2012
included:

= anumberof28complete Pre-diagnosis Studies

performed in respect of the selected SMEs of
Bucharest and Ilfov county, as well as the
counties of Gorj, Cluj and Timis;

®  monitoring the [P-related activity of the SMEs

visited in the preceding years, filling in the
questionnaires required by EPO within the
programme and providing information
concerning the IP protection possibilities,
upon request by the managers of the
participating SMEs;

= presenting the Pre-diagnosis Service on the

occasion of national seminars having SME
managers,academic environmentorresearch

institutes as a target public.

Thisway,itcould be ascertained that, in the visited
SMEs, the IP-related knowledge wasbeyond the average
level and the quality of communication improved
significantly during the year. As a consequence of this
project, atleast 50 patent applications, new trademark
and design applications were filed with OSIM and
requests for thematic search services were filed to result
in new subsequently filed applications for protection
titles.

Within the framework of the first edition of the
Intellectual Property Gala organized last year by the
FINMEDIA press group in collaboration with OSIM and
the Romanian National Chamber of Industrial Property
Attorneys (CNCPIR), the Excellence Award for
supporting and promoting the patents was granted to
Mrs.Bucuralonescu, director ofthe Patent Directorate
(DBI).

7.2. Activitatea Centrelor Regionale
de Promovare a Protectiei

Reteaua de Centre Regionale de Informare in
domeniul PI (CR3PI) constd din 16 centre deschise -
incepand cu 1999 - in cinci universitati, opt camere de
comert, doud asociatii patronale ale IMM-urilor si o
asociatie a inventatorilor.

Toate centrele au fost gandite caintermediariintre
OSIM sicomunitatilelocale (academica, de afaceri, licee,
inventatori individuali, institutii locale).

Reprezentanti ai Centrelor Regionale (CR) au
participat la Conferinta anuala PATLIB, organizatd la
Manchester de catre OEB, au fost parte in diferite
programe europene si au organizat, sub coordonarea
OSIM, actiuni de promovare a sistemului de protectie a
marcii si desenelor si modelelor in Uniunea

Europeana.
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The participation in exhibitions of inventions,
national salons of scientific research, innovation and
technology transfer, technical fairs or SME-specific fairs
represents a constant concern of OSIM specialists who,
by attending such events, on the one hand come into
direct contact with the inventors and their creations,
and, on the other hand, puttheir expertise in the service
of the public which is thereby informed on the
importance of the protection and defense of IP rights in
the context of the market economy and on the services
provided by OSIM for this purpose.

In2012,in collaboration with CCI, OSIM organized
21 actions,local editions ofthe Creativity Trophy, in the
same number of Romanian counties. The Creativity Trophy
was initiated in 2002 by OSIM, within the framework of
a partnership with the Chamber of Commerce and
Industry of Romania (CCIR) and the member Chambers
and aims at promoting and highlighting the creative
companies within their local business environment.

Based on the Partnership Protocol concluded
between OSIM and the Junior Achievement Foundation,
the activity of dissemination of information in the
industrial property protection field within high-schools
was continued.

The staff of the Public Relations Bureau promptly
and professionally answered to any request for informa-
tion, both by phone and atthe OSIM headquarter.Besides
the 12696 requests answered thereby, 535 written respon-
ses were sent in respect of letters and e-mails received
from third parties.

At the same time, at the OSIM Reading Hall, 1720
persons were lent specialized assistance consisting in
information on inventions, trademarks and designs.

7.2. Activity of Regional Centres for
Industrial Property
Protection Promotion

The network of Regional Industrial Property
Information Centres (CR3PI) consists of 16 centres
inaugurated since 1999 in five universities, eight
chambersofcommerce,two SMEsowners’associations
and one inventors’ association.

They were all designed to be intermediary agents
between OSIM and thelocal communities (the academic
environment, the business environment, high-schools,
inventors, local institutions).

Representatives of the Regional Centers partici-
pated in the annual PATLIB Conference organized by
EPO in Manchester, took part in various European
programmes and organized, under OSIM coordination,
actions forthe promotion ofthe trademarksand designs

protection system in the European Union.
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in anul 2012, prin intermediul CR, au fost
efectuate servicii de sensibilizare, promovare,
informare:

7.3. Mass-Media Relations

OSIM continued its policy of transparence and good
relations with mass media. To this effect,in 2012, press
releases in respect of the main events occurred during
the year were posted on the OSIM web-site and sent to
press agencies.

Throughout the year, various meetings with
journalists interested in our field of activity, in general,
and especially in OSIM activity were organized, and in
some cases they were materialized in press articles
concerning the industrial property protection.

Explanations meant to clear up issues from press
articles related to OSIM activity or related to the
evolution of registration of industrial property titles

were published.

OSIM is involved in an intense exchange of

information with its national and foreign partners.

