Dear Readers,

Itis a great pleasure for me to be involved, as
acting Director General, in drawing up and
publishing this Annual Report with data relating
to the activities and performance of the State
Office for Inventions and Trademarks in 2016.

[ hope this Report will provide you all with a
better understanding of our presentactivities and
of our team vision for the future.

As compared to 2015, the number of
industrial property title applications shows, in
2016, a slightly growing trend, where it is worth
mentioning the 10% growth in the number of
applications for design registration, following a
promotion activity focused on this field, as well as
a general economy balance reflected this way in
our field of activity.

A 21% growth in the number of applications
for publication ofthe European patenttranslation,
for its validation in Romania, of which 45% were
filed on line, shows the growing trust of foreign
investors in the possibilities of technology
transfer in Romania and, why not, of business
development.

Our examiners made decisions in respect of
15969 applications for protection titles, whereto
the European patents filed for validation are to be
added.

Regarding the international cooperation,
OSIM continued to develop its relationships with
international, regional and European intellectual
property organizations: the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPQO), the European
Patent Office (EPO), the European Union
Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO), as well as its
bilateral cooperation with national offices.

The mostnotable year event was the visitthat
Francis Gurry, Director General of the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) paid to
Romania, in the period 18 - 19 October, on which
occasion he met highest representatives of the
Romanian Government and paid visits to cultural
and academic institutions involved in intellectual
property activities and programmes. The topics on
the visit agenda included the consolidation of
Romania’s relationship with WIPO, by identifying
new cooperation areas,adapting economic, social
and culturaldevelopmentpolicies by incentivizing
creativity and innovation,as well as enhancing the
role of education and raising awareness of the
public, in particular of the younger generation, on
the importance of enforcement of intellectual
property rights.

Cooperation between OSIM and EPO was
carried out based on the Plan of Bilateral
Cooperation which is intended to ensure the
continued common activities for a three-year
period, namely 2017-2019.

As relates to the system of European patent
with unitary effect, on the 28thofSeptember 2016,
the firstseminar organized in Romania on this topic
took place in Bucharest, within the framework of
the cooperation between OSIM and EPO, event
which was meantto bringinto the attention of the
Romanian business environment, SMEs in parti-
cular, this faster, cost-effective and high-quality
system for the protection of technical solutions.

The cooperation between OSIM and EUIPO
was carried out based on the Cooperation
Agreementincluding the projects made available
by EUIPO to the national offices, which are meant,
onthe one hand, to harmonize practice in the field
oftrademarks and designs atthe European level -
the Convergence Programme - and, on the other

hand, todevelop certain instruments intended for

Regarding the industrial property promotion
activity, OSIM specialists took part, in 2016, in
about 45 industrial property protection promo-
tion actions; within the framework of the
Technical Cooperation Agreement concluded
with EUIPO, the OSIM experts held various lec-
tures in 5 seminars for promoting the trademark
and design protection system in the European
Union.

In collaboration with the Regional Centres of
OSIM, seminars were organized in Brasov, Baia-
Mare, Cluj-Napoca, Targoviste, Constanta,
Ramnicu-Valcea, Galati and Braila, aiming at
raisingawareness ofthe business environmenton
the importance of the industrial property pro-
tection at the national and European level.

OSIM continued the project on “Industrial
Property Pre-diagnosis” carried on within the Plan
of Bilateral Cooperation with the European Patent
Office to offer supportto Romanian SMEs proving
innovative potential, while putting into their
service the expertise ofits specialists.In 2016, the
activity concerning this project involved 16 visits
paid to SMEs that are party to the project.

WhatIwould particularly like to underline is
that for us, those who work in this top-tier field of
activity - the industrial property, part of the
intellectual property, a highly important chapter
is the one of human resources or, better said, the
intellectual capital of OSIM. What lies beyond the

related aspects.

In2016,the OSIM Commission for monitoring
the internal/managerial control system (hereinafter
referred to as “the Commission”) continued its
activity.

Following the legal changes in the field and
the commitmentofimplementingand developing
the Quality Management System, a series of
measures and activities were required for the
objectives proposed to be accomplished.

In this context, the Commission revised and
proposed theimplementation of formalized proce-
duresinaccordance with the legal provisionsin the
field (Order of GGS No 400/2015 amended and
completed by Order of GGS No 200/2016), as
corroborated with the requirements of ISO 9001
quality standard.

