[t is with great pleasure that I took on the
responsibility to present to you below a brief
overview of the Romanian State Office for Inventions
and Trademarks (OSIM) accomplishments of 2017
focusing on the continuous development of the
national industrial property system, with a view
to meeting the growing needs of industrial property
title owners and applicants.

Fully aware of the increasing role that
industrial property has in the economic, social and
cultural development of human society, for
improving life quality, the State Office for
Inventions and Trademarks, which is in charge of
thelegal protection ofindustrial property objects,
adopted normative-legislative measures and took
institutional-organizational and instructive-
methodic steps meant to lead, along with other
actions of the competent governmental bodies, to
the development of the intellectual assets of
enterprises, universities and research and
innovation institutions.

Within this context, itis worth mentioning the
most important actions undertaken by OSIM:

Thus, the reference year is characterized by a

complex normative-legislative activity
materialized in the Draft Law for amending and

Rezultatele activitatii OSIM sunt semnificative
si datoritd masurilor energice pe care le-am
intreprins In domeniul automatizarii proceselor
tehnologice, economico-financiare si manageriale.
In aceastd ordine de idei, as mentiona lucrarile de
perfectionare siactualizare abazelor de date care
acopera majoritatea absoluta a activitatilor din
cadrul OSIM, implementarea cu succes de catre
OSIM 1n 2017, in cadrul cooperarii cu EUIPO,
a proiectului "Back-Office”, care a avut ca scop
crearea unui mod complet nou de gestionare a
procedurii de inregistrare amarcilor si desenelor/
modelelor, sia circuitului documentelor in cadrul
oficiului. De asemenea, OSIM a continuat finalizarea
diverselor proiecte de digitalizare si utilizare a
informatiilor din brevet prin intermediul
proiectului “Calitatea la Sursa”, ce are drept scop
scanarea, stocarea si utilizarea dosarelor de brevet,
incepand cu anul 1993 si pana in prezent, s.a.

Anul 2017 a fost unul de exceptie si in ceea ce
priveste colaborarea cu organismele internationale
si cu oficiile nationale de specialitate din mai multe
tari, fapt care a contribuitla crestereanivelului de
reprezentare a Romaniei la nivel international si
european. Expertii OSIM au participatactivlapeste

completing the Law 84/1998 on trademarks
and geographical indications (as republished),
aiming at transposing the provisions of the
Directive (EU) 2436/2015 to approximate the
laws of Member States relating to trade marks
into the national legislation; the reendorsement
of the Draft Government Decision amending
GDNo547/2008 forapproving the Implementing
Regulations to the Patent Law 64/1991
(as republished); the approval of the Instruction
for supporting Romanian inventions abroad,
which is intended to be applied up to
31 December 2020.

By virtue of its statutary duty of receiving and
examining the applications for protection and of
granting protection titles, in the reference year
OSIM received 20144 applications and issued
12773 protection titles, most of them to national
owners. Atthe sametime, 8119 applications were
filed for trademark renewal, of which 3251 were
filed by national route and 4868 by international
route.

If our accomplishments are worthwhile, it is
also due to the active measures taken in the field
of automation of technological, economical,
financial and managerial processes. In this context,
it is worth mentioning the improvement and
updating of the data bases covering the majority
of OSIM activities, the successful implementation
in 2017, in cooperation with EUIPO, of the “Back-
Office Project”, aimed at creating a completely new
way of managing trademarks and designs
registration procedure, as well as the flow of
documents within the office. Moreover, OSIM
continued its activity for completing various
projects of digitalization and use of patent
information through the project “Quality at the
source” having as a main goal to scan, store and
use patent files from 1993 up to day.

2017 was an exceptional year also in the field
of cooperation with international bodies and
national specialized offices of other countries,
contributing to a higher level of Romania’s
representation in Europe and worldwide. The
experts of OSIM actively participated in more than



80 deactiuniinternationale, desfagurate sub egida

Este de mentionatcainanul 2017,a continuat,
in ritmuri sustinute, activitatea de promovare a
proprietatii industriale si sensibilizarea societatii
asupra rolului si necesitatii protectiei obiectelor
de PL. Formele si metodele utilizate in aceasta
activitate sunt multiple si diverse: simpozioane,
conferinte, seminare, expozitii, vizite de lucru,
concursuri tematice, inclusiv prin prisma pro-
iectului “Prediagnoza de proprietate industriald”
in vederea sustinerii IMM-urilor cu potential
inovativ din Romania, in cadrul carora expertii

80 international actions carried out under the
aegis of the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO), the European Patent Office
(EPO), the World Trade Organization (WTO), the
European Union Intellectual Property Office
(EUIPO) and other international and regional
organizations. Within this meaning we are pleased
to mention that Romania has pursued negotiations
for opening a WIPO External Office in Bucharest,
which could contribute to strengthening
cooperation of Intellectual Property Offices in the
region and could create a premise for better
intellectual property values promotion at both
national and regional level.

Fruitful collaboration was maintained between
OSIM and the State Agency for Intellectual
Property of the Republic of Moldova (AGEPI), the
National Intellectual Property Center of Georgia,
the Patent Offices of Latvia and Poland, the
Russian Federal Service for Intellectual Property
“Rosspatent” a.s.o.

We should also mention that, in 2017, the
activity of promoting industrial property and of
raising awareness on the IP role and need of
protection was pursued athigh levels. Various and
multiple ways and methods were used for this
purpose, such as: symposiums, conferences,
seminars, exhibitions, work visits, thematic
contests, including the “Industrial Property Pre-
Diagnosis” project, meant to supportto Romanian
SMEs proving innovative potential, in which
events elements of national, European and
international procedure of filing and registration
of technical solutions, trademarks and designs
were presented in parallel, with major accent on
the search conducted in the data bases in the field
of patents, trademarks and designs.

Theindustrial property protection promotion
activity carried out with the support and
involvement of the representatives of Regional
Centersis mirrored by the increased interest that
companies, SMEs in particular, and the academic
environmentand research institutes, as well, show
towards the access to public data bases of
inventions, trademarks and designs, and also

Brevete de inventie (BI)

In societatea actuald, bazati pe cunoastere,
activele necorporale si,in mod special, brevetul de
inventie capata o importanta din ce in ce mai mare
din punct de vedere economic. Prin tripla sa
calitate de instrument juridic, tehnic si, respectiv,
economic, brevetul de inventie reflecta capacitatea
de inovare si dinamismul unei societati.

Sustinerea inovdrii prin numeroase proiecte de
cercetare-dezvoltare implicd in mod cert pro-
tejarearezultatelor obtinute, prin depunerea unor
cereri de brevet de inventie, In baza carora, in
urma examindrii, se acorda brevetul de inventie,
titlu de proprietate industriala care, pe de o parte,
ii confera titularului dreptul exclusiv de exploatare
a inventiei sale, si, pe de alta parte, contribuie la
crearea unei imagini inovative a entitatii care il
detine, fiind totodata un mijloc de diseminare a
informatiei la nivel mondial, prin publicarea sain
bazele de date specifice.

In plus, ar fi de mentionat faptul ci brevetarea
capata un rol din ce In ce mai important pentru
intreprinderile mici si mijlocii, reflectat in
principal prin numeroase proiecte europene de
sustinere a Intreprinderilor inovative.

Procedura de acordare a brevetelor de inven-
tie pe teritoriul Romaniei este reglementata
prin Legea nr. 64/1991, republicata in data de
19 august 2014.

Patents

Within our knowledge-based society,
intangible assets and, especially, the patents have
an increasingly important role from the
economical point of view. In its triple quality of
legal, technical and economical instrument, the
patent mirrors the society innovative capacities
and dynamism.

Innovation support materialized in research
and development projects shall certainly involve
protection of innovation results by filing patent
applications based on which, following
examination, patents are granted, as industrial
property titles which, on the one hand, confer on
their owners the exclusive right of exploitation of
their inventions and, on the other hand, essentially
contribute to the innovative profile of the entity
that owns them, while being a worldwide
information dissemination way, due to their
publication in patent databases.

It is worth mentioning that patenting is
currently becoming increasingly important for
small and medium-sized enterprises, which can be
seen in the high number of European projects
aiming at supporting innovative enterprises.

In Romania, the patent granting procedure is
carried out in accordance with the Patent Law
64/1991, as republished on 19 August 2014.
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in temeiul legii, brevetul de inventie este un
drept de proprietate industriald ce confera
titularului un dreptexclusiv de exploatare ainven-
tiei pe o durata de maximum 20 de ani. Un brevet
poate fi acordat pentru orice inventie avand ca
obiectun produs sau un procedeu, in toate dome-
niile tehnologice, inclusiv agricultura. Solutiile noi,
care implica o activitate inventiva si sunt sus-
ceptibile de aplicare industriala, pot fi protejate
printr-un brevet de inventie, indeplinirea condi-
tiilor de brevetabilitate stipulate de lege fiind ana-
lizate in procedura de examinare de fond.

La 18luni dela data depunerii cererii, inventia
este publicatad in Buletinul Oficial de Proprietate
Industrialg, Sectiunea Inventii.

Pentru a aprecia noutatea unei inventii in
procedura de examinare de fond, este luat ca
punct de referintd stadiul tehnicii existent pe plan
mondial la data de depozit, respectiv la data de
prioritate a cererii de brevet de inventie. Acesta
cuprinde toate cunostintele tehnice accesibile
publicului, In orice parte a lumii.

Daca inventia nu este regasitd in stadiul
tehnicii si nici nu este evidenta pentru o persoana
de specialitate in domeniu, aceasta este consi-
deratd a fi noua si inventiva. Brevetul de Inventie
acordat de OSIM garanteaza titularului protectia
inventiei pe teritoriul Romaniei.

In anul 2017, au fost depuse la OSIM 1178 de
cereridebrevetdeinventie, dintre care 106 cereri
de brevet au fost depuse on-line, prin intermediul
unui soft specializat.

Toate cererile de brevet au fost Inscrise in
Registrul National al Cererilor de Brevet de
Inventie depuse, iar datele bibliografice ale
acestora au fost introduse in baza de date a OSIM.