On the national plan, OSIM ensures the daily data

exchange with:

the Public Ministry (MP) - data exchange which
ensures the supply of the Common data base
forthe control of piracy and counterfeiting., the
first such data base created in the European
area, meant to be used by the Border Police,
Customs officers, General Police Inspectorate
(IGP) and the MP piracy and counterfeiting
control specialized prosecutors;

OHIM - three main programmes are currently
being implemented by OSIM in cooperation
with OHIM; within the first programme -
Cooperation Fund - OSIM implemented, until
the end of 2012, 4 of the 15 contracted
programmes; one of these, having the short
name TMView, is a complex data structure
containing trademark applications and
trademarksregistered in Romania. Information
related to all the changes occurred in the
examination process, available in electronic
format, are daily transmitted, Saturdays and
Sundays included, to OHIM, for updating the
TMView data base; the said information is
simultaneously stored in other TMView-
specific structures and on the OSIM web site,
being under administration and within the
responsibility of our institution;

EPO -aimingatupdating the patentdatabases,
in particular the worldwide.espacenet.com data
base,aswellasatintegrating into the Common
Software database (CS) the patentapplications
which are weekly published by EPO, for the
applications filed with EPO after Romania’s

accession to the EPC, as well as for the

time, by the exchange ofinformation with EPO
in electronic form, OSIM permits the monthly
updating with patents and applications filed in
Romania, making available information needed
by the EPOQUE electronicsearch system which
is the main European search structure for the
examiners within the EPC-member offices,and
from USA, China, Russiaaswell. These dataare
also included in the Espacenet data base,
contributing to the dissemination, at the
internationallevel, ofinformation on the activity
in the field of patented technical creation
developed in Romania. The examiners’ access
to this very complex structure is administered
by the IT specialists of OSIM in collaboration
with the IT specialists of EPO;

the data exchange with Thomson-Reuters
company is carried outweekly,onacommercial
basis,the Thompson-Reuters company receiving
this way information similar to that communi-
cated to TMView;

the trademarks and designs data bases, as well
asthe electronic publication mechanisms, allow
information in the field of trademarks and design
tobe communicated to the interested persons,
on a daily basis, via the OSIM web site.

Allthese information exchanges are made possible
by the every day activity of the IT specialists of OSIM

who administer the internal data bases of the office.

The Translation Compartment of OSIM continued
the translation into English of the abstracts of patent
documents published in 2012, as follows: 1137
abstracts of patent applications, 119 abstracts of
patents granted by OSIM and 38 abstracts of
registered utility models. All these translations are
intended to ensure the monthly data exchanges
with the European Patent Office, where they are used
to update worldwide.espacenet.com, the EPO data
base accessed by millions of users allover the world
and the EPOQUE search system meant for patent
examiners.

At the same time, it continued the activity of
completing the EPO data base with the English-
translated abstracts of a number of 937 patents from
the previous years, this way the translations
amounting in 2012 to a number of 2231 translated
abstracts.

9.2. Elaboration of Statistic Reports
and Synthesis Materials

The same as in 2011, in 2012 too, the statistic
reports had asa subjectanalysis and synthesis materials
both in the field of the current activity of OSIM and in
the field of international statistic reports, and besides
these, there were also provided statistic data for EPO
and WIPO data bases.

Having in view the strict need of certain data
concerning OSIM activity, statistic data were also
transmitted during the year to the Government of
Romania, National Statistics Institute (INS), European
Patent Office and other national and international

organizations to which Romania is a party.

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9.4. Relations with Partner Libraries

OSIM proves a constant concern for an optimal
covering of the territory with information concerning
therole of I[P in the nationaleconomicdevelopmentand
in the companies’ development as well, and, in this
context, within the market segmentation process, it
decided to attract Romanian Public Libraries (42 county
libraries and more than 2000 city and village libraries)
into partnership, thereby opening access to the
industrial property protection (IPP) knowledge for all
people who usually contactthe libraries more than other
specialized structures supported by OSIM.

OSIM has collaboration conventions with 22 Public
and University Libraries, among which there is the
Metropolitan Library “Mihail Sadoveanu” and the

National Library of Romania.

Other information resources

The tradition of the international information
exchange in which OSIM has been engaged since 1920,
led to the creation of an important collection of patent
documents on paper carrier; after 1990, the collection
was extended with a replica on CD-DVD.

The Collection amounts to about 18000000 docu-
ments coveringabout11000 m of shelves. Starting with
the year 2000, the international information exchange,
documentsincluded, was transferred onto the exclusive
electronic format, the National Patent Collection passing
under conservationregime.By the agreementsigned by

the Minister of Culture and Minister of Economy,aswell
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institutii,inanul 2012, aceastd colectie a fosttransferata
Bibliotecii Nationale, spre conservare si punerea
ulterioara la dispozitia publicului (in colaborare cu
departamentul de specialitate din OSIM), asa cum fac
marile biblioteci publice, un exemplu fiind British
Library.

libraries in the world, such as British Library.
Atthesametime,itisworth mentioning thatall the
files of the applications for protection filed with OSIM
are worldwide unique documents; in order to keep said
documents in the best conditions, OSIM initiated,
besidesits ownrestoration and hygienization program,
the scanning and microfilming of documents, aiming at
two main purposes: preserving the documents in the
National Archives, on the one hand, and making them
available to the specialists and the public in electronic
format, on the other hand. The further degradation of

documents through use is prevented thereby.

Thus, in the field of patents, the
number of patentapplicationsincreased in thelastyears
by about35% and, following the agreements concluded
with the EPO,based in Munich, Germany, and with other
homologousindustrial property offices, 0SIM committed
to participate in the “patentdocumentreclassification”,
as a highly specialized procedure.

Moreover, within the framework of cooperation
agreements concluded with OHIM, OSIM participates,
alongwith the other national industrial property offices
of the EU Member States, in the carrying on of no less
than 15 programmes in the industrial property field.

Allthosereasonsled to theinitiation,in September
2012, ofa “Draft Government Decision for occupying the
OSIM vacancies” approved by MECMA, in respect of
which OSIM is still asking for the support ofthe Ministry

of Economy.