The revision of procedures was continued
during the reference year and, where necessary,
new procedures were elaborated.

Within our knowledge-based society,
intangible assets and, especially, the patents have
an increasingly important role from the
economical point of view. In its triple quality of
legal, technical and economical instrument, the
patent mirrors the society innovative capacities
and dynamism.

Innovation support materialized in research
and development projects shall certainly involve
protection of innovation results by filing patent
applications based on which, following
examination, patents are granted as industrial
property titles which, on the one hand, confer on
their owners the exclusive right of exploitation of
theirinventionsand, on the other hand, essentially
contribute to the innovative profile of the entity
that owns them while being a worldwide
information dissemination way, due to their
publication in patent databases.

It is worth mentioning that patenting is
currently becoming increasingly important for
smalland medium-sized enterprises, which can be
seen in the high number of European projects
aiming at supporting innovative enterprises.

In Romania, the patent granting proce-
dure is carried out in accordance with the
PatentLaw 64/1991,asrepublished on 19 August
2014.

Accordingto thelaw,a patentis anindustrial

property right that confers on its owner an

The assessmentofnovelty in the substantive
examination procedure is conducted by taking as
areference the prior artatthe international level,
on the filing date or the priority date of the patent
application, respectively, comprising all
technical knowledge accessible to the public
worldwide.

If the invention cannot be retrieved in the
priorartand ifitisnotobvious foraperson skilled
in the art, it is deemed to be new and inventive.
The patent granted by OSIM allows its owner to
enjoy protection of the invention on the territory
of Romania.

In2016,1063 patentapplications were filed
with OSIM, of which 82 patent applications were
filed online, by means of specialized software.

All the patent applications were entered in
the National Register of Filed Patent Applications
and the bibliographical data thereof were
introduced into the OSIM database.

From the analysis of the number of patent
applicationsundergoing proceedings before OSIM,
itcanbe ascertained that 1005 applicationsbelong
to Romanian applicants and 58 belong to foreign
applicants.

The patent applications, as filed, were
analyzed in respect of the fulfilment of the legal
conditions for according the filing date and
constituting the regular national filing.

All patent applications filed in 2016 were
classified according to the International Patent
Classification (IPC).

Utility Models

Beside the patent, the utility model
represents a faster way of protecting the
inventions. Its registration procedure is
established by the Law 350/2007 on utility
models. The utility model may be a strategic
means for start-up SMEs.

In 2016, 49 applications for utility models
were filed, 39 of which belong to Romanian
applicants and 10 to foreign applicants. A search
report was drawn up for 25 utility model
applications and sent to the applicant.

Following the examination of the fulfilment
of the legal requirements, the Examination
Board made 36 decisions to register the
utility model and 37 decisions to refuse the
application.

41 utility model certificates were issued, as
follows: 34 certificates were issued to Romanian

owners and 7 to foreign owners.

Supplementary Protection
Certificates (SPC)

As a consequence of Romania’s accession to
the European Union (EU), three Community
Regulations entered into force,namely regulations
concerning the protection of medicaments, of
paediatric products and of plant protection pro-
ducts, based on which SPCs are granted following
an examination procedure.

In 2016, 60 SPC applications were filed with
OSIM, of which: 55 for medicaments, 1 for
veterinary use, 1 for plantprotection products and
3 applications for the extension of the duration of
the certificate.

After examining the fulfilment of conditions
for granting the certificate, in accordance with the
Community Regulations, the SPC Examination
Board made 45 decisions concerning SPCs and
extensions. 23 supplementary protection

certificates were issued in 2016.

National Patent Patrimony

In 2016, 3295 requests for publication of
European patenttranslation were filed with OSIM,
2272 of which were filed online. The procedure of
recognition of European patents effects in
Romania is based on the Law 611/2002 on
Romania’s accession to the European Patent
Convention.

Throughoutthe year, 3438 notifications were
sent and 66987 European patents which do not
produce effects in Romania were entered into the
internal data base of OSIM, for the purpose of
communicating the legal status of these patents to
EPO. A number of 4702 certificates for extension
and recognition of European patents effects in
Romania were issued.

OSIM administered 18906 protection titles in
force, of which 17412 are European patents vali-
dated in Romania.

743 changes of legal status of patent
applications and patents were also entered and
published, 638 of which were changes in the legal
status of validated European patents. Also,
1435 cases of loss of patent owners’ rights were
published, of which 944 related to owners of
validated European patents.