Din analizanumarului de cereri de brevet care
urmeaza procedurile in fata OSIM, se constata ca
1098 de cereri au solicitanti romani, iar 80 de
cereri au solicitanti straini.

Cererile de brevetdepuse au fost analizate din
punct de vedere al indeplinirii conditiilor legale
pentru acordarea datei de depozit si constituirea
depozitului national reglementar.

A fost atribuita clasa internationala tuturor
cererilor de brevet depuse In anul 2017, conform
Clasificarii Internationale a Brevetelor (CIB).
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According to the law, a patent is an industrial
property right that confers on its owner an
exclusive right to exploit the invention for a
duration of 20 years, at the most. A patent can be
granted for any invention having as a subject-
matter a product or a process, in all technological
fields, agriculture included. The technical solutions
that are new, involve an inventive step and are
susceptible of industrial application can be
protected by a patent, the compliance with
patentability conditions being assessed in the
substantive examination procedure.

18 months after the date of filing the appli-
cation, the invention is published in the Official
Industrial Property Bulletin, Inventions Section.

The assessment of novelty in the substantive
examination procedure is conducted by taking as
areference point the prior art at the international
level, on the filing date or the priority date of the
patent application, respectively, comprising
technical knowledge accessible to the public
worldwide.

Ifthe invention cannotbe retrieved in the prior
art and if it is not obvious for a person skilled in
the art, itis deemed to be new and inventive. The
patent granted by OSIM allows its owner to enjoy
protection of the invention on the territory of
Romania.

In 2017, 1178 patent applications were filed
with OSIM, of which 106 patentapplications were
filed online, by means of specialized software.

Allthe patentapplications were entered in the
National Register of Filed Patent Applications and
the bibliographical data thereof were introduced
into the OSIM database.

From the analysis of the number of patent
applications undergoing proceedings before OSIM,
itcanbe ascertained that 1098 applications belong
to Romanian applicants and 80 belong to foreign
applicants.

The patentapplications, as filed, were analyzed
in respect of the fulfilment of the legal conditions
for according the filing date and constituting the
regular national filing.

All patent applications filed in 2017 were
classified according to the International Patent
Classification (IPC).



Aufosttransmise solicitantilor 3018 notificari
privind remedierea unor lipsuri constatate la
depunerea cererii, legate de modul in care a fost
intocmita documentatia de brevetare, sau privind
alte aspecte prevazute de Legea nr.

Au fost pregatite pentru publicare 873 de
cereri de brevet si au fost intocmite documenta-
tiile pentru eliberarea unui numar de 57 de
certificate de prioritate interna si conventionala.

Prin incheierea procedurii de examinare
preliminard, in anul 2017, 663 de cereri de brevet
au fost transferate in examinarea in fond, iar
624 de cereri au fost respinse ori considerate
retrase.

In vederea aprecierii indeplinirii conditiilor
de brevetabilitate In procedura de examinare de
fond, au fost examinate un numar de 712 cereri
depuse de solicitanti romani si straini, dintre care
410 auobtinuthotararea de acordare abrevetului
de inventie, 5 au fost retrase, iar 302 au fost
respinse.

Procedura de examinare in fond a cererilor de
brevet implica o serie de activitati, cum sunt:

e cercetarea stadiului tehnicii in domeniul
relevant al cererii de brevet, utilizand
aplicatia EPOQUE a Oficiului European de
Brevete, si baza de date RO-Patent Search;

¢ 1Intocmirea raportului de cercetare docu-
mentara pentru fiecare cerere de brevet;

¢ examinarea conditiilor de brevetabilitate:
noutate, activitate inventiva si aplicabilitate
industriald, si transmiterea analizei catre
solicitant;

¢ elaborarearaportuluitehnic de examinare,
si sustinerea acestuia In Comisia de
Examinare, In vederea ludrii hotararii
privind solutionarea cererii.

Inanul 2017, au fost eliberate 416 brevete de
inventie, dintre care 403 au fost eliberate titu-
larilor romani, iar 13 - titularilor straini.

The applicants were sent a number of 3018
notifications for remedying the drawbacks ascer-
tained in the patent applications upon filing, in
respect of the manner of carrying out the patent-
ing documentation or in respect of other aspects
provided for by the Law no. 64/1991, as republi-
shed, in order for them to fulfil the legal provisions
for starting the patentapplication substantive exa-
mination procedure.

A number of 873 patent applications were
prepared to be published. Also, documents were
prepared for the issuance of 57 certificates of
internal and convention priority.

By completing the preliminary examination
procedure, 663 applications were transferred in
2017 to the substantive examination and 624
applications were refused or deemed to be with-
drawn.

712 patent applications filed by both
Romanian and foreign applicants underwent
substantive examination assessing the compliance
with patentability conditions, of which 410 ended
by decisions to grant the patent, 5 were
withdrawn and 302 were refused.

The substantive examination procedure
involves a series of activities, such as:

e searching the prior art in the relevant
field, by using the EPOQUE application of the
EPO and the RO-Patent Search database;

e drawing up search reports for each patent
application;

e examining the patentability conditions:
novelty, inventive step and industrial
applicability, and sending the results of the
analysis to the applicant;

e elaborating the technical examination
report and upholding the same before the
Examination Board with a view to making
a decision in respect of the application
concerned.

Anumber of 416 patents were issued in 2017,
of which 403 to Romanian owners and 13 to
foreign owners.
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Modele de utilitate (MU)

Modelul de utilitate reprezinta, alaturi de bre-
vetul de inventie, o alta modalitate, mai rapida, de
protectie a inventiilor. Procedura de inregistrare
este reglementata prin Legea nr. 350/2007.
Modelul de utilitate poate fi un mijloc strategic
pentru intreprinderi mici si mijlocii care urmaresc
pornirea unei afaceri.

In anul 2017, au fost depuse 53 de cereri de
model de utilitate, dintre care 37 au solicitanti
romani, iar 16 au solicitanti strdini. Pentru 29 de
cereri de model de utilitate (CMU) a fost intocmit
raportul de cercetare documentarg, siacesta a fost
transmis solicitantului.

In urma examinirii indeplinirii conditiilor
legale, Comisia de examinare aluat 27 de hotarari
de Inregistrare a modelului de utilitate si 30 de
hotarari de respingere.

Au fosteliberate 20 de certificate de model de
utilitate, dintre care 13 au fost eliberate titularilor
romani, iar 7 titularilor straini.

Certificate suplimentare
de protectie (CSP)

Prinaderarea Romanieila Uniunea Europeana
(UE), au intrat In vigoare trei Regulamente
comunitare, privitoare la protectia produselor
farmaceutice, produselor pediatrice si, respectiv,
a produselor pentru protectia plantelor, in baza
carora, in urma unei proceduri de examinare, se
acorda CSP.

in anul 2017, la OSIM, au fost inregistrate
54 de cereri de CSP, dintre care 48 de cereri
pentrumedicamente, 2 cereri pentru uz veterinar,
si4 cereripentru produse de protectie a plantelor.
Au fost inregistrate si 4 cereri de extindere a
duratei certificatului.

In urma examinirii indeplinirii conditiilor de
eliberare a certificatului in conformitate cu
prevederile Regulamentelor comunitare, Comisia
de examinare a luat 43 de hotdrari privitoare la
CSP si extinderi. In anul 2017, s-au eliberat 50 de
certificate suplimentare de protectie.
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Utility Models

Beside the patent, the utility model represents
a faster way of protecting the inventions. Its
registration procedure is established by the Law
350/2007 on utility models. The utility model may
be a strategic means for start-up SMEs.

In 2017, 53 applications for utility models
were filed, 37 of which belong to Romanian
applicants and 16 to foreign applicants. A search
report was drawn up for 29 utility model
applications and sent to the applicant.

Following the examination of the fulfilment of
the legal requirements, the Examination Board
made 27 decisions toregister the utility model and
30 decisions to refuse the application.

20 utility model certificates were issued, as
follows: 13 certificates were issued to Romanian

owners and 7 to foreign owners.

Supplementary Protection
Certificates (SPC)

As a consequence of Romania’s accession to
the European Union (EU), three Community
Regulations entered into force, namely regulations
concerning the protection of medicaments, of
paediatric products and of plant protection pro-
ducts, based on which SPCs are granted, following
an examination procedure.

In 2017, 54 SPC applications were filed with
OSIM, of which: 48 for medicaments, 2 for vete-
rinary use, 4 for plant protection products and
4 applications for the extension of the duration of
the certificate.

After examining the fulfilment of conditions for
granting the certificate, in accordance with the
Community Regulations, the SPC Examination
Board made 43 decisions concerning SPCs and
extensions. 50 supplementary protection

certificates were issued in 2017.



Administrarea patrimoniului
national de brevete

iIn cursul anului 2017, 1a OSIM au fost depuse
3709 cereri de publicare a traducerii brevetului
european, dintre care 2977 au fostdepuse on-line.
Proceduraderecunoastere pe teritoriul Romaniei
a efectelor produse de Brevetele Europene acor-
date de Oficiul European de Brevete (OEB) isi are
temeiul in Legea 611/2002, privind aderarea
Romaniei la Conventia privind eliberarea breve-
telor europene.

Totodat3, s-au transmis, pe parcursul anului,
3196 de notificari si au fost introduse in baza de
dateinternd a OSIM un numar de 90581 de brevete
europene care nu produc efecte In Romania, in
vederea comunicarii la OEB a statutului juridic al
acestor brevete. Au fost eliberate 1529 de certifi-
cate de extindere si recunoastere a efectelor
brevetelor europene in Romania.

OSIM a gestionat 20711 titluri de protectie in
vigoare, dintre care 19564 suntbrevete europene
validate in Romania.

S-au nscris si publicat 768 de modificari in
situatia juridica a cererilor de brevet si a breve-
telor de inventie, dintre care 648 de modificari in
situatiajuridica abrevetelor europene validate. De
asemenea, au fost publicate 1668 de decaderi din
drepturi ale titularilor de brevete de inventie,
dintre care 1461 de decaderi din drepturi ale titu-
larilor de brevete europene validate.