Under the Patent Cooperation Treaty
(PCT), 32 international applications were filed
with OSIM, as a Receiving Office, and 76
European patent applications were filed with
OSIM acting on behalf of the European Patent
Office (EPO).

10377 requests for trademarkrenewal were
filed, 2619 of which are requests for renewal filed,
by national route, by Romanian owners and 1082
filed by foreign owners.

As regards the requests for renewal of
trademarks filed by international route, they
amounted to 6676, by 1.2% more than in 2015.

Also, 703 oppositions to the publication of
trademark applications were filed, representing a
decrease by 11.5 %, as compared with the
previous year. Thus, 2016 represented for the
Trademarks and Geographical Indications
Division a year in which the examination
procedure was enhanced the work related to the
applications processed and the titles issued to the
rightholders proving a high quality degree, due to

the new measures implemented all year long.

Based on the requests for
recording the transfers of rights, the Trademarks
and Geographical Indications Division settled
and recorded 1470 transfers of rights
representing 1182 assignments, 220 mergers and
68 licenses.

In the course of the year 2016, applicants,
owners or representatives thereof requested
changes in legal status to be recorded, from
changesinthe applicant/owner address to minor
trademark changes, amounting to 1198 changes;
during the year, 3287 changes were settled,
representing 1237 changes of trademark
applicants’ or owners’ addresses, 517 changes in

The rights in designs can be acquired by
registration and the issuance of a registration
certificate under the conditions set out by the
Design Law 129/1992, as republished.

The object of an application may be regis-
tered to the extentin which it constitutes a design,
it is new and has individual character.

Designs determined exclusively by a technical
function, technical drawings, graphic represen-
tations which cannot be typographically repro-
duced and those that have a purpose and appea-
rance contrary to publicorder and morality cannot
be registered.

In 2016, 1173 designs with 3017 views
(contained in a number of 372 applications for
designregistration) were filed. Ofthe total number
of design applications filed for registration, 197
were simple applications with 537 graphic
representations (asimple application can only have
one design with a plurality of views), the remaining
175 filed applications being multiple applications,
including 989 designs and 3817 graphic repre-
sentations (a multiple application contains more
than one design, each ofthem having more views).

The totalnumber of designs which underwent
preliminary examination in 2016 was 684, which
included 1143 graphicrepresentations, comprised
in 245 applications for design registration.

A number of 977 designs with 3776 graphic
representations containedin 315 applications for

registration were published.

The Project "Back Office" (BO), involving a
trademarks and designs database tobe taken over
and implemented by OSIM as a BO data base
intended toreplace, in time, the Common Software
for Designs, continued this year. During the year,
design examiners performed data base check-up
and trial based on updated workflows and
proposals for data base were made while testing
the criteria contained in the data base; they also
participated in debates/analyses and video

conferences organized by EUIPO.

Of these 60 cases, 16 are appeals regarding
inventions, 42 are appeals regarding supplemen-
tary protection certificates (SPC), 2 are requests
of cancellation of utility models.

European Patentwith Unitary Effect
and Unified Patent Court

The three main pillars that regulate the
unitary patent are the following:

1. Unitary Patent

In the European Union (EU), patent
protection may be currently obtained either by a
patent granted by each national patent office of
the Member States, or by a patent granted by
the European Patent Office (EPO), under the
European Patent Convention. However, following
apatentgrantingby the EPO, the said patentneeds
to be validated in each Member State in which
protectionissought. Forthe purpose of validation
on the territory of a Member State, the national
legislation thereof may require the patent
owner to provide a translation of the European
patent into the official language of the said
Member State, to pay validation fees and to be
represented by an attorney authorized by the
said State. This is why the current EU patent
system is so complex and expensive. The
average European patent validation costs can
amountto 12500 EUR, if validated in 13 Member
States, and over 32000 EUR if validated in the
entire EU.

Companies in all economic sectors, business
associations, SME associations, patent specialists,
public authorities the academic environment
considered that the high level of patent fees and
the legal complexity of the patent system
constitute major obstacles and requested a
European patent system able to incentivize

innovation, to ensure dissemination of scientific
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cunostintelor stiintifice, sa faciliteze transferul de
tehnologie, sa fie disponibil pentru toti actorii de
pe piata, si sa ofere certitudine juridica.