La OSIM, in calitate de Oficiu Receptor, au fost
inregistrate, conform Tratatului de Cooperare in
domeniul Brevetelor (PCT), 24 de cereri inter-
nationale, iar in numele Oficiului European de
Brevete (OEB) au fost inregistrate 116 cereri de
brevet european.

Dintre cele 24 de cereri internationale depuse
la OSIM in calitate de Oficiu Receptor, 17 cereriau
solicitanti persoane fizice romane, la o cerere soli-
citant este un institut de cercetare din Romania,
iar 6 cereri au fost solicitate de catre societati
comerciale din Romania.

Administering the National
Patent Patrimony

In 2017, 3709 requests for publication of
European patent translation were filed with
OSIM, 2977 of which were filed online. The
procedure of recognition of European patents
effects in Romania is based on the Law 611 /2002
on Romania’s accession to the European Patent
Convention.

Throughout the year 3196 notifications were
sent and 90581 European patents which do not
produce effects in Romania were entered into the
internal data base of OSIM, for the purpose of
communicating the legal status of these patents to
EPO. A number of 1529 certificates for extension
and recognition of European patents effects in
Romania were issued.

In2017,0SIM administered 20711 protection
titles in force, of which 19564 are European
patents validated in Romania.

768 changes of legal status of patent applica-
tions and patents were also entered and published,
648 of which were changes in the legal status of
validated European patents. Also, 1668 cases of
loss of patent owners’ rights were published, of
which 1461 related to owners of validated
European patents.

Under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT),
24 international applications were filed with
OSIM, as a Receiving Office and 116 European
patent applications were filed with OSIM acting
on behalf of the European Patent Office (EPO).

Out of the 24 international applications filed
with OSIM as a Receiving Office, 17 were filed by
Romanian natural persons, 1 application by a
Romanian research institute and 6 by companies

of Romania.
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Marci inregistrate/reinnoite

Inanul 2017 au fostdepuse 10369 de cereride
inregistrare marca, dintre care 8385 de cereri au
fost Inregistrate pe cale nationala si 1984 pe cale
internationala.

Aufostdepuse 8119 cereride reinnoire marca,
dintre care, pe cale nationald, 2380 au reprezentat
cereriderelnnoire depuse de catre titulari romani, si
871 de cereriau fost depuse de catre titulari straini.

In ceea ce priveste cererile de reinnoire pe cale
internationald, acestea au fost in numar de 4868.
Au fost Inregistrate 674 de acte de opozitie la
publicarea cererilor de marca.

Inacestans-aavutin vedere actualizarea pro-
cedurilor operationale care, odata implementate,
au condus la reducerea termenelor de examinare
acererilor de Inregistrare a marcilor. Astfel, durata
de examinare pentru marci s-a redus la 4 luni fata
de 6 luni.

A fost implementat noul sistem informatic de
administrare a datelor in domeniul marcilor si
indicatiilor geografice, care a inlocuit sistemul
informatic ce era operational din 1995. Noul
sistem contine interfete cu ajutorul carora pot fi
consultate online datele publice legate de cererile

de marca si de marcile Inregistrate.

Registered/Renewed Trademarks

In 2017, 10369 applications for trademark
registration were filed, of which 8385 by national
route and 1984 by international route.

8119 requests for trademark renewal were
filed, 2380 of which are requests for renewal
filed, by national route, by Romanian owners and
871 filed by foreign owners.

As regards the requests for renewal of
trademarks filed by international route, they
amounted to 4868. Also, 674 oppositions to the
publication of trademark applications were filed.

This year, special importance was attached
to updating the operational procedures which,
once implemented, led to a reduction of the
trademark application examination period.
Thus, the examination duration was reduced from
6 months to 4 months.

Anew datamanagement computerized system
meant to replace the computerized system used
since 1995 was implemented in the field of
trademarks and geographical indications. The new
system comprises interfaces which allow public
data of trademark applications and registered

trademarks to be accessed online.
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Examinarea cererilor de
inregistrare de marca

Examinarea cererilor de inregistrare de marca
presupune o analizd a tuturor conditiilor regle-
mentate prin Legea nr. 84/1998, privind marcile
si indicatiile geografice, republicat3, si se desfa-
soarain etape bine determinate. Astfel, in vederea
constituirii depozitului national reglementar, in
anul 2017 s-au analizat lunar, in medie, 700 de

cereri.

Examinarea opozitiilor

Inanul 2017, Comisia de Examinare Opozitii a
avutde solutionat 504 acte de opozitie, dintre care
a admis 314, a respins 185, 111 au ramas fara
obiect si 30 de acte de opozitie au fost retrase de
catre oponent. Numarul de acte de opozitie
respinse siretrase denota ca solicitantii de drepturi
de proprietate industrialg, in acest caz, de cereri
de Inregistrare de marcd, au Inteles importanta
acordata protectiei marcilor si, pentru Serviciul
Marci si Indicatii Geografice, aceasta reprezinta o
continud provocare in respectarea termenelor
legale si acordarea titlurilor de protectie in con-

formitate cu prevederile legale in vigoare.

Examinarea conditiilor de
admitere la
inregistrare

In cursul anului 2017, s-au examinat pe fond
9135 de cereri de inregistrare de marcd, dintre
care 7177 de dosare examinate cuprinzand cereri
depuse pe cale nationala, si 1958 de dosare au fost
analizate pe fond, reprezentand cereri depuse pe
cale internationald. De asemenea, au fost exami-
nate 3089 de cereri de reinnoire a protectiei acor-
date prin inregistrarea marcilor, pentru o noua

perioada de protectie de 10 ani, la nivel national.
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Examination of trademark

registration applications

Examination of applications for trademark
registration consistsin analyzing the applications
as regards the compliance with the requirements
set out in Law No0.84/1998 on trademarks and
geographical indications, as republished, and it
takes place in several well-defined stages. Thus,
for the purpose of constituting the national regular
filing, in 2017, an average number of 700 applica-

tions were analyzed monthly.
Examination of oppositions

In 2017, 504 oppositions were settled by the
Opposition Examination Board, of which 314 were
accepted, 185 were refused, 111 were lacking
object and 30 were withdrawn by the opponent.
The number of oppositions refused and with-
drawn shows that the applicants for industrial
property titles, in this case trademarks applicants,
understand the importance of trademark pro-
tection, which, for the Trademark Division, stands
as a permanent challenge as to observe the legal
time limits and to grant the protection titles in

accordance with the legal provisions in force.

Examination of compliance
with conditions for

registration

In 2017, 9135 applications for trademark
registration underwent substantive examination,
of which 7177 examined files contained appli-
cations filed by national route and 1958 appli-
cations filed by international route. Also, 3089
applications for renewal of the protection granted
by registration of trademarks, for a new period of

protection of 10 years, were examined.



Eliberarea certificatelor de marca

Inanul 2017, au fost eliberate 9045 de titluri de
protectie, din care 6131 de certificate de inregistrare
a marcilor si 2914 de certificate de reinnoire. Au
mai fost eliberate 55 de duplicate. Pe parcursul
anului 2017, s-au solicitat si eliberat 4 certificate
de prioritate. In ceea ce priveste eliberarea de
adeverinte privind inregistrarea societatilor de paza
si protectie pentru licentiere la politie, OSIM a
inaintat solicitantilor 77 de astfel de acte.

Solicitdri de inscrieri de
transmiteri de drepturi si
modificari in situatia juridica

In ceea ce priveste solicitarea de inscrieri de
transmiteri de drepturi, lanivelul anului 2017 s-au
inregistrat 1137 de solicitarireprezentand 948 de
cesiuni, 123 de fuziunisi 66 de acordaridelicente.
In baza solicitirilor de inscrieri de transmiteri de
drepturi, Serviciul Marci si Indicatii Geografice a
solutionatsiinscris 1185 de transmiteri, reprezen-
tand, astfel, 1055 de cesiuni, 83 de fuziuni si47 de
licente.

Lanivelulanului 2017, solicitantii, titularii sau
mandatarii acestora au solicitat o serie de inscrieri
de modificari, acestea ingloband de la modificari
de adrese ale solicitantilor/titularilor, pana la
modificari neesentiale ale marcilor si, prin urmare,
s-ausolicitat 1370 de astfel de modificari, siau fost
solutionate, pe parcursul anului, 2639 de modi-
ficari, acesteareprezentand: 1246 de modificaride
adrese ale solicitantilor sau titularilor de marca,
509 modificari de nume ale solicitantilor, 714
inscrieri de mandatari, 90 de Inscrieri de gajuri sau
ipoteci, un numar de 43 de modificari neesentiale
ale marcilor 1n examinarea de fond, 37 de limitari
inlista de produse sau servicii a marcilor solicitate
la inregistrare si examinate pe fond.

Pe de alta parte, ca urmare a deciziilor emise
de catre Comisia de Opozitii, Comisia de Contestatii
siInstanta dejudecata, s-au efectuat 419 modificari.

Issuance of trademark certificates

In 2017, 9045 protection titles were issued,
i.e. 6131 certificates of first registration and 2914
renewal certificates, and also 55 duplicates. In
the course of the year 2017, 4 priority certificates
were requested and issued. As regards the
certificates on registration of security guard
companies issued for licensing thereof by the
Police bodies, OSIM issued 77 such documents.

Requests for recording
transfers of rights and
changes in the legal status

Asregardstherequests for recording transfers
of rights, 1137 requests were filed in 2017,
representing 948 assignments, 123 mergers and
66 licenses. Based on the requests for recording
the transfers of rights, the Trademarks and
Geographical Indications Division settled and
recorded 1185 transfers of rights repre-
senting 1055 assignments, 83 mergers and
47 licenses.

In the course of the year 2017, applicants,
owners or representatives thereof requested
changes in legal status to be recorded, from
changes in the applicant’s/owner’s address to
minor trademark changes, amounting to 1370
changes; during the year, 2639 changes were
solved, representing 1246 changes of trademark
applicants’ or owners’ addresses, 509 changes in
the applicants’ names, 714 representatives to be
recorded, 90 pledges or mortgages to be recorded,
43 minor changes of trademarks in the substantive
examination, 37 limitations of the list of goods and
services of examined trademarks whose
registration is sought.