The creation of legal conditions by uniform
patent protection within the internal market, or at
least within a significant part thereof, shall allow
the companies to adapt their production and
distribution activities beyond national borders,
while providing them with more options and
opportunities which may contribute to reaching
their goals of balanced economic growth and
scientific and technical progress promotion.

Thus,enhanced cooperation was established
in the area of the creation of unitary patent
protection, along with a unique European system
in the field of settlement of disputes relating to
European patents with unitary effect and
European patents (Unified Patent Court).

The Unitary Patent System is based on
enforced cooperation between the following EU
Member States: Belgium, Bulgaria, Czech Republic,
Denmark, Germany, Estonia, Ireland, Greece,
France, Cyprus, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxemburg,
Hungary, Malta, Netherlands, Austria, Poland,
Portugal, Romania, Slovenia, Slovakia, Finland,
Sweden, United Kingdom, which have signed, on
19 February 2013, the UPC Agreement which will
only apply as from the date of its entry into force.
After the subsequent signature of Italy, all EU
Member States have signed the agreement, except
Spain and Poland.

The European Patent Office will be entrusted
with the grantingand administration of European
patents with unitary effect. Right after the granting
ofthe European Patentunder the European Patent
Convention, the owner can decide if he wishes
unitary patentprotection,in which case he filesan
application with EPO (free of charge), or he wishes
protection by the classic European patent, in
which case he is supposed to apply for validation
in each country in which heisinterested to protect
his invention, under the legislation of each such

country.



Principala caracteristica a brevetelor
europene cu efect unitar este ca asigura o
protectie uniforma, si au aceleasi efecte in toate
statele membre participante.

Bugetul Oficiului European de Brevete pentru
administrarea brevetuluiunitar va fi constituitdin
taxele Incasate in cadrul procedurii de acordare a
brevetelor europene care,dupdacordare, vor avea
efect unitar, si din taxele anuale de reinnoire
(mentinere in vigoare) achitate de catre titulari,
nefiind necesara o perioada de tranzitie in care
statele contractante sa finanfeze implementarea
si administrarea brevetului european cu efect

unitar de catre Oficiul European de Brevete.
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The main feature of the European patents
with unitary effect is the uniform protection they
provide, with the same effects in every
participating Member State. Consequently, a
European patent with unitary effect may be
licensed, transferred, cancelled or may stop
producing effects only for all participating Member
States, as opposed to the classic European patent
in respect of which it may be done for one or
several States. This could be a disadvantage for an
owner having chosen the unitary patent

protection.

On the other hand, the advantages of the
unitary patent are:

1. a single "validation" procedure, free of
charge, for the 26 participating Member
States (when all the States ratify the UPC
Agreement);

2. asingle annual renewal fee to be paid with
EPO;

3. reduced renewal fee when the patent is
licensed;

4. allows the owner to prevent any third party
to use the invention without his permission,
directly on indirectly, on the territory of the
participating Member States;

5. compensation of translation costs for appli-
cants who file European patent applications
in other language than the official languages
of the European Patent Office (English,

French, German).

The budget ofthe European Patent Office for
administration of the unitary patent shall be
financed from the fees collected during the

2. Unitary Patent Court (UPC)

Agreement

The creation of a unitary patent protection
system must be accompanied by suitable
jurisdictional mechanisms meant to satisfy the
needs of the patent system users. Without such a
mechanism, no protection can be provided.

The Agreement establishes anew specialized
jurisdictional system -aunique courtof European
patents,comprising a FirstInstance Court,a Court
of Appeal and a Registry.

The Unified Patent Court (UPC) shall be a
common instance for the participating Member
States. It shall have exclusive competence in
respectof European patentsand European patents
with unitary effect. The UPC decisions shall have
effecton the territory of the participating Member
States which have ratified the UPC Agreement up
to that moment. UPC shall not have any
competence in respect of national patents.

The UPC budget shall be financed from UPC
own income and, atleast for a transition period of
7 years, with the contribution of the participating
Member States.

The UPC Agreement shall entry into force
after 13 Member States ratify it, necessarily
including the three Member States in which the
highest number of European patents has effect
(Germany, France, United Kingdom).

Untilnow, the UPC Agreementwas ratified by
the following countries: Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria,
Denmark, France, Luxemburg, Malta, Netherlands,
Portugal, Sweden, Finland. The ratifying procedure
isin an advanced stage in Slovenia and Lithuania.
Germany and United Kingdom have notyetratified
the Agreement.