On the other hand, following the decisions
issued by the Opposition Board, the Board of
Appeal and the court of Justice, 419 changes were

operated.
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Servicii pentru terti

Potrivit prevederilor legale, Serviciul Marci
efectueazd, la cererea persoanelor interesate,
cercetdri documentare referitoare la existenta
unor drepturi anterioare identice sau similare,
portofolii ale titularilor sau mandatarilor, privind
analiza juridica a situatiei unei marci, cercetari
documentare efectuate laintervale scurte de timp
sau periodic, si, astfel, in cursul anului 2017 au fost
solicitate 344 de cercetdri documentare la nivel
intern si 1059 de cercetari juridice; au fost
solutionate/analizate 1355 de cercetdri, dintre
care 334 de cercetari la cererea solicitantilor si
1021 de cercetarijuridice.

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Services for third parties

Upon request by the interested persons, the
Trademarks Division performs, in accordance with
thelegal provisions, documentary search concerning
the existence of identical or similar earlier rights,
trademarks owners’ or representatives’ portfolios,
the legal analysis of a trademark status, docu-
mentary search conducted periodically or atshort
time intervals, the said requests amountingin 2017
to 344 internal documentary searches and 1059
legal searches; in the course of the year, 1355 such
search requests were solved/analyzed, of which
334 ssearchesuponrequestbyapplicantsand 1021
legal searches. During the same reference year,
486 answers to official letters on various topics
were drawn up and, based on the Cooperation
Agreementbetween OSIM and EUIPO, 698 searches
were performed.

Aiming at a high-quality examination activity,
OSIM, through its Trademarks and Geographical
Indications Division is committed to attend all its
applicants and trademark owners by the pre-
liminary and substantive examination of a higher
number of applications for trademark registration,
having in view that this procedure shall give each
applicant the certainty of a solid and legally
enforceable trademark, which is not susceptible of
forfeiture or cancellation, without likelihood of
confusion in customers’ mind between the
trademarks applied for registration, trademarks
already registered and trademarks that are
already operating in the Romanian or European
market.

Designs

The rights in designs can be acquired by the
registration and the issuance of a registration
certificate under the conditions set out by the
Design Law 129/1992, as republished.

The object of an application may be registered
to the extent in which it constitutes a design, it is
new and has individual character.

Designs determined exclusively by atechnical
function, technical drawings, graphic represen-
tations which cannot be typographically repro-
duced and those that have a purpose and appea-
rance contrary to public order and morality cannot
be registered.

In 2017, 1162 designs with 3515 views (con-
tained in a number of 366 applications for design
registration) and 3740 graphic representations
were filed. Of the total number of design applica-
tions filed for registration, 192 were simple applica-
tions with 193 graphic representations (a simple
application can only have one design with a plurality
of views), the remaining 174 filed applications being
multiple applications, including 1164 designs and
3597 graphicrepresentations (a multiple applica-
tion contains more than one design, each of them
having more views).

The total number of designs which underwent
preliminary examination in 2017 was 665, which
included 1154 graphicrepresentations, comprised
in 230 applications for design registration.

In cadrul PC7 “Armonizarea denumirilor de
produse”, s-a desfasuratactivitatea de aprobare a
propunerilor privind denumirile de produse in
cadrul instrumentului DesignClass.
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A number of 1037 designs with 3740 graphic
representations contained in 315 applications for
registration were published.

Substantive examination was performed in
respect of 1095 designs with 4111 graphic
representations contained in 304 applications for
registration, of which 176 were filed by national
route and 128 by international route.

In 2017, 350 protection titles were issued, of
which 184 were registration certificates and 165
were renewal certificates, as well as one
registration certificate duplicate.

350 procedures were carried out as post-exami-
nation procedures,i.e.anumber of 133 changesin
the legal status of design applications, were
published, as follows: 29 assignments/licenses and
104 other types of changes.

Mentions of reinstatement in respect of
7 protection certificates were recorded and publi-
shed and anumber of 201 holders’losses of rights
for failure to pay the legal fees were published.

This year, OSIM specialists took part in the
projects developed by EUIPO.

Within the framework of Project 1.2.5. “Quality
Standards”, the Design Division summarized its
own performance indicators with the indicators
received from the Trademarks Division and the
Appeals Division, the resulting data concerning the
last quarter of the year 2016 and three quarters of
2017 being transmitted to EUIPO.

The Project “Back Office” continued in 2017.
During the year, design examiners performed data
base check-up and trial and made proposals for
data base improvement while testing the criteria
contained in the data base; they also participated
in debates/analyses and video conferences
organized by EUIPO.

Within the framework of the Project ECP4,
concerning the convergence in the field of design,
the Design Division participated by answering
5 EUIPO questionnaires and by taking part in
video conferences.

Within the framework of CP 7 “Harmonization
of Product Indications” the activity involved the
approval of proposals concerning product indi-
cations within the instrument DesignClass.

Pe rolul Comisiei de Reexaminare Inventii, din
cadrul Serviciului Contestatii - Revocari, In anul
2017 au existat 38 de cauze de contestatii si
revocaridebrevete acordate, dintre care 14 cauze
ale contestatiilor deciziilor luate de comisia de
examinare ramase de solutionat din anii prece-
denti, 24 de cauze fiind Inregistrate in anul 2017.

Appeal Procedure

In OSIM, the activity of examination of
applications for industrial property protection
titles is carried out at two decisional levels:

e examination;

e appeal

The appeals are settled by Boards consisting
of 3-5 members who are specialists in the Appeal-
Revocation Division within the Legal Affairs,
Appeals, International Cooperation and European
Affairs Directorate and in the Patents and
Innovation Support Directorate of OSIM.

Activity of the Inventions
Board of Appeal

The Inventions Board of Appeal within the
Appeal-Revocation Division had to solve in 2017
anumber of 38 appeals and requests for revocation
of granted patents, of which 14 requests had
remained unsolved from the previous years and
24 requests were filed in 2017.

Of these 24 cases, 20 are appeals regarding
inventions, 3 are appeals regarding supplementary
protection certificates (SPC) and 1 request of can-

cellation of utility models.

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The Inventions Board of Appeal had to solve
in 2017 a number of 9 appeals relating to
decisions made in the preliminary examination.
Of them, 5 cases were solved and the decisions
were communicated.

The Trademarks Board of Appeal within the
Appeal-Revocation Division had to solve,in 2017,
481 appeals, of which 182 were appeals that had
remained unsolved from the previous years and
299 appeals were filed in 2017. Of the total
number of cases, 345 were solved in 2017 and
136 remained to be solved in the next year.

The Designs Board of Appeal within the
Appeal-Revocation Division had to solve,in 2017,
a number of 9 appeals remained unsolved from
the previous years, and 4 appeals lodged in 2017.
During the year, the Board solved a number of
8 appeals.

The specialists of the Appeal-Revocation
Division answered 186 petitions received from
applicants/owners of industrial property titles
and entrusted to them for settling.

Proiectul de hotarare de guvern, privind modi-
ficarea HG nr. 547/2008, pentru aprobarea
Regulamentului de aplicare a Legii nr. 64/1991,
privind brevetele de inventie (republicata).

A fost incheiat un acord cu Organizatia
Mondiala de Proprietate Intelectuala (OMPI), in
baza caruia acesta va furniza OSIM o aplicatie
pentru administrarea cererilor de brevet/model
de utilitate, brevetelor nationale, brevetelor euro-
pene, si certificatelor suplimentare de protectie

Legislative Activity

The legal advisers within the Legal Division
were appointed to participate within the Working
Group intended to prepare amendments for the
trademarks and geographical indications law, in
the Work Group for Intellectual Property within the
Prosecutor’s Office attached to the High Court of
Cassation and Justice and in Community Litigations
Group within the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

The Draftlaw foramending and completing the
Law No 84/1998 on Trademarks and Geographical
Indications, as republished, was drawnup in 2017,
aiming at transposing the provisions of the
Directive (EU) 2436/2015 to approximate the laws
of Member States relating to trade marks into the
national legislation. This draftlaw is subject to the
legislative procedure, in order for it to be adopted
by the Parliament of Romania in 2018.

A Draft Government Decision amending GD
No 547/2008 for approving the Implementing
Regulations to the Patent Law 64/1991, as repu-
blished, is currently undergoing areendorsement
procedure.

Based on an agreement concluded with the
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO),
a computerized application for administering
patent/utility model applications, national patents,
European patents, supplementary protection
certificates for medicaments will be provided to
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pentrumedicamente. Adaptarea aplicatieila legis-
latia si procedurile din Romania se va face cu
specialisti OSIM din domeniul brevetelor si cu
specialisti IT platiti de OMPI, astfel ca produsul
final (aplicatia) va fi proprietatea OSIM, care,
ulterior, va asigura mentenanta acesteia.

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OSIM. The said application will be adapted to the
Romanian legislation and procedures by OSIM
specialistsin the field of patents and IT specialists
who will be payed by WIPO, so that the final appli-
cation product will be the property of OSIM which
wil subsequently ensure its maintenance.

Another bilateral agreement known as Patent
Prosecution Highway was concluded with the
Intellectual Property Office of Moldova concerning
anaccelerated patent examination procedure. The
pilot program enables an applicant who receives
a positive ruling on patent claims from AGEPI or
OSIM (Office of First Filing) torequestaccelerated
prosecution with OSIM or AGEPI (Office of Second
Filing), using a simple procedure, based on a
request made by the applicant(s).

By the Order No 117 of 26 July 2017, the
Instruction for supporting Romanian inventions
abroad was approved. This financial support is
intended to be granted, as a non-refundable
amount, to natural persons or legal entities having
applied for a patent before OSIM, where a regular
national filing was constituted in respect of such
application and where OSIM has not made a
decision to refuse or to declare the application as
deemed to be withdrawn. The Instruction is meant
to be applied up to 31 December 2020.