In Romania, the Ministry of Justice is
currently working for finalization of the Law for
ratification of the Unitary Patent Court
Agreement open for signature and signed by
Romania, in Brussels, on 19 February 2013 and

Besides these actions,
thematic works, statistic and synthesis studies of
high importance for the decisional process were
elaborated.

Among the actions carried on in 2016, it is
worth mentioning the following:

Within the framework of the Technical
Cooperation Agreement concluded with EUIPO,
the OSIM experts held various lectures in 5
seminars for promoting the trademark and design
protection system in the European Union. The
seminars were organized in Targoviste, Constanta,
Ramnicu-Valcea, Galati and Braila, in collaboration
with OSIM Regional Centres, and aimed at raising
awareness of the business environment on the
importance of the industrial property protection
in the Single Market. The hosts of these seminars
were the Chamber of Commerce, Industry,
Navigation and Agriculture of Constanta, the
Chamber of Commerce of Bradila,"Dunarea de Jos"
University of Galati and the County Libraries of

Targoviste and Ramnicu-Valcea.

Protection Promotion

The Regional Centres of OSIM are established
by virtue of Art. 14 (1) ofthe Government Decision
No 573 of 7 September 1998 (as amended in
2013) on the organization and functioning of the
State Office for Inventions and Trademarks, which
stipulates: “The State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks may support the activity of regional
centres in the field of industrial property by
lending technical assistance, consultancy and
endowingthem, inaccordance with the legislation
in force”. The Regional Centres are territorial open
entities attached to some local institutions from
which they benefit by financial support, premises
with office supplies and personnel, while OSIM
provides them with support in the field of staff
training and with all the publications of OSIM.

The goal of the Regional Centers is to
increase, at all levels of the national economy, the
awareness of the importance of industrial pro-
perty, for supporting innovation and competi-
tiveness, for dissemination of public information
on industrial property protection and for sen-
sitizinglocal communities as regards the necessity
to protect their own creations.

The network of Regional Centres at national
level was extended, following the Collaboration
Convention between OSIM and the University of
Pitesti- county of Arges, signed on 22.12.2015, so
that the current structure of the network
comprises 17 centres, 5 of which work within the
framework of universities, 8 in the structure of
Chambersof Commerce, 3in SME associations and
1 within the Association of Inventors. It is worth
mentioning that the Regional Center of Covasna

has a branch open in the county of Harghita.

Furthermore, 33 search
reports with written opinion on novelty or
patentability were carried out at the request of
Romanian or foreign persons.

25 theme searches were carried out for
Romanian third parties, upon order, in patentdata
bases and non-patent literature, in specialized
technical fields, such as mechanics and electrical
engineering-electronics.

Moreover, 5 specialized searches concerning
the existence in Romania of patents relating to
certain chemical-pharmaceutical substances were
carried out.

The range of services was completed by a
number of 174 legal status communications
referring to national patents, European patents
and supplementary protection certificates and
3 technical analyses for patent files under
litigation in court.

The State Office for Inventions and Trademarks
(OSIM) continued its activity of supporting
innovation and competitiveness in Romania by
granting effective protection of industrial property
rights within the Competitiveness Operational
Programme (COP) 2014-2020.

The Archives-Library-Collection Division
started the project Quality at source, project
developedin cooperation between OSIM and EPO.
It involves operations of scanning, OCR and
conversion of data published by OSIM into ST36
format.

The final goal of this project consists in
providing current transmission of data published
by OSIM for the period 1973 - up to date (patent
and utility model documents), aiming at
harmonizing and standardizing the data to be
transmitted, with aview to provide better services
to our users (data to be uploaded to Espacenet).

OSIM grants particular importance to its
archive fund which is an integral part of the
National Archive Fund of Romania.

It includes about 450000 original archive
documents, unique at the national level and
worldwide, dating back to 1906.

Taking into account its particular value, a
special attention is given to the storage and
preservation of the OSIM archive fund. In this
context, OSIM in collaboration with the National
Institute for Physics and Nuclear Engineering "Horia
Hulubei" (IFIN-HH),accomplished the programme
of preservation of about 40000 documents from
the period 1906-1947, components of the Royal
Patent Collection, by treating the said documents

with gamma radiation.