OSIM representation before
law courts

In all cases in which OSIM was summoned as
a party, both representation and defense of 0SIM
interests were ensured, based on the documents
ofthe case and the technical opinions provided by
the specialized directorates/divisions.

OSIM appeared before the courts in court-
hearings while observing the legal time limits for
submitting and upholding counter-statements,
objections to expert reports, written conclusions,
filing the documents required by the courts for
case judgement etc.

Between 01.01 and 31.12.2017, 109 final
decisions were executed and in 90 cases we
won in court (82.5% of cases).

committees and the working groups in the
specialized fields of industrial property. By the
participation of its specialists, OSIM contributed
to thelatestevolutions of this particularly complex
and dynamic field.

In 2017 OSIM continued cooperation with the
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO),
actively participating in the events and initiatives
launched by the Organization and paying special
attention to national interests within the process
of modernization of the international IP system.
Throughout the year, OSIM representatives took
part in 2 international industrial property semi-
nars organized under the aegis of WIPO and in the
reunions of 11 standing experts committees and
3 working groups of the Organization. Also, OSIM
benefitted by the professional training programs
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profesionald ale Academiei OMP], 2 specialisti OSIM
finalizand cursurile de perfectionare profesionala
organizate in colaborare cu Oficiile de Proprietate
Intelectuala din Franta si Coreea.

mentioning Romania’s priorities in the field of
strengthening the national industrial property
protection system and expressing our interest for
WIPO priority issues: the need of making a
decision for convening a Diplomatic Conference
for the adoption of a design law treaty; the
adoption of fee reductions under the Patent
Cooperation Treaty (PCT), for applications filed by
applicants from academic environment and
research, with a view to supporting technology
transfer and innovation; the creation of a WIPO
External Office in Bucharest, taking into account
that Romania is the only country of the CEBS
region having applied for it.

Romania closely follows the process initiated
by WIPO for establishing new external offices in
theregions having expressed their interestto host
such offices. For this biennium, the first two loca-
tions approved within the sessions of WIPO
General Assemblies regarding the establishment
of external offices were Algeria and Nigeria.
Romania is committed to continue negotiations for
hosting a WIPO External Office in Bucharest
during the next biennium. The opening of a WIPO
External Office in Bucharestis the mostimportant
initiative currently upheld by our country, which
could create a premise for better intellectual
property values promotion at both national and
regional level. Romania further considers that
such an external office may contribute to
strengthening the cooperation relations between
the IP Offices in the region while offering new
opportunities of development in the Central and
Eastern European area.

¢« WIPO assistance to be requested for the
course DL 101 translation into Romanian
language and adaptation by OSIM, the
Intellectual Property Protection Agency of
the Republic of Moldova (AGEPI) and the
Romanian Copyright Office (ORDA).

In the context of implementation of the
Common Action Plan OSIM-WIPO for the year
2017, with a view to familiarizing the public with
the WIPO Technology and Innovation Support
Center (TISC) Program, on 15 March 2017, OSIM
held a videoconference with participation of WIPO
representatives and representatives of the
University of Agronomic Sciences and Veterinary
Medicine of Bucharest (USAMV). The video-
conference approached the mechanism of
operation of TISC program, its advantages and
relevance for national IP offices, new WIPO
instruments of IP training for universities, the
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instruire in domeniul PI, dedicate institutiilor
superioare de invaidmant, importanta informatiei
debrevet, precum si prezentarea generala a Retelei
Centrelor Regionale PATLIB.

The event enjoyed the
participation of WIPO, OSIM, EUROPOL
representatives, as well as representatives of the
European Observatory on Infringement of
Intellectual Property Rights, Intellectual Property
Offices of Moldova and Macedonia, Romanian
public authorities involved in the enforcement of
intellectual property rights: General Directorate of
Customs, the Prosecutor’s Office attached to the
HCCJ, General Inspectorate of Romanian Police,
Romanian Border Police etc, and representatives
of motor car manufacturers, spare parts
manufacturing and importing companies,
associations in the field, lawyers, industrial
property attorneys. The seminar was designed as
adiscussion platform to approach legal aspects of
spare part protection in motor vehicle industry, as
well as measures for the control of counterfeiting
in this field, in the European Union and in
Romania, allowing the participants to be
familiarized with the bestinternational practice in
this field. The speakers referred to topics
concerning the enforcement of industrial property
rights at the borders, in the internal market, the
increase of consumers’ awareness, the role and
perspective of right holders for avoiding
counterfeiting.

The Sub-regional Seminar “Teaching
Intellectual Property to the Youth” took place
between9and 10 May 2017, in Bucharest, as well.
[t was organized by WIPO in cooperation with
ORDA, OSIM, the Ministry of National Education -
MEN, the Romanian-American University and the
Scientific Association for Intellectual Property
Rights (ASDPI). The event enjoyed the
participation of representatives of governmental
institutions and of civil society interested in this
field of activity, of the Romanian academic
environment and secondary education
institutions, as well as of WIPO and IP offices from
Lithuania, Bulgaria, Albania and the Republic of
Moldova. The seminar presentations related to

Within the period 21-22 September 2017, the
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO),
in collaboration with the Romanian Copyright
Office (ORDA), the State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks (OSIM) and the Romanian-American
University organized in Bucharest the Sub-
regional Conference “Intellectual Property (IP) in
the Digital Economy for Small and Medium-sized
Enterprises (SMEs)”. The conference was attended
by representatives of WIPO, IP offices from Poland,
Hungary, Slovakia, Serbia and the Republic of
Moldova, international experts, representatives of
governmental institutions and of civil society
interested in this field of activity, industrial
property attorneys and representatives of
academic and business environment from
Bucharest and from the entire country. The topic
of the conference, the impact of intellectual
property upon digital economy from the SME
viewpoint, was of special interest and actuality,
addressing to both industrial property specialists
and entrepreneurs.

In the same framework of bilateral cooperation
between WIPO and OSIM, abest practice exchange
was organized in 2017 between OSIM and the IP
office of the Republic of Moldova, concerning the
computerized solutions used by the two offices in
administering industrial property titles.

European Patent
Organization (EPO)

Cooperation between OSIM and EPO is carried
out based on the Plan of Bilateral Cooperation
signed in December 2016, which is intended to
ensure the continued common activities for a
three-year period (2017-2019). The same as the
previous years, the Bilateral Cooperation Plan
(BCP) provides for a series of projects involving
the offices of the European Patent Convention
(EPC) Member States, on various fields of activity.
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Avand in vedere faptul ca OSIM este orientat
spre o pregdtire si perfectionare continue a specia-
listilor sdi, un punctimportant al activitatilor preva-
zute In cadrul acestui plan este dedicat cursurilor
siseminariilor Academiei OEB destinate examina-
torilor de brevete si altor specialisti din cadrul
oficiilor nationale. Astfel, in cadrul proiectului care
vizeaza schimburi de experientd directe intre
examinatorii din cele doua oficii, o actiune de acest
gen, privind cererile de brevetin domeniul inven-
tiilor implementate cu ajutorul calculatorului, aavut
locin perioada 27-28 septembrie 2017, 1a Bucuresti.

Inperioada 6-10 februarie 2017, in baza Planului
Bilateral de Cooperare al OSIM cu OEB, a fost organi-
zat la Bucuresti un eveniment dedicat examina-
torilor de brevete, in cadrul a doua seminarii
consecutive privind claritatea-unitatea, noutatea
si activitatea inventiva. Scopul principal al celor
doud seminarii a fost aprofundarea cunostintelor
examinatorilor din oficiile nationale cu privire la
conditiile de brevetabilitate, fiind adresat examina-
torilor cu o experienta mai mica de trei ani, in vede-
reaunei abordari uniforme a procedurilor de exami-
nare a brevetelor de inventie.

OSIM continua si va sustine si in continuare
finalizarea diverselor proiecte de digitalizare si
utilizarea informatiilor din brevet prin intermediul
proiectului “Calitateala Sursa”, care are drept scop
scanarea, stocarea si utilizarea dosarelor de
brevet, incepand cu anul 1993 si pana In prezent.

De asemenea, OSIM intentioneaza continuarea
promovarii Proiectului EQE, privind certificarea
consilierilor de Proprietate Industriala din Romania
lanivel european, in vederea cresterii nivelului de
cunoastere, si crearea de noi oportunitati pentru
consilierii de proprietate intelectuala din Romania.
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Taking into account that OSIM is concerned of
the continuous formation and training of its
specialists, an important chapter of the activities
provided thereby relates to courses and seminars
of the EPO Academy, dedicated to patent
examiners and other specialists within the natio-
nal offices. Thus, within the project aiming at
direct experience exchanges between examiners
from the two offices, around table concerning the
patent applications in the field of computer-
implemented inventions took place in Bucharest,
between 27-28 September 2017, and occasioned
a dialogue between examiners from the two
offices. The event, carried out in two days, com-
prised two components: the first day was dedi-
cated to the dialogue between examiners from
OSIM and EPO, while, during the second day,
representatives of the industry, patent owners and
[P attorneys from Romania were invited.

Based on the Plan of Bilateral Cooperation
between OSIM and EPO, an event dedicated to
patent examiners was organized in Bucharest, in
the period 6-10 February 2017. It comprised two
consecutive seminars concerning clarity-unity of
inventions, novelty and inventive step. The two
seminars mainly aimed at deepening national
offices examiners’ knowledge on patentability
requirements, the seminars being meant for
examiners having experience of less than three
years and being intended to provide a uniform
approach of patent examination procedure. More
than 40 participants from 15 IP offices of EPC
Member States as well as from Brazil, Cambodia,
Mexico, Republicof Moldova and Vietnam came to
Bucharest in this period.

OSIM has pursued and will further supportthe
completion of various projects of digitalization and
use of patentinformation by means of the “Quality
at the Source Project”, having as a main goal to
scan, store and use patent files from 1993 up to
day.

OSIM is also committed to further support the
implementation of EQE project for European
certification of Romanian industrial property
attorneys, with a view to increasing the knowledge
level and creating new opportunities for Romanian
industrial property attorneys.

Within the same framework of the Plan of
Bilateral Cooperation between OSIM and EPO, the
project of awareness-raising in the IP field
registered in 2017 anumber of 11 studies carried
out by our specialists in as many SMEs and
finalized by an evaluation report. The companies
are thereby encouraged to file applications for
protection titles with OSIM.

European Union Intellectual
Property Office (EUIPO)

Since Romania’s accession to the European
Union, in 2007, we have actively participated in
the sessions of theleading bodies of EUIPO, as well
asinthe sessions of working groups and reunions
on industrial property topics.

The instruments that provide the cooperation
framework between national offices and EUIPO
are the following:

e Cooperation Agreementincluding the pro-
jects made available by EUIPO to the
national offices, which are meant, on the
one hand, to harmonize practice in the field
oftrademarks and designs at the European
level - the Convergence Program - and, on
the other hand, to develop -certain
instruments intended for the moderni-
zation of national offices infrastructure and
facilitation of increased transparency,
predictibility and effectiveness thereof. By
its specialists involved in working groups
ofthe projects in the future implementation
of which OSIM is interested, OSIM
contributes to the development of the
projects included in the said Agreement.

e Technical Cooperation Agreement by
means of which OSIM carries on activities
of promoting the Community trademarks
and designs systems on the Romanian
territory, within the framework of a special
plan, which comprises: [P seminars,
participation in specialized fairs and
exhibitions and other concrete actions
aiming at dissemination of information
relating to the Community trademarks and
designs protection systems.
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Tncepénd cuanul 2018, aceste instrumente vor
fireunite intr-un Acord de Cooperare unic, in care
vor fi determinate toate activitatile de cooperare
intre cele doua oficii.

Unul dintre cele mai importante proiecte care
au fost implementate cu succes de OSIM in 2017
afost proiectul "Back-Office”. Scopul acestui proiect
a fost acela de a crea un mod complet nou de
gestionare a procedurii de Inregistrare a marcilor
sidesenelor/modelelor sia circuitului documentelor
in cadrul oficiului, Inlocuind astfel vechiul sistem
care existadelainceputul anilor '90, Softul comun.

OSIM continud sa furnizeze date pentru bazele
de date TMview si Designview administrate de
catre EUIPO. Cele doud instrumente de cercetare
in domeniul marcilor si desenelor sunt oferite
gratuit utilizatorilor din Intreaga lume si acopera
date dela toate oficiile pe proprietate intelectuala
din UE, precum si din Statele Unite, Asiasi America
latina.

0 componentd importanta a cooperarii dintre
EUIPO si oficiile nationale de proprietate intelec-
tuala este existenta Retelei europene pentru mareci,
desene si modele industriale (ETMDN). Scopul
final al retelei este de a oferi utilizatorilor siste-
mului de proprietate industriala servicii electro-
nice actualizate, facilitindu-le accesul la informatii
si favorizand convergenta practicilor in ceea ce
priveste modul in care oficiile nationale exami-
neaza marcile, desenele si modelele. OSIM face
parte din aceasta comunitate, contribuind lainde-
plinirea obiectivelor retelei prin contributia spe-
cialistilor sai in proprietate industriala.

In ceea ce priveste activitatea de promovare a
sistemului marcii UE si designului comunitar, in
cursul anului 2017 au fost organizate seminarii la
nivel national si s-a asigurat prezenta OSIM in
cadrul a 15 manifestari expozifionale nationale.

Alte proiecte care se afla in faza de dezvoltare
in cadrul cooperarii dintre OSIM si EUIPO privesc
modernizarea instrumentului care permite
depunerea cererilor online, In sensul integrarii
acestei componente in sistemul "Back-Office”, fapt
care va conduce la procesarea electronicd a cererilor
de marci si desene/modele depuse la OSIM.
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Starting from 2018, all these instruments will
be joined in a unique Cooperation Agreement
comprising all cooperation activities between the
two offices.

One of the mostimportant projects successfully
implemented by OSIM in 2017 is the Back-Office
Project. The project is aimed at creating a com-
pletely new management of filing procedures for
trademarks and designs and of document flow
system within the office, replacing thereby the
Common Software, the old system dating from the
early ‘90s.

OSIM has continued the provision of data for
TMview and Designview data bases administered
by EUIPO. The two search instruments in the field
of trademarks and designs are made available to
users allover the world, free of charge, they
comprising data from all intellectual property
offices within the EU, as well as from the United
States, Asia and Latin America.

An important component of cooperation
between EUIPO and the national offices of
intellectual property is the European Trademark
and Design Network (ETDMN). The main purpose
of this network is to offer updated electronic
services to the users of the industrial property
system, facilitating their access to information and
the convergence of practice regarding examination
of trademarks and designs by the national offices.
OSIM s apartofthis community and it contributes
to the achievement of the network objectives,
by means of its industrial property specialists’
contribution.

As regards the activity of promotion of the EU
trademark and design system, national seminars
were organized in 2017 and OSIM participated in
15 national exhibitions.

Other projects in development stage within the
cooperation between OSIM and EUIPO relate to
modernization of the instrument allowing online
filing of applications, namely the integration of this
componentin the Back-Office system, intended to
lead to electronic processing of trademark and

design application filed with OSIM.

Cooperation with other
industrial property offices

Cooperation with the State Agency for
Intellectual Property (AGEPI) of the
Republic of Moldova

With aview to consolidating cooperation with
the State Agency for Intellectual Property of the
Republic of Moldova (AGEPI) and implementing
the Common Cooperation Program OSIM-AGEPI
for the period 2016-2017, several experience
exchanges took place in 2017, concerning
technical-informational solutions for the operation
of the system for administering IP titles - patents,
trademarks, designs (database systems, appli-
cation developing media; functionality and
practical presentation of the exploitation and
administration of such solutions), as well as
exchanges of information and best practices
concerning the recognition of the effects of
European patents in Romania (general procedural
aspects, corresponding legal provisions, admi-
nistration of maintenance fees, centralizing and
reporting to the European Patent Office, publi-
cation of European patent specification translation
and corrections, a.s.0.), trademarks and geo-
graphicalindications and designs examination and
registration procedures, as well as information
dissemination in respect of these industrial
property objects.

Abilateral meeting took place on 26 May 2017
at OSIM headquarters between the Director
General of the State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks and the Director General of the State
Agency for Intellectual Property (AGEPI) of the
Republic of Moldova, on which occasion a
Memorandum of Understanding was agreed in
respect of the Patent Prosecution Highway, an
accelerated patent procedure intended to allow
the two offices to mutually use patent application
examination results, in order for them to reduce

the duration of patent examination procedure.
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La aceeasi data, in cadrul unei Reuniuni
Trilateralelanivel de Directori Generali ai Oficiului

(OMPI).

In cadrul ceremoniei oficiale, consacrati
aniversarii a 25 de ani de la infiintarea AGEPI, la
care au participat membrii Guvernului Republicii
Moldova, deputati, reprezentanti ai misiunilor
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On the same date, within a Trilateral DG
Meeting of the Directors of OSIM, AGEPI and
ORDA, a Cooperation Protocol was agreed in
respect of organizing the Competition in the field
of Intellectual Property for youth. The
Competition, carried out by means of an online
application that permitted students’ access to
intellectual property information, aimed at
promoting the intellectual property system while
developing skillsand a competitive spirit, creating
a communication environment for young people
interested in the intellectual property field and
rising awareness of the young generation on
counterfeit and piracy.

Also, on 7 September 2017, took place in
Chisinau the Bilateral DG Meeting between the
Directors of the two offices. The visit of the OSIM
delegation was occasioned by the anniversary of
25 years since the establishment of AGEPI, on 8
September, and aimed at evaluating the bilateral
cooperation, in view of implementation of the
Program of Common Cooperation between OSIM
and AGEPI for the period 2016-2017 which was
signed at Chisindu, and setting the priorities for
the nextbiennial (2018-2019). 0SIM delegates and
AGEPI representatives reviewed the
accomplishments of Romania and the Republic of
Moldovain the field of industrial property and had
an exchange of opinions on the development of the
patent system, European patent validation in
Romaniaand the Republic of Moldovaincluded, as
well as on improving the quality of patents,
focused on the suitable instruments and
methodologies. The leadership of OSIM and AGEPI
also exchanged opinions on the evolution of the
international and regional industrial property
protection system in which OSIM and AGEPI take
part, the relationship OSIM-AGEPI in the context
of cooperation with the European Patent Office
(EPO), the European Union Intellectual Property
Office (EUIPO) and the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO).

Within the official ceremony dedicated to the
25" anniversary of AGEPI establishment, that
enjoyed the participation of members of the
Government ofthe Republicof Moldova, deputies,
representatives of diplomatic missions and

2.Regulamentul Consiliului, nr.1260/2012, de
punere in aplicare a cooperarii consolidate in dome-
niul crearii unei protectii unitare prin brevet, pri-
vind dispozitiile aplicabile in materie de traducere;

3. Acordul privind Curtea Unificata in Materie
de Brevete (ACUB) - unacord interguvernamental
care stabileste o Curte comuna pentru mai multe
tari membre UE, cu competenta in solutionarea
litigiilor civile privind Brevetul Unitar, brevetul
european si certificatele suplimentare de protectie
ale produselor care fac obiectul acestor brevete.

1. Brevetul Unitar

Crearea conditiilor juridice prin protectia

European Patent with Unitary Effect
and Unified Patent Court

The three main pillars that regulate the unitary
patent are the following:

1. Regulation (EU) No. 1257/2012 of the
European Parliament and of the Council
implementing enhanced cooperation in the area of
the creation of unitary patent protection;

2. Council Regulation (EU) No. 1260/2012
implementing enhanced cooperation in the area of
the creation of unitary patent protection with
regard to the applicable translation arrangements;

3. Unified Patent Court Agreement (UPC
Agreement) - an intergovernmental agreement
which establishes a unified Patent Court competent
in the field of settlement of civil disputes relating
to European patents with unitary effect, European
patents and the supplementary protection certifi-
cates for the products protected by such patents.

1. Unitary Patent

The creation of legal conditions by uniform
patent protection within the internal market, or at
least within a significant part thereof, shall allow
the companies to adapt their production and
distribution activities beyond national borders,
while providing them with more options and
opportunities which may contribute to the
accomplishment of their objectives of balanced
economic growth and scientific and technical
progress promotion.
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A fost instituita cooperarea consolidata in
domeniul crearii unei protectii prin sistemul bre-
vetului unitar, impreuna cu un sistem european
unic de solutionare a litigiilor In materie de bre-
vete unitare si brevete europene (Curtea Unica de
Brevete).

Slovenia, Slovacia, Finlanda, Suedia, Regatul Unit,
careausemnat Acordul CUBladata de 19 februarie
2013, care sevaaplicaincepand cu data intrarii in
vigoare a acestuia. [talia a semnat ulterior. Toate
statele membre UE au semnat acordul, cu exceptia
Spaniei si Poloniei.

Oficiul European de Brevete va fi responsabil
cuacordarea siadministrarea brevetelor europene
cuefectunitar. Imediat dupadacordareabrevetului
european in temeiul Conventiei Brevetului
European, titularul poate sa decida daca doreste
protectie prin brevet unitar, caz In care depune o
cerereinacestsensla OEB (fara plata de taxa), sau
daca doreste protectie prin brevet european clasic,
caz In care face demersurile de validare in fiecare
dintre tdrile in care are interes de a proteja, in
conformitate cu prevederile legislatiei fiecdreia
dintre acestea.

Principala caracteristica a brevetelor europene
cu efect unitar este ca asigura o protectie
uniforma, si au aceleasi efecte in toate statele
membre participante. Prin urmare, un brevet
european cu efect unitar poate fi licentiat,
transferat, anulat, sau poate sa nu mai produca
efecte numai In ansamblu pentru toate statele
membre participante, in contrast cu Brevetul
european clasic, pentru care aceste evenimente se
pot produce pentru unul sau mai multe state.
Acesta ar putea fi un dezavantaj pentru titular

daca opteaza pentru brevetul unitar.
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Thus, enhanced cooperation was established
in the area of the creation of unitary patent pro-
tection, along with a unique European system in
the field of settlement the disputes relating to
European patents with unitary effect and
European patents (Unified Patent Court).

The Unitary Patent System is based on enforced
cooperation of the following EU Member States:
Belgium, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Denmark,
Germany, Estonia, Ireland, Greece, France, Cyprus,
Latvia, Lithuania, Luxemburg, Hungary, Malta,
Netherlands, Austria, Poland, Portugal, Romania,
Slovenia, Slovakia, Finland, Sweden, United
Kingdom, which have signed, on 19 February 2013,
the UPC Agreement which will only apply as from
the date of its entry into force. After the subsequent
signature of Italy, all EU Member States have signed
the agreement, except Spain and Poland.

The European Patent Office will be entrusted
with the granting and administration of European
patents with unitary effect. Right after the granting
of the European Patentunder the European Patent
Convention, the owner can decide if he wishes
unitary patent protection, in which case he files a
request with EPO (free of charge), or he wishes
protection by the classic European patent, in
which case he is supposed to apply for validation
in each countryin which heisinterested to protect
his invention, under the legislation of each such
country.

The main feature of the European patents with
unitary effect is the uniform protection they
provide, with the same effects in every
participating Member State. Consequently, a
European patent with unitary effect may be
licensed, transferred, cancelled or may stop
producing effects only for all participating Member
States, as opposed to the classic European patent
in respect of which such actions may be taken for
one or several States. This could be a disadvantage
for an owner having chosen the unitary patent

protection.



2. Acordul privind Curtea Unica de
Brevete (CUB)

Curtea Unica de Brevete (CUB) va fi o instan{a
comuna pentru statele membre participante.

CUB
nu va avea nicio competentad in ceea ce priveste
brevetele nationale.

Acordul prevede ca, pentru intrarea sa in
vigoare, sunt necesare treisprezece ratificari,
dintre care, in mod obligatoriu, ratificarile celor
trei statein care, In prezent, produce efecte cel mai
mare numdr de brevete europene (Germania,
Franta, Marea Britanie).

La data prezentei, au ratificat Acordul CUB
urmatoarele {ari: Austria, Belgia, Bulgaria,
Danemarca, Estonia, Franta, Italia, Luxemburg,
Lituania, Malta, Olanda, Portugalia, Suedia, Finlanda.

Romania, prin Ministerul Justitiei, este In curs
de definitivare a Legii pentruratificarea Acordului
privind Curtea unica in materie de brevete, deschis
spre semnare si semnat de Romania la Bruxelles,
in data de 19 februarie 2013, si pentru ratificarea
Protocolului privind aplicarea provizorie a
Acordului privind Curtea unica In materie de
brevete, deschis spre semnare la 1 octombrie
2015, si semnat de Romania la Bruxelles, in data
de 14 septembrie 2016.

2. Unitary Patent Court (UPC)
Agreement

The Unified Patent Court (UPC) shall be a
common instance for the participating Member
States. It shall have exclusive competence in
respect of European patents and European patents
with unitary effect. The UPC decisions shall have
effect on the territory of those participating
Member States having ratified the UPC Agreement
up to thatmoment. UPC shall not have any compe-
tence in respect of national patents.

The UPC Agreement states that it shall entry
into force after thirteen Member States ratify it,
necessarily including the three Member States in
which the highest number of European patents has
currently effect (Germany, France, United
Kingdom).

Until now, the UPC Agreement was ratified by
the following countries: Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria,
Denmark, Estonia, France, Italy, Luxemburg,
Lithuania, Malta, Netherlands, Portugal, Sweden,
Finland.

In Romania, the Ministry of Justice is currently
working for finalization of the Law for ratification
of the Unitary Patent Court Agreement open for
signature and signed by Romania, in Brussels, on
19 February 2013 and for ratification of the
Protocol on provisional application of the Unitary
Patent Court Agreement open for signature on 1
October 2015 and signed by Romania, in Brussels,
on 14 September 2016.

Industrial Property Protection
Promotion Activity

OSIM specialiststook part,in 2017, in about 65
industrial property protection promotion and
valorization actions consisting of seminars,
conferences, round tables, consulting sessions,
fairs and exhibitions. Besides these actions,
thematic works, statistic and synthesis studies of
high importance for the decisional process were
elaborated.

Among the actions carried on in 2017, it is
worth mentioning the following:

OSIM specialists held various lectures in
21 seminars/conferences or round tables in which
elements of national, European and international
procedure of registration of technical solutions,
trademarks and design were presented in parallel.
In many occasions, the lecturers focused on
documentary search in data bases in the field of
patents, trademarks and design. EUIPO studies on
the economic costs of counterfeiting in sectors
which are known as vulnerable in respect of IPR
infringement were presented and then posted on
the Office webpage and facebook page. These
topics interested both the business environment
and the academic environment, thisinterestbeing
reflected by a great number of questions asked
and the intention expressed by the participants to
take part again in such industrial property pro-
tection awareness events.

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As regards the innovation promotion actions,
OSIM continued the project “Industrial Property
Pre-diagnosis” carried on within the Plan of
Bilateral Cooperation with the European Patent
Office, to offer supportto Romanian SMEs proving
innovative potential, while putting the expertise
of its specialists at their service. The activity
within this project involved 11 visits paid to the
selected SMEs.

The participation in the 15 exhibitions of
inventions, national salons of research, innovation
and technology transfer, technical or SMEs fairs
represented in 2017, like in the previous year, an
important activity for our specialists who, on the
one hand, came into contact with the creators and
their inventions and, on the other hand, made
good use of their proficiency and experience in the
field of industrial property, in the context of a
dynamic marketeconomy.In2017,in cooperation
with the Chambers of Commerce and Industry,
OSIM carried out the statistics required in
21 actions which were, in fact, local editions of the
event The Creativity Trophy organized in as many
counties. The Creativity Trophy was initiated by
OSIM in 2002, by means of a partnership with the
Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Romania
(CCIR) and the member Chambers, being meant to
promote and point out the creative companies
within the local business environment.

Based on the Partnership Protocol concluded
between OSIM and the Junior Achievement
Foundation, the activity of rasing awareness in the
industrial property protection field continued in
11 high-schools of Bucharest.

The number of industrial property protection
promotion activities in which the experts of the
Marketing Division were involved increased in
2017 by 28% as compared with 2016.

Atthe OSIM Reading Hall, 1235 persons were
lent specialized assistance consisting of infor-
mation on how to file the applications in the field

of inventions, trademarks and designs.

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Activitatea Centrelor Regionale de
Promovare a Protectiei
Proprietatii Industriale

Centrele Regionale OSIM sunt constituite
in baza Art. 14 (1) din Hotdrarea nr. 573, din
7 septembrie 1998 (actualizatd in 2017), privind
organizarea si functionarea Oficiului de Stat
pentru Inventii si Marci, care mentioneaza: “Oficiul
de Stat pentru Inventii si Mdrci poate sprijini
activitatea centrelor regionale in domeniul pro-
prietdtii industriale, prin acordarea de asistentd
tehnicd, consultantd si dotare, conform legislatiei
invigoare[...]”. Acesteareprezintd entitati deschise
in teritoriu, gazduite de unele institufii locale,
beneficiind din partea acestora de sprijin
financiar, spatii si dotare cu birotica, personal, iar
din partea OSIM, de sprijin in ceea ce priveste
formarea personalului centrelor, si de punereala
dispozitie a publicatiilor OSIM.

Centrele Regionale au fost infiinate cu scopul
de a oferi, In teritoriu, informatii publice legate de
proprietatea industriala si de a sensibiliza comuni-
tatea locala asupra acestui domeniu. Centrele
functioneaza in cadrul unor institutii gazda, in
baza unor conventii de colaborare incheiate cu
OSIM, prin care sunt stabilite de comun acord
obiectivele, precum si atributiile si obligatiile
fiecarei parti.

In anul 1999, au fost infiintate primele
sase Centre Regionale, dupa analizarea si selectia
mai multor oferte venite atit de la institutii
publice din tar3, cat si de la firme private.

Primele Centre au fost gazduite de doua
universitati, din Brasovsi din Craiova, de Camerele
de Comert si Industrie din Bacau, Constanta si
Oradea, si de Centrul de dezvoltare a IMM-urilor
din Baia Mare.

Activity of Regional Centres for
Industrial Property
Protection Promotion

The Regional Centres of OSIM are established
by virtue of Art. 14 (1) of the Government Decision
No 573 of 7 September 1998 (as amended in
2017) on the organization and functioning of the
State Office for Inventions and Trademarks, which
stipulates: “The State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks may support the activity of regional
centresinthefield of industrial property by lending
technical assistance, consultancy and endowing
them, in accordance with the legislation in
force [..]”. The Regional Centres are territorial
entities attached to some local institutions from
which they benefit by financial support, premises
with office supplies and personnel, while OSIM
provides them with support in the field of staff
training and with all the publications of OSIM.

The establishment of Regional Centers was
aimed at disseminating public information on
industrial property and at raising awareness of
local communities on this field. The centers
operate within the framework of local host-
institutions, based on Collaboration Conventions
concluded with OSIM for jointly setting the
objectives, as well as the duties and obligations of
each party.

The first six Regional Centers were setin 1999,
after having analyzed the offers from various public
institutions and private companies allover the
country. The selection process preferred the insti-
tutions able to contribute to the education of youth
and, generally, to quickand correctinformation of
the local business environment. The first centers
were hosted by two universities, the University of
Brasovand University of Craiova, by the Chambers of
Commerce and Industry of Bacau, Constanta and
Oradea and the SMEs Development Center of
Baia Mare.

They were followed in 2001 by eight more
Regional Centers, within the Chambers of Commerce
and Industry of Bistrita, Braila, Galati, Suceava and
Timisoara, the University Gheorghe Asachi of Iasi,
the SME Association of the county of Covasna, with
asubsidiary in Odorheiu Secuiesc, in the county of
Harghita, and the Association of Inventors of
Romania, having its headquarters in Tg. Mures.
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In anul 2010, Universitatea Tehnici din
Cluj-Napoca si Universitatea Lucian Blaga din
Sibiu au devenit gazdele a douada noi Centre
Regionale. In anul 2015, a fost infiintat al
saptesprezecelea Centru Regional in cadrul
Universitatii din Pitesti.

Cele 17 Centre Regionale din Romania fac parte
din Reteaua europeana PATLIB, care cuprinde
330 de centre, asigurandu-se astfel integrarea
europeand a promovarii proprietatii intelectuale.

in decursul anului 2017, OSIM a coordonat si
a participat alaturi de Centrele Regionale la
numeroase actiuni de promovare a protectiei
proprietatii industriale, In cadrul unor seminarii,
expozitii sau servicii acordate, prin formarea unei
echipe comune: specialist OSIM-reprezentant al
Centrului Regional.
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In 2010, the Technical University of Cluj-Napoca
and the University Lucian Blaga of Sibiu became
hosts for two new Regional Centers. Then,in 2015,
the seventeenth Regional Center was established
within the University of Pitesti.

The said 17 Regional Centers of Romania are
components of the European network of regional
centers - PATLIB which includes 330 centers,
thereby ensuring the European integration of
intellectual property promotion.
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The main activities ofthe Regional Centersare

the provision of services, such as: documentary
search, technical assistance lent to applicants,
within their Reading Halls, training on database
utilization, evaluation of the economic potential of
inventions, and development of industrial pro-
perty strategy, as well.

In2017,0SIM coordinated the Regional Centres
and participated therewith in an importantnumber
ofindustrial property protection promotion, within
seminars, exhibitions or services provided to third
parties, in common teams consisting of a specialist
of OSIM and arepresentative of the Regional Center
concerned.

PROTECTION AT NATIONAL AND EUROPEAN
LEVEL” carried out in Pitesti, at the premises of
the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Arges,
with the participation of the representatives
thereof and of those of the Regional Center of the
county of Arges, the seminar “Innovation for a
betterlife” organized together with the University
Lucian Blaga and the Regional Center of Sibiu,
within the Chamber of Commerce, Industry and
Agriculture of Sibiu, the seminar entitled
“Industrial Property Protection and Innovation,
Support for Internationalizing the Companies”,
organized by the Regional Center of Constanta, at
the premises of the Chamber of Commerce,
Industry, Navigation and Agriculture of Constanta,
the international conference “INVENTICA” and the
International Invention, Research, Innovation and
Technology Transfer Salon organized in collabo-
ration with the Regional Center of Iasi as co-
organizer, and the Top of Creativity organized by
the Regional Center of Bacau.

It is also worth mentioning the permanent
participation of the representatives of the Regional
Centers in many industrial property protection
promotion events organized over the years and
finished by prizes awarded to the companies the
creativity of which was materialized in an impor-
tant number of industrial property protection
applications and/or titles, where leaflets were
distributed for disseminating industrial property
information and contacts were established with
representatives of the business and academic envi-
ronment within the covering area of the Regional
Centers.

Moreover, the Regional Centers participated in
industrial property knowledge dissemination by
taking over, via OSIM, the studies carried out by
the European Observatory, to post them on their

Internet and social network pages.

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As regards their participation in European
projects, a part of the representatives of Regional
Centers took part, along with OSIM specialists, in
the Intellectual Property Prediagnosis Project
carried out within the framework of the Bilateral
Cooperation Plan OSIM-EPO 2017-2019 and in the
Regional Centers Reconversion Project organized
in collaboration with EPO.

The activity of industrial property protection
promotion carried out by representatives of the
Regional Centers is reflected in the growing
interest of companies, SMEs in particular, and of
academicenvironmentand research institutes for
certain services provided thereby, such as the
access to public data bases of inventions, trade-
marks and designs, as well as services of
evaluation ofthe economic potential of inventions,
of commercializing industrial property rights and
of developing a strategy in the field of industrial
property.

From the viewpoint of the applications filed in
2017, the counties with PATLIB Centers recorded
the following statistics:

e 387 patent applications

e 2581 trademark applications

e 84 design applications.
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Servicii in domeniul inventiilor

In baza Addendumului la Memorandumul de
intelegere privind cooperareain domeniul proprie-
tatii industriale, incheiat intre OSIM si Oficiile de
Proprietate Intelectuald din Slovenia si Macedonia,
s-aurealizatsitransmis 13 cercetari documentare
cuopinie asuprabrevetabilitatii.

Oficiul de Stat pentru Inventii si Marci a
continuat activitatea de sustinere a inovarii si
competitivitatii In Romania, prin acordarea unei
protectii eficiente a drepturilor de proprietate
industriala, in sprijinirea derularii Programului
Operational Competitivitate (POC) 2014-2020.

Services in the field of inventions

Based on the Addendum to the Memorandum
of Understanding on cooperation in the field of
industrial property concluded between OSIM and
the Intellectual Property Offices of Slovenia and
Macedonia, 13 search reports with written opinion
on patentability were carried out in 2017.
Furthermore, 19 search reports with written
opinion on novelty or patentability were carried
outattherequestof Romanian or foreign persons.

During the same year, 19 theme searches were
carried out for Romanian third parties, upon
order, in patent data bases and non-patent
literature, in specialized technical fields, such as
mechanics and electrical engineering-electronics.

Moreover, 4 specialized searches concerning
the existence in Romania of patents relating to
certain chemical-pharmaceutical substances were
carried out.

The range of services was completed by a
number of 249 legal status communications
referring to national patents, European patents
and supplementary protection certificates.

This year, the State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks continued its activity of supporting
innovation and competitiveness in Romania by
granting effective protection of industrial property
rights within the Competitiveness Operational
Program (COP) 2014-2020.
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Rolul Programului Operational Competitivitate
(POC) 2014-2020 este acelade a contribuila cres-
prin consolidarea Cercetarii, Dezvoltarii si Inovatiei
(CDI - Axa prioritara 1), si prin imbunatatirea
accesului, securitatii si utilizarii Tehnologiei
Informatiei si Comunicatiilor (TIC - Axa prioritara
2), pentru o economie digitala competitiva.

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Competitiveness Operational Program (COP)
2014-2020 aims to contribute to improving
competitiveness and economic development by
reinforcing Research, Development and
Innovation (RDI - Priority Axis 1) and improving
access, security and use of Information and
Communications Technology (ICT - Priority
Axis 2) for a competitive digital economy. Thus, in
the Applicant’s Guide for Priority Axes 1 and 2
of the Competitiveness Operational Program
2014-2020, the Search Report with written
opinion on patentability or the authorized opinion
emitted by OSIM following documentary search
service were regarded as compulsory for
satisfying the eligibility criteria, as a preliminary
attestation of the novelty of the technical solutions
on which such financing requests for accessing
structural funds are based. The Program is
intended to be continued in 2018.

“Idea Envelope” Service

Established in 2008, with a view to storingand
keeping safely, under non-public conditions,
documents containing ideas of creations in various
fields, which cannot be protected under the
currentindustrial property laws or copyright and
related rights law, the “Idea envelope” service
scored a number of 118 requests in 2017.

Internal auditing is an independent objective
assurance and counselling activity designed to add
value and improve OSIM activities.

It helps the institution in accomplishing its
objectives by a systematicand disciplined approach
in evaluating and improving the effectiveness of risk
management, control, and governance processes.

Internal auditing is organized by OSIM as a
specialized compartment, namely the Audit
Compartment, a functional structure established
within OSIM own structure, directly subordinated
to the Director General of OSIM.

In 2017 the Audit Compartment drafted the
multiannual internal public auditing plan for the
period 2018-2020.9 internal audit missions were
selected and approved, aiming at the main OSIM
activities, namely: the internal/managerial control
system, the legal activity, the economic activity
and the specialized fields.

The internal public audit plan was drafted
based on the Multiannual internal public auditing
plan made for a period of three years, in accordance
with the methodology provided for in the G. D. No
1086/2013 and the Guidelines on multiannual and
annual planning of internal public audit activity
published on the web page of the Central
Harmonization Unit for Internal Public Audit within
the Ministry of Public Finances, while observing the
legal time-limits for drafting and approval.
