FOREWORD



Stimati cititori,

Este o mare pldcere pentru mine sa va pre-
zint, pe scurt, activitatea desfasurata de Oficiul
de Stat pentru Inventii si Marci in anul 2018, in
ceea ce priveste atat acordarea protectiei
proprietatii industriale, cat si activitdtile de
promovare si cooperare in domeniul proprietatii
industriale, pe plan national si international.

In ultimul an, Oficiul de Stat pentru Inventii
si Marci se poate mandri cu indeplinirea, in
proportie de 99.86%, a obiectivelor generale ale
institutiei, care decurg din atributiile OSIM:
mentinerea si Imbunatdtirea sistemului inte-
grat, cresterea calitatii activitatilor institutiei,
cresterea gradului de constientizare si cresterea
nivelului de reprezentare a Romaniei la nivel
european si international.

Sub aspectul datelor statistice, in cursul
anului 2018, OSIM a inregistrat o scadere a
cererilor de titluri de protectie, fiind depuse cu
286 de cereri mai putin ca in anul 2017. Astfel, in
anul 2018, au fost depuse la OSIM un numar de
1253 de cereri de brevet de inventie (inclusiv
cereri de Inregistrare topografii produse semi-
conductoare, certificate suplimentare de pro-
tectie si modele de utilitate), 18346 de cereri de
inregistrare marca (inclusiv cereri de reinnoiri)
si 259 de cereri de Inregistrare desene si modele.

Sub aspect legislativ, in anul 2018, OSIM a
finalizat elaborarea proiectului de lege pentru
modificarea si completarea Legii nr. 84/1998,
privind marcile si indicatiile geografice,
republicatd, prin care se transpun prevederile
Directivei (UE) 2436/2015 de armonizare a
legislatiilor statelor membre cu privire la marci,
proiect de lege pe care l-a supus procedurii de
avizare interinstitutionala.

Dear Readers,

It is with great pleasure that I took on the
responsibility to present to you below a brief
overview of the 2018 activity of the Romanian
State Office for Inventions and Trademarks,
regarding the grant of industrial property
protection, as well as the promotion activity and
the cooperation in the industrial property
protection field, nationally and internationally.

The State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks can be proud of having achieved
this year 99.86% of its general objectives
arising from OSIM duties: maintaining and
improving its integrated system, improving the
quality of its activities, increasing awareness
and the level of Romania’s representation in
Europe and worldwide.

As far as statistics are concerned, a number of
1253 patent applications (including applications
for registration of topographies of semicon-
ductor products, supplementary protection cer-
tificates and utility models), 18 346 trademark
registration applications (renewals included)
and 259 design registration applications have
been filed with OSIM in 2018, which represents a
decrease of 286 applications when compared
with 2017.

Regarding the legislative activity, OSIM
finalised the elaboration of the Draft Law for
amending and completing the Law 84/1998 on
trademarks and geographical indications (as
republished), aiming at transposing the provi-
sions of the Directive (EU) 2436/2015 to
approximate the laws of Member States relating
to trade marks into the national legislation,
currently undergoing the inter-institutional
endorsement procedure.



Faptul ca OSIM si-a indeplinit obiectivul
general, ,cresterea activitatilor institutiei”, in
proportie de 100,78% este dat si de numarul de
procese castigate de OSIM 1in cursul anului
2018: 90 de dosare din totalul de 109 solutio-
nate definitiv in cursul acestui an.

In cadrul activititii de cooperare internatio-
nald, OSIM a continuat sa fie reprezentat, prin
specialistii sdi, In cadrul reuniunilor organizate
de Organizatia Mondiald a Proprietatii
Intelectuale (OMPI), acestia prezentand si lucrari
de interes in domeniul protectiei proprietatii
industriale in cadrul unor simpozioane si
seminarii internationale, regionale si sub-
regionale, organizate de aceastd organizatie. Ce
este mai important de mentionat este partici-
parea OSIM, impreuna cu Oficiul Roman pentru
Drepturile de Autor (ORDA) si OMPI, Ia
organizarea la Bucuresti a celei de-a treia editii a
conferintei nationale ,Proprietatea Intelectuala
intr-o economie digitald pentru IMM-uri”,
desfasurata in perioada 24 - 25 octombrie 2018,
precum si implicarea activa a oficiului in
organizarea Seminarului sub-regional OMPI
privind politicile de PI pentru Universitati si
comercializarea PI (organizat tot la Bucuresti, in
perioada 11 - 12 decembrie 2018).

In ceea ce priveste cooperarea cu Oficiul
European de Brevete (OEB), OSIM a gazduit doua
seminarii dedicate examinatorilor de brevete si
consilierilor in PI, seminarii care au avut loc in
perioada 10 - 13 aprilie 2018 si In data de
12 iulie 2018; de asemenea, serviciile de prediag-
noza oferite de OSIM IMM-urilor au continuat si
pe parcursul anului 2018, ca parte a planului
bilateral de cooperare dintre OSIM si OEB.

Activitatea de cooperare cu Oficiul Uniunii
Europene pentru Proprietate Intelectuald a
continuat si In anul 2018, materializandu-se
prin participarea activa a OSIM in numeroase
proiecte de cooperare europeand. Astfel, in
cadrul acestor proiecte, este de mentionat
faptul ca 9 salariati OSIM au fost certificati
international in management de proiect con-
form metodologiei PRINCE II; au fost aduse
imbunatatiri aplicatiei Back Office de gestionare
a cererilor de inregistrare a marcilor; au fost
dezvoltate 3 clipuri video in limba romana,
avand ca teme abordate utilizarea TMclass si
procedura de inregistrare a marcilor si a
desenelor si modelelor, etc. Nu in ultimul rand,

Accomplishing of 100.78% of the general
objective of increasing the organization acti-
vities is partly due to the number of cases won
in court in 2018: 90 cases of a total of 109 cases
that got final decisions in the course of the
year.

In the field of international cooperation,

OSIM was represented by its specialists in the
reunions organized by the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO), who also pre-
sented papers of real interest in the industrial
property protection field within international,
regional or sub-regional symposiums or
seminars organized by WIPO. It is particularly
worth mentioning that OSIM participated,
together with the Romanian Copyright Office
(ORDA) and WIPO, in the third edition of the
National Conference “Intellectual Property in a
Digital Economy for SMEs”, organized in
Bucharest, between 24 - 25 October 2018 and
that it took active part in the Sub-Regional
Seminar on IP Policies for Universities and IP
Commercialization (organized between 11 - 12
December 2018 in Bucharest, as well).

As regards the cooperation with the
European Patent Office (EPO), OSIM hosted two
seminars dedicated to patent examiners and IP
attorneys, seminars held in the period 10 - 13
April 2018 and on 12 July 2018; moreover, in
the course of the year 2018 OSIM continued to
provide pre-diagnosis services to SMEs, as a
part of the bilateral cooperation plan concluded
between OSIM and EPO.

The cooperation with the European Union
Intellectual Property Office was continued in
2018 by OSIM actively participating in many
European cooperation projects. Within these
projects, 9 OSIM specialists were granted
international certification in project mana-
gement according to PRINCE II methodology;
improvements were brought to the application
for the management of trademark registration
applications, Back Office; three video tutorials
were developed in Romanian, concerning the
use of TMclass and the national procedure of
registration of trademarks and designs. Last but
not least, we should mention the seminar

Si In anul 2018, Oficiul nostru a acordat o
atentie deosebitda activitatii de promovare a
constientizarii importantei protectiei creatilor
tehnice atat In mediul academic, cat si In cel
antreprenorial, participAnd la  expozitii,
seminarii si mese rotunde, tindnd prelegeri in
numeroase licee din Bucuresti si participand la
diferite conferinte ce au avut ca teme de discutii
protectia proprietatii industriale.

Mai trebuie amintit si faptul c3, in contextul
exercitarii de catre Romania, in primul semestru
al anului 2019, a Presedintiei Consiliului Uniunii
Europene, expertii OSIM au participat la cursuri
de pregatire In vederea desfasurarii viitoarelor
activitati (pregatirea si conducerea sedintelor
Grupului de lucru PI din cadrul Consiliului UE,
derularea negocierilor, etc.).

De asemenea, au inceput pregatirile pentru
organizarea, la Bucuresti, tot In contextul exerci-
tarii de catre Romania a Presedintiei Consiliului
Uniunii Europene, a unei conferinte internatio-
nale 1n cursul careia vor fi abordate teme actuale
si de interes In domeniul protectiei proprietatii
industriale la nivel national si european.

In the same context of Romania’s Presidency
of the Council of the European Union, we
started preparations for organizing, in
Bucharest, an international conference intended
to address current topics of interest in the field
of industrial property protection at national and
European level.

1. INTRODUCTION

Mission

The State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks (OSIM) is a specialized body of the
central public administration with unique
authority on the Romanian territory in the field
of ensuring the industrial property protection
(IPP) in compliance with the national legislation
and with the provisions of the international
conventions and treaties to which Romania is a
party. To this effect, OSIM is competent, under
organic statutes, to grant industrial property
protection titles (patents, utility model certifi-
cates, registration certificates for trademarks,
geographical indications, designs) valid on the
Romanian territory and to recognize the effects
of European patents for which protection in
Romania was requested under international
conventions and treaties.

The mission of the Office is, in essence, to
grant solid industrial property titles that would
incentivize innovation and competitiveness in
economy.

— ensured revision of formalized procedures
in accordance with the legal provisions in
the field (Order of GGS No 600/2018), as
corroborated with the requirements of ISO
9001:2015 quality standard.

2. Patents

Patents (BI)

Within our knowledge-based society,
intangible assets and, especially, the patents
have an increasingly important role from the
economical point of view. In its triple quality of
legal, technical and economical instrument, the
patent mirrors the society innovative capacities
and dynamism.

Innovation support materialized in research
and development projects shall certainly
involve protection of innovation results by filing
patent applications based on which, following
examination, patents are granted, as industrial
property titles which, on the one hand, confer
on their owners the exclusive right of
exploitation of their inventions and, on the
other hand, essentially contribute to the
innovative profile of the entity that owns them,
while being a worldwide information dissemi-
nation way, due to their publication in patent
databases.

Aprecierea  indeplinirii  conditiilor de
brevetabilitate mentionate in procedura de
examinare de fond este facuta in raport cu
stadiul tehnicii existent pe plan mondial la data
de depozit, respectiv, la data de prioritate a
cererii de brevet de inventie. Acesta cuprinde
toate cunostintele tehnice accesibile publicului,
in orice parte a lumii.

Daca inventia nu este regasita in stadiul
tehnicii si nici nu este evidenta pentru o per-
soana de specialitate In domeniu, aceasta este
considerata a fi noud si inventiva.

1102 dintre
cererile de brevet depuse au solicitanti romani,
iar 45 de cereri au solicitanti straini.

It is worth mentioning that patenting is
currently becoming increasingly important for
small and medium-sized enterprises, which can
be seen in the high number of European projects
aiming at supporting innovative enterprises.

In Romania, the patent granting procedure
is carried out in accordance with the Patent
Law 64/1991, as republished on 19 August
2014.

According to the law, a patent is an industrial
property right that confers on its owner an
exclusive right to exploit the invention for 20
years, at the most. A patent can be granted for
any invention having as a subject-matter a
product or a process, in all technological fields,
agriculture included. The technical solutions
that are new, involve an inventive step and are
susceptible of industrial application can be
protected by a patent, the compliance with legal
patentability conditions being assessed in the
substantive examination procedure.

The assessment of the compliance with the
above-mentioned patentability conditions in the
substantive = examination  procedure is
conducted by taking as a reference point the
state of the art at the international level on the
filing date or the priority date of the patent
application, respectively, comprising technical
knowledge accessible to the public worldwide.

If the invention cannot be retrieved in the
state of the art and if it is not obvious for a
person skilled in the art, it is deemed to be new
and inventive. The patent granted by OSIM
allows its owner to enjoy protection of the
invention on the territory of Romania.

In 2018, 1147 patent applications were filed
with OSIM, of which 81 patent applications
were filed by means of a secure online
application which may be easily downloaded
from the Internet while requiring smart-card
authentication. Of the filed patent applications,
1102 were filed by Romanian applicants and 45
by foreign applicants.

Au fost transmise solicitantilor 3105
notificari la depunerea cererii, prin care au fost
aduse la cunostinta solicitantului rezultatele
examinarii preliminare a cererilor de brevet,
legate de modul in care a fost Intocmita
documentatia de brevetare, sau de alte aspecte
prevazute de Legea nr. 64/1991, republicata,
astfel incat sa fie indeplinite conditiile legale
pentru inceperea procedurii de examinare in
fond a cererilor de brevet.

Au fost pregdtite pentru publicare 778 de
cereri de brevet.

Au fost eliberate 63 de certificate de
prioritate, fapt care arata ca, in strdindtate, au
fost depuse 63 de cereri de brevet care au fost
create de catre inventatori romani.

Procedura de examinare preliminara a fost
incheiata in anul 2018 pentru 659 de cereri de
brevet care au fost transferate in examinarea In
fond si pentru 404 cereri de brevet care au fost
respinse ori considerate retrase.

Procedura de examinare in fond a cererilor
de brevet implica o serie de activitati, cum sunt:
e cercetarea stadiului tehnicii in domeniul
relevant al cererii de brevet, utilizand
aplicatia EPOQUE a Oficiului European de
Brevete, si baza de date RO-Patent Search;
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All the patent applications were entered in
the National Register of Filed Patent
Applications and the bibliographical data
thereof were introduced into the OSIM
database.

18 months after the date of filing the
application, the invention is published by OSIM
which makes the description, claims and
drawings available to public and publishes the
abstract and the bibliographic data in the
Official Industrial Property Bulletin, Inventions
Section, issued monthly.

The patent applications, as filed, were
analyzed in respect of the fulfillment of the legal
conditions for according the filing date and
constituting the regular national filing.

All patent applications filed in 2018 were
classified according to the International Patent
Classification (IPC).

The applicants were sent a number of 3105
notifications informing them on the results of
the preliminary examination of their patent
applications upon filing, in respect of the
manner of carrying out the patenting
documentation or in respect of other aspects
provided for by the Law no. 64/1991, as
republished, in order for them to fulfill the
provisions set by the law for starting the patent
application substantive examination procedure.

A number of 778 patent applications were
prepared to be published.

Also, 63 certificates of priority were issued,
which indicates that 63 patent applications
created by Romanian inventors were filed
abroad.

The preliminary examination procedure was
completed in 2018 in respect of 659 applications
that were transferred to the substantive
examination and 404 applications which were
refused or deemed to be withdrawn.

The substantive examination procedure

involves a series of activities, such as:

e searching the prior art in the relevant
field, by using the EPOQUE application
ofthe EPO and the RO-Patent Search
database;
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e Intocmirea raportului de cercetare docu-
mentara pentru fiecare cerere de brevet;

In anul 2018, au fost eliberate 363 de bre-
vete de inventie, dintre care 357 au fost elibe-
rate titularilor romani, iar 6 - titularilor straini.

Modele de utilitate (MU)

Modelul de utilitate reprezinta, alaturi de bre-
vetul de inventie, o altd modalitate, mai rapid3,
de protectie a inventiilor. Procedura de inregis-
trare este reglementatd prin Legea nr. 350/2007.
Modelul de utilitate poate fi un mijloc strategic
pentru intreprinderi mici si mijlocii care urma-
resc pornirea unei afaceri.

in anul 2018, au fost depuse 60 de cereri de
model de utilitate, dintre care 42 au solicitanti
romani, iar 18 au solicitanti strdini. Pentru
41 de cereri de model de utilitate (CMU) a fost
intocmit raportul de cercetare documentara, iar
acesta a fost transmis solicitantului.

In urma examinirii indeplinirii conditiilor
legale, Comisia de examinare a luat 44 de
hotarari de inregistrare a modelului de utilitate
si 27 de hotarari de respingere.

Au fost eliberate 42 de certificate de model
de utilitate, dintre care 27 au fost eliberate
titularilor romani, iar 15 - titularilor straini.
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e drawing up search reports for each patent
application;

e examining the patentability conditions:
novelty, inventive step and industrial
applicability, and sending the results of
the analysis to the applicant;

e elaborating the technical examination
report and upholding the same before the
Examination Board with a view to making a
decision in respect of the application
concerned.

686 patent applications filed by both
Romanian and foreign applicants underwent
substantive examination, of which 379 ended
by decisions to grant the patent, 7 were
withdrawn and 300 were refused.

A number of 363 patents were issued in
2018, of which 357 to Romanian owners and
6 to foreign owners.

Utility Models (MU)

Beside the patent, the utility model repre-
sents a faster way of protecting the inventions.
[ts registration procedure is established by the
Law 350/2007 on utility models. This is why
the utility model may be a strategic means for
start-up SMEs.

In 2018, 60 applications for utility models
were filed, 42 of which belong to Romanian
applicants and 18 to foreign applicants. A
search report was drawn up for 41 utility model
applications and sent to the applicant.

Following the examination of the fulfillment
of the legal requirements, the Examination
Board made 44 decisions to register the utility
model and 27 decisions to refuse the
application.

4?2 utility model certificates were issued, as
follows: 27 certificates were issued to
Romanian owners and 15 to foreign owners.

Depunerea de cereri de
protectie in alte state

Inregistrarea cererilor de brevet de inventie
in unul sau mai multe state se poate face pe cale
nationala (direct la oficiile de brevete din
statele In care se doreste obtinerea protectiei),
pe cale regionalad sau pe cale internationald, in
conformitate cu prevederile Tratatului de
Cooperare in domeniul brevetelor. In ultimele
doua situatii, depunerea poate fi facuta la OSIM.

Astfel, la OSIM, in calitate de Oficiu Receptor,
au fost inregistrate de catre solicitanti romani,
conform Tratatului de Cooperare in domeniul
Brevetelor (PCT), 24 de cereri internationale, iar
in numele Oficiului European de Brevete (OEB)
au fost Inregistrate 153 de cereri de brevet
european.

Cele 153 cereri de brevet european, in
proportie de aproximativ 90%, au solicitanti
persoane juridice strdine.
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Supplementary Protection
Certificates (SPC)

As a consequence of Romania’s accession to
the European Union (EU), three Community
Regulations entered into force, namely
regulations concerning the protection of
medicaments, of paediatric products and of
plant protection products, based on which SPCs
are granted following an examination pro-
cedure.

In 2018, 43 SPC applications were filed
with OSIM, of which: 38 for medicaments and
5for plant protection products. 3 requests
for the extension of the duration of the certi-
ficate were filed, as well.

After examining the fulfillment of condi-
tions for granting the certificate, in accordance
with the Community Regulations, the SPC
Examination Board made 43 decisions con-
cerning SPC applications and 2 decisions
concerning the extensions.

36 supplementary protection certificates
and 7 extensions were issued in 2018.

Filing Applications for
Protection Abroad

Patent applications may be filed abroad, in
one or several States, either by national route
(directly to the patent offices of the State on the
territory of which protection is sought), or by
regional or international route, under the
provisions of the Patent Cooperation Treaty. In
the last two cases, the application may be filed
with OSIM.

In this context, 24 international applications
were filed with OSIM as a Receiving Office
under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT) and
153 European patent applications were filed
with OSIM acting on behalf of the European
Patent Office (EPO).

The mentioned 153 European patent
applications were filed, in a ratio of about 90%,
by foreign legal persons.

Brevelele europene acordate de catre Oficiul
European de Brevete (OEB) in temeiul Conven-
tiei Brevetului European (CBE) pot fi recunos-
cute pe teritoriul Romaniei daca sunt indeplinite
prevederile din Legea 611/2002, privind adera-
rea Romaniei la Conventia privind eliberarea
brevetelor europene. Pentru recunoastere (vali-
dare) in Romania, titularul brevetului, printre
altele, trebuie sa depuna la OSIM traducerea in
limba romana a brevetului european, insotita de
o cerere de publicare a acesteia, si sa plateasca
taxa de publicare a traducerii si taxele de
mentinere in vigoare a brevetului.

In cursul anului 2018, la OSIM au fost depuse
4025 de cereri de publicare a traducerii
brevetului european, dintre care 3205 au fost
depuse prin intermediul unei aplicatii on-line
securizate, care poate fi descarcata de pe
internet si care necesita autentificare prin
smart card. Datele bibliografice ale acestora au
fost introduse 1n baza electronica de date.

Au fost transmise, pe parcursul anului, 4729
de notificari, prin care au fost comunicate
lipsurile constatate in urma examinarii docu-
mentatiei depuse, iar baza de date OSIM a fost
actualizata pentru un numdar de 99323 de
brevete europene care nu produc efecte in
Romania, In vederea comunicarii la OEB a
statutului juridic al acestor brevete.
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Of the 24 international applications filed
with OSIM as a Receiving Office, 20 applications
were filed by natural persons, 2 by a research
institute and a Romanian university and 2 by
Romanian companies.

Such distribution shows that the Romanian
society has limited resources as regards the
transfer of new Romanian technologies abroad,
as well as that the implementation of Order
117/26.07.2017 for approving the Instruction
for supporting Romanian inventions abroad has
failed to reach its goal of facilitating Romanian
technology transfer.

European Patents Recognition in
Romania (validation)

European patents granted by the European
Patent Office (EPO) under the European Patent
Convention (EPC) may be recognized on the
territory of Romania, subject to compliance
with the provisions of the Law 611/2002 on
Romania’s accession to the European Patent
Convention. For a European patent recognition
(validation) in Romania, its owner is supposed
to file with OSIM the Romanian translation of
the European patent accompanied, among
others, by a request for its publication, and to
pay the translation publication fee and the
patent maintenance fees.

In 2018, 4025 requests for publication of
European patent translation were filed with
OSIM, 3205 of which were filed online, by
means of a secure online application which may
be easily downloaded from the Internet while
requiring smart-card authentication. The
bibliographical data thereof were entered into
the OSIM database.

In the course of the year, the applicants were
sent a number of 4729 notifications for
remedying the drawbacks ascertained in the
patent applications upon filing, and OSIM data
base was updated in respect of 99323 European
patents which do not produce effects in
Romania, for the purpose of communicating the
legal status of these patents to EPO.

Administrarea patrimoniului

OSIM a gestionat 22270 de titluri de
protectie in vigoare, dintre care 21270 sunt
brevete europene validate in Romania.

S-au inscris si publicat 749 de modificari in
situatia juridica a cererilor de brevet si a breve-
telor de inventie, dintre care 622 modificari In
situatia juridica a brevetelor europene validate.

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A number of 2106 certificates for recognition
of European patents effects in Romania were
issued.

Administering the National
Patent Patrimony

OSIM administered 22270 protection titles
in force, of which 21270 are European patents
validated in Romania.

749 changes of legal status of patent appli-
cations and patents were also entered and
published, 622 of which were changes in the
legal status of validated European patents. Also,
3497 cases of loss of patent owners’ rights were
published, of which 1375 related to owners of
validated European patents.

In anul 2018, au fost depuse 10720 de cereri
de inregistrare marcd, dintre care 8734 de
cereri au fost inregistrate pe cale nationald si
1986, pe cale internationala.

Romania, ca si celelalte State membre a
Uniunii Europene, a facut un demers privind
alinierea procedurilor, privind examinarea mar-
cilor, urmarindu-se aplicarea unei practici
comune 1n acest domeniu.
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3. Registered/Renewed
Trademarks

In 2018, 10720 applications for trademark
registration were filed, of which 8734 by
national route and 1986 by international route.

7626 requests for trademark renewal were
filed, 3085 of which are requests for renewal
filed by national route and 4541 filed by
international route.

Also, 675 oppositions to the publication of
trademark applications were filed.

Starting from 2019, the Trademark Division
shall implement a new Trademark Law to apply
the Directive (EU) 2015/2436.

As every European Union Member State,
Romania has taken the necessary steps to
harmonize trademarks examination procedures,
aiming at applying common practice in the field
in its daily activity.
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Examinarea cererilor de

Examinarea cererilor de inregistrare de
marca presupune o analiza a Indeplinirii tuturor
conditiilor reglementate prin Legea nr. 84/1998,
privind marcile si indicatiile geografice, repu-
blicata, si se desfisoara in etape bine deter-
minate.

Numdarul de acte
de opozitie respinse si retrase denota ca solici-
tantii de drepturi de proprietate industriala, in
acest caz de cereri de inregistrare de marca, au
inteles importanta acordata protectiei marcilor
si, pentru Serviciul Marci si Indicatii Geografice,
aceasta reprezintd o continua provocare in
respectarea termenelor legale si acordarea titlu-
rilor de protectie in conformitate cu prevederile
legale In vigoare.

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Examination of trademark
registration applications

Examination of applications for trademark
registration consists in analyzing the applica-
tions as regards the compliance with the
requirements set out in Law No. 84/1998 on
trademarks and geographical indications, as
republished, and it takes place in several well-
defined stages. Thus, for the purpose of consti-
tuting the national regular filing, in 2018, an
average number of 700 applications were
analyzed monthly.

Besides the preliminary examination of trade-
mark applications, a number of 881 paid search
services were conducted, as well as search
reports upon requests by the customs authori-
ties, police, law courts etc., the number of such
requests being continuously increasing.

Examination of oppositions

In 2018, 668 oppositions were filed to be
settled by the Opposition Examination Board, of
which 187 were accepted, 208 were refused,
152 were lacking object and 121 were
withdrawn by the opponent. The number of
oppositions refused and withdrawn shows that
the applicants for industrial property titles, in
this case trademarks applicants, understand the
importance of trademark protection, which, for
the Trademark and Geographical Indications
Division, stands as a permanent challenge as to
observe the legal time limits and to grant the
protection titles in accordance with the legal
provisions in force.

The significant number of oppositions
lacking object and withdrawn, respectively,
shows that the owners of earlier rights
understand and observe the similarity
assessment as well as the assessment of identity
of signs filed for registration in respect of the
goods and services to which they relate.

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Examination of compliance with
conditions for registration

In 2018, 8608 applications for trademark
registration underwent substantive examination,
of which 6646 examined files contained applica-
tions filed by national route and 1962 applica-
tions filed by international route. Also, 3589
applications for renewal of the protection gran-
ted by registration of trademarks, for a new
period of protection of 10 years, were examined.

Examination of applications involving
absolute grounds was conducted while taking
into account the provisions of Art. 5 of the Law
No0.84/1998 on trademarks and geographical
indications, as republished.

Trademarks renewal for a new period of
10 years was always performed in accordance
with the legal provisions in force and the time
limits for examination set out thereby.

Issuance of trademark
certificates

In 2018, 9341 protection titles were issued,
i.e. 6398 certificates of first registration and
2904 renewal certificates, and also 39 duplicates.
In the course of the year 2018, 14 priority certi-
ficates were requested and issued. As regards the
certificates relating to registration of security
guard companies issued for licensing thereof by
the Police bodies, OSIM issued 106 such docu-
ments and 333 trademark certificates were
issued as a matter of priority for satisfying such
requests from right holders.

Requests for recording transfers
of rights and changes in the
legal status

As regards the requests for recording
transfers of rights, 1175 requests were filed in
2018, representing assignments, mergers and
licenses. Based on the requests for recording
the transfers of rights, the Trademarks and
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drepturi, Serviciul Marci si Indicatii Geografice a
solutionat si Tnscris 2057 de transmiteri, repre-
zentdnd cesiuni, fuziuni si licente, solutionate
fiind si cele care nu aveau toate documentele
depuse la Inscriere din anii anteriori.

La nivelul anului 2018, solicitantii, titularii
sau mandatarii acestora au solicitat o serie de
inscrieri de modificari, fie modificari de adrese,
fie modificari neesentiale ale marcilor. Prin
urmare, au fost 1516 solicitdri de astfel de
modificari si au fost solutionate, pe parcursul
anului, 2666 de modificari, acestea reprezen-
tand: modificari de adrese ale solicitantilor sau
titularilor de marca, modificari de nume ale
solicitantilor, inscrieri de mandatari, Inscrieri de
gajuri sau ipoteci, modificari neesentiale ale
marcilor in examinarea de fond, limitari in lista
de produse sau servicii a marcilor solicitate la
inregistrare si examinate pe fond.

Pe de alta parte, ca urmare a deciziilor emise
de catre Comisia de Opozitii, Comisia de
Contestatii si Instanta de judecatd, s-au efectuat
167 de modificari in situatia juridica a marcilor.

Servicii pentru terti

Potrivit prevederilor legale, Serviciul Marci
efectueaza, la cererea persoanelor interesate,
cercetari documentare referitoare la existenta
unor drepturi anterioare identice sau similare,
portofolii ale titularilor sau mandatarilor, pri-
vind analiza juridica a situatiei unei marci,
cercetdari documentare efectuate la intervale
scurte de timp sau periodic, si, astfel, in cursul
anului 2018 au fost solicitate 874 de cercetari
documentare la nivel intern si 1508 cercetari
juridice; au fost solutionate/analizate 2267 de
cercetdri, dintre care 881 de cercetdri la cererea
solicitantilor si 1386 de cercetdri juridice. Tot in
cursul anului de raportare s-au efectuat 239 de
raspunsuri la diferite adrese.

In vederea unei examiniri de calitate, OSIM,
prin Serviciul Marci si Indicatii Geografice, isi
propune sa stea la dispozitia tuturor solici-
tantilor si titularilor de marca si sa examineze
preliminar si in fond un numar mai mare de
cereri de Inregistrare de marcd, luand in
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Geographical Indications Division settled and
recorded 2057 transfers of rights representing
assignments, mergers and licenses, including
requests lacking documents upon filing, in the
course of the preceding years.

In the course of the year 2018, applicants,
owners or representatives thereof requested
changes in legal status to be recorded, from
address changes to minor trademark changes,
amounting to 1516 changes; during the year,
2666 changes were solved, representing
changes of trademark applicants’ or owners’
addresses, changes in the applicants’ names,
representatives to be recorded, pledges or
mortgages to be recorded, minor changes of
trademarks in the substantive examination,
limitations of the list of goods and services of
examined trademarks whose registration is
sought.

On the other hand, following the decisions
issued by the Opposition Board, the Board of
Appeal and the courts of justice, 167 changes
were operated.

Services for third parties

Upon request by the interested persons, the
Trademarks Division performs, in accordance
with the legal provisions, documentary search
concerning the existence of identical or similar
earlier rights, trademarks owners’ or representa-
tives’ portfolios, the legal analysis of a trademark
status, documentary search conducted periodi-
cally or at short time intervals, the said requests
amounting in 2018 to 874 internal documentary
searches and 1508 legal searches; in the course
of the year, 2267 such search requests were
solved/analyzed, of which 881 searches upon
request by applicants and 1386 legal searches.
During the same reference year, 239 answers to
official letters on various topics were drawn up.

Aiming at a high-quality examination
activity, OSIM, through its Trademarks and
Geographical Indications Division is committed
to attend all its applicants and trademark
owners by the preliminary and substantive
examination of a higher number of applications
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considerare cd, prin aceasta procedura, fiecare
solicitant are certitudinea eliberarii unei marci

Activitati de promovare si
conexe

Specialistii Serviciului Marci au fost continuu
implicati in activitati de promovare a protectiei
proprietatii industriale, cu predilectie In dome-
niul marcilor.

Activitatile de promovare au constat, in
primul rand, in discutii bilaterale cu persoanele
interesate de explicatii privind noua legislatie,
purtate la telefon sau prin e-mail, de acestea
beneficiind, In primul rand, consilierii de pro-
prietate industriald, dar si solicitanti de cereri de
inregistrare marca sau, mai general, persoane
interesate in cunoasterea procedurilor noi de
depunere, publicare si examinare a cererilor de
inregistrare marca.

Promotion and
Promotion-Related Activities

The specialists of the Trademark Division
have been permanently involved in industrial
property promotion activities, in particular in
the field of trademarks.

Said promotion activity consists firstly of
bilateral discussions with interested persons,
aiming to explain the new legislation in the
field, both by phone or e-mail, the main bene-
ficiaries being industrial property attorneys and
trademark registration applicants or other
persons interested in the new filing, publication
and examination procedures concerning trade-
mark registration applications.

Within the period 23 - 25.10.2018, the
seminar “100 Years of Trademark Protection:
Evolutions, Perspectives, Challenges” took place
in Sinaia. It enjoyed the participation of a large
number of industrial property attorneys
because the main topics concerned the new
legislation in the field.

At the European level, the Trademark
Division participated in EUIPO convergence
programs, which involved an intense activity
inthe field of implementation of e-service
programs and of structural and functional
changes occurred within the context of the
new trademark law, as a consequence of
applying the EU Directive mentioned above.

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4. Designs

The rights in designs can be acquired by the
registration and the issuance of a registration
certificate under the conditions set out by the
Design Law 129/1992, as republished.

The object of an application may be
registered insofar as it constitutes a design, it is
new and has individual character.

Designs determined exclusively by a technical
function, technical drawings, graphic repre-
sentations which cannot be typographically
reproduced and those that have a purpose and
appearance contrary to public order and
morality cannot be registered.

In 2018, 665 designs with 2083 views
(contained in a number of 259 applications for
design registration) and 2151 graphic represent-
tations were filed. Of the total number of design
applications filed for registration, 162 were
simple applications with 423 graphic represent-
tations (a simple application can only have one
design with a plurality of views), the remaining

“Quality
Standards”, Serviciul Desene si Modele a
centralizat indicatorii proprii de performanta si
cei transmisi de Serviciul Marci si Serviciul
Contestatii/Revocari, si a transmis aceste date
la EUIPO pentru ultimul trimestru al anului 2017
si pentru 3 trimestre din anul 2018.
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97 filed applications being multiple applications,
including 444 designs and 1191 graphic repre-
sentations (a multiple application contains more
than one design, each of them having more
views).

The total number of designs which
underwent preliminary examination in 2018 was
615, which included 1474 graphic representa-
tions, comprised in 261 applications for design
registration.

A number of 1522 designs with 3361 graphic
representations contained in 400 applications
for registration were published.

The Opposition Examination Board for
designs solved 7 oppositions in 2018, 3 of which
were filed in 2017 (one of them adjourned up to
the case settlement in court) and 4 in 2018.

Substantive examination was performed in
respect of 857 designs with 2605 graphic repre-
sentations contained in 278 applications for
registration, of which 192 were filed by national
route and 86 by international route.

345 protection titles were issued, of which
173 were registration certificates and 169 were
renewal certificates, as well as one registration
certificate duplicate.

871 procedures were carried out as post-exa-
mination procedures, of which a number of 151
changes in the legal status of design applications
were published, as follows: 47 assignments/
licenses and 104 other types of changes.

Mentions of reinstatement in respect of 8 pro-
tection certificates were recorded and published
and a number of 355 holders’ losses of rights for
failure to pay the legal fees as well as 12 deci-
sions of law courts were published.

This year, the same as the preceding years,
OSIM specialists took part in the projects
developed by EUIPO.

Within the framework of Project 1.2.5.
“Quality Standards”, the Design Division summa-
rized its own performance indicators with the
indicators received from the Trademarks
Division and the Appeals Division, the resulting
data concerning the last quarter of the year 2017
and three quarters of 2018 being transmitted to
EUIPO.

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5. Appeal Procedure

In OSIM, the activity of examination of
applications for industrial property protection
titles is carried out at two decisional levels:

e examination and

e appeal.

The appeals are settled by Boards consisting
of 3-5 members who are specialists in the
Appeal-Revocation Division within the Legal
Affairs, Appeals, International Cooperation and
European Affairs Directorate and in the Patents
and Innovation Support Directorate.

Activity of the
Inventions Board of Appeal

The Inventions Board of Appeal within the
Appeal-Revocation Division had to solve in 2018
a number of 20 appeals and requests for
revocation of granted patents, of which 1 request
had remained unsolved from the previous years
and 19 requests were filed in 2018.

Comisia de Reexaminare Inventii, care
functioneaza in cadrul Serviciului Juridic, a avut
pe rol in 2018 un numar de 5 contestatii referi-
toare la hotarari luate in examinarea prelimi-
nard. Au fost solutionate 5 dosare, cu 4 hotarari
comunicate.

Comisia de Contestatii Marci, din cadrul
Serviciului Contestatii-Revocari, a avut de
solutionat, in anul 2018, 482 de contestatii, din
care 136 de contestatii ramase de solutionat din
anii precedenti, 346 fiind inregistrate in anul
2018. Dintre acestea, in cursul anului 2018, au
fost solutionate 318 contestatii, 164 urmand a fi
solutionate in anul urmator.

Comisia de Contestatii Desene si Modele, din
cadrul Serviciului Contestatii-Revocari, a avut de
solutionat, in anul 2018, 6 contestatii din care o
cauza ramasa de solutionat din anii precedenti,
5 cauze fiind inregistrate in anul 2018. Dintre
acestea, In cursul anului 2018 au fost solutionate

Specialistii din cadrul Serviciului Contestatii-
Revocari au formulat raspunsuri la un numar de
253 de adrese interne/externe, care au fost
repartizate spre solutionare.

Of these 20 cases, 17 are appeals regarding
inventions and 3 are appeals regarding supple-
mentary protection certificates (SPC).

The Inventions Board of Appeal within the
Legal Division had to solve in 2018 a number of
5 appeals relating to decisions made in the
preliminary examination. 5 cases were solved
and 4 decisions were communicated.

The Trademarks Board of Appeal within the
Appeal-Revocation Division had to solve, in
2018, 482 appeals, of which 136 were appeals
that had remained unsolved from the previous
years and 346 appeals were filed in 2018.
Of the total number of cases, 318 were solved in
2018 and 164 remained to be solved in the next
year.

The Designs Board of Appeal within the
Appeal-Revocation Division had to solve, in
2018, a number of 6 appeals, 1 of which had
remained unsolved from the previous years,
and 5 appeals were lodged in 2018. During the
year, the Board solved a number of 3 appeals,
the rest of 3 remaining to be solved next year.

The specialists of the Appeal-Revocation
Division answered 253 petitions entrusted to
them for settling.

The Draft law for amending and completing
the Law No 84/1998 on Trademarks and
Geographical Indications, as republished, was
finished in 2018, with a view to transposing the
provisions of the Directive (EU) 2436/2015 to
approximate the laws of Member States relating
to trade marks into the national legislation. This
draft law is subject to the inter-institutional
advice process and, subsequently, to Romanian
Government approval, in order for it to be
adopted by the Parliament of Romania.

A Draft Government Decision amending GD
No 547/2008 for approving the Implementing
Regulations to the Patent Law 64/1991, as repu-
blished, is currently undergoing a reendorse-
ment procedure.

OSIM appeared before the courts in court-
hearings while observing the legal time limits for
submitting and upholding counter-statements,
objections to expert reports, written conclusions,
filing the documents required by the courts for
case judgment etc.

Between 01.01 and 31.12.2018, 109 final
decisions were executed and in 90 cases we
won in court (82.5% of cases).

World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO)

The framework of international cooperation
between OSIM and WIPO is set each year, within
the context of the sessions of WIPO General
Assembly, at bilateral level, between the
Romanian delegation and WIPO leadership re-
presentatives. Thus, within the framework of the
58th Session of the General Assemblies, the
Romanian delegation upheld the general state-
ment, on which occasion it mentioned Romania’s
priorities at WIPO, concerning patent law, trade-
mark law, design law as well as geographical
indications, genetic resources, traditional know-
ledge and folklore.

On the same occasion of the sessions of the
General Assemblies, OSIM delegation participa-
ted in bilateral meetings with representatives of
other intellectual property offices, with interna-
tional bodies in the field, as well as with the
representative of the WIPO Department for
Transition and Developed Countries with a view
to evaluating the activities in the Common work-
ing plan for 2018 and planning activities for
2019.
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Pe intreaga durata a anului 2018, OSIM a fost
reprezentat in cadrul lucrarilor reuniunilor
grupelor de lucru si comitetelor de experti ale
Uniunilor administrate de OMP], si, in special, in
cadrul lucrarilor reuniunilor unora dintre comi-
tetele permanente pe toate domeniile de specia-
litate administrate de catre OMPI.

Throughout the year 2018 OSIM was
represented in the reunions of the working
groups and the expert committees of the Unions
administered by WIPO, in particular in the
reunions of certain standing committees in the
specialized fields administered by WIPO. By the
participation of its specialists, OSIM contributed
to the latest evolutions of the industrial
property field.

Moreover, OSIM specialists took part and
presented papers within important interna-
tional, regional or sub-regional conferences,
symposiums or seminars organized by WIPO on
topics of interest, namely: Regional Seminar on
the Development and Implementation of
National IP Strategies which took place in Riga,
Latvia; Meeting of Intellectual Property Offices
on ICT Strategies and Artificial Intelligence (Al)
for IP Administration in Geneva; Regional
Seminar on Intellectual Property Rights
Enforcement held in Chisindu; High-Level
Conference on IP for Countries along Belt and
Road, organized by Chinese Intellectual
Property Office (SIPO) in cooperation with
WIPO and other relevant government
authorities in China. OSIM was represented at
this conference by its Director General who
presented a paper focusing on Romania’s
exceptional geographic context and its
ecosystems’ variety and richness placing our
country in the first place across Europe as they
host real fauna and flora treasures, important
genetic resources as well as ancient traditions
preserved, in particular, in secluded mountain
villages. The paper further presented the
legislative and strategic context concerning the
preservation of biological diversity, sustainable
use of its components and equitable share of the
benefits resulting therefrom.

In collaboration with WIPO and ORDA, OSIM
was involved and actively participated in the
third edition of the National Conference
“Intellectual Property in a Digital Economy for
SMEs”, organized in Bucharest, between 24 - 25
October 2018. The conference enjoyed the
participation of WIPO representatives, interna-
tional experts with expertise in the field of
innovation and representatives of the academic
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24-25 octombrie 2018. Conferinta s-a bucurat
de o larga participare formata din reprezentanti
OMPI, atat experti internationali cu experienta
in domeniul inovator, cat si reprezentanti ai
mediului academic.

More
than 90 participants took part in this seminar,
international experts of universities of Israel
and Hungary, representatives of national
authorities in the field, national experts,
prominent representatives of the academic
environment, WIPO specialists, as well as a
number of high-school teachers concerned with
the implementation of a high-school curriculum
for the optional discipline Education for
Intellectual Property Rights. The event
facilitated an exchange of experience,
information and best practices concerning the
intellectual property policies and intellectual
property commercialization by universities,
while increasing awareness on such important
subjects, as well as on the services provided by
means of the WIPO program of Technology and
Innovation Supporting Center (TISC).The
seminar was also meant to provide the
appropriate framework for the elaboration of a
Guide on intellectual property policies and
intellectual property commercialization for
universities.

European Patent
Organization (EPO)

Within the Plan of Bilateral Cooperation
between OSIM and EPO which is the work tool
in every direction of cooperation between the
two organizations for the period 2017 - 2019,
all the activities planned for last year in various
fields of activity have been accomplished:
training courses, events organized in Bucharest
by European Patent Academy, promotion and
awareness activities dedicated to patents etc.
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Astfel, pe parcursul anului 2018, specialisti

Thus, in the course of the year 2018,
specialists within the Patent Directorate of
OSIM participated in 13 seminars and training
courses organized by EPO Academy on various
topics of interest concerning examination
procedures and issuance of protection titles.

Also, OSIM hosted two international
seminars organized by EPO in Bucharest. The
Seminar OS 20/2018 on the European patent
system from application filing to protection title
issuance took place between 10 - 13 April 2018,
with the participation of about 30 patent
experts from 16 national offices of EPO Member
States. The event benefitted by the presence of
6 patent examiners from EPO and was meant to
present EPO procedure and practice during a
patent examination process.

On 12 July 2018, EPO Academy organized in
Bucharest the seminar “PCT at the EPO”. The
event was meant in particular for national
patent attorneys and enjoyed the participation
of about 30 attorneys. The seminar aimed at
presenting new aspects of the procedure
concerning PCT applications, the advantages of
filing such applications with EPO and, last but
not least, detailing the presentation by means of
several case studies; the lectures were given by
EPO experts, completed by the viewpoint of
European patent attorneys of significant
expertise in the field.

Both events were also attended by OSIM
experts.

The same as the previous years, an impor-
tant aspect of the cooperation with EPO were
the studies conducted by OSIM specialists in
SMEs of innovative potential under the title IP
Pre-Diagnosis. 10 such studies were performed
in the course of the year 2018, according to the
annual plane.

As regards the “Quality at the Source Project”
intended for digitalization of OSIM patent docu-
ments starting with the year 1996, following a
hard work of the OSIM team, our EPO
colleagues and the provider of the technical
solution, the project has been successfully
completed in November 2018. Due to this
project, patent documents from 1996 up to date
(applications and patents granted by OSIM) can
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tehnice, acest proiect a fost finalizat cu succes in
luna noiembrie 2018.

Activitatea de cooperare bilaterala intre OSIM
si EUIPO a continuat si In anul 2018, pe baza
Acordului anual de cooperare.

the patent system, IP attorneys and IP
generating companies.

Thus, OSIM responded to EPO invitation of
transmitting proposals and general cooperation
lines in which the office is interested, our
proposal for the future EPO strategic plan being
sent thereto by the end of February 2019.

European Union
Intellectual Property
Office(EUIPO)

The bilateral cooperation between OSIM and
EUIPO was continued in 2018 based on the
Annual Cooperation Agreement. It focused
mainly on improving the functionality of IT
systems  developed within  cooperation,
provision of information concerning the
importance of trademarks and designs
protection across EU, harmonization of
trademark and design examination practice and
organizing educational events for a broad range
of participants.

OSIM took active part in many European

cooperation projects, as follows:

e Project management certification for I[P
national offices staff: a project management
training course, using PRINCE 2 methodo-
logy, was held in February. On this occasion,
9 OSIM specialists were granted interna-
tional certification for the section PRINCE 2
Foundation. In the context of OSIM parti-

¢ Improvements to the online filing system
for trademarks. This application was
developed by including the new types of
trademarks, in accordance with the
Directive on EU trademark.

e Improvements brought to the internal
application for the management of trade-
mark registration applications, Back Office.
The application was adapted by including
the new trademark types, in accordance
with the Directive of EU trademark, as well
as other examination, correspondence and
publication flow changes.

e OSIM trademark examiners have partici-
pated in the Language Check project con-
cerning EU trademark applications.

An important component of the cooperation
activity is the participation of OSIM experts in
various common events, such as work groups of
European cooperation projects, reunions on
technical knowledge transfer, specific reunions
on classification issues or educational activities
organized by EUIPO Academy.

On 6 March 2018, the seminar “Appeal
procedures and EUIPO case law” took place in
Bucharest, with the participation of industrial
property attorneys and OSIM experts.

Cooperation with the State Agency for
Intellectual Property (AGEPI) of the
Republic of Moldova

In 2018 OSIM continued the implementation
of programs and cooperation agreements
signed with intellectual property offices of other
countries. With a view to consolidating
cooperation with the State Agency for
Intellectual Property of the Republic of Moldova
(AGEPI) and implementing the Common
Cooperation Program OSIM-AGEPI for the
period 2017-2018, several
exchanges took place in the reference year, as
follows:

A bilateral DG meeting took place at AGEPI
premises during the period 2 - 3 March 2018
between the Director General of OSIM and the
Director General of AGEPI, on which occasion
they evaluated the implementation of the
Common Cooperation Program OSIM-AGEPI for
the period 2016 - 2017 and identified the
priorities for the next period. Moreover, during
the bilateral meeting, Mr. lonut Barbu, Director
General of OSIM and Ms. Lilia Bolocan, Director
General of AGEPI signed the Common
Cooperation Program OSIM-AGEPI for the
period 2018 - 2019. The Memorandum of
Understanding on international cooperation
signed by OSIM and AGEPI in respect of the
Patent Prosecution Highway, an accelerated

patent procedure intended to allow the two
offices to mutually use patent application
examination results, in order for them to reduce
the duration of patent examination procedure
was also discussed during the meeting.

As regards the Cooperation Protocol agreed
by OSIM, AGEPI and ORDA in respect of
organizing the Competition in the field of
Intellectual  Property for youth, AGEPI
leadership announced the second edition of this
contest intended to be organized in the period
26 April - 1 September 2018.

OSIM and AGEPI delegations reviewed the
accomplishments of Romania and the Republic
of Moldova in the field of industrial property
and exchanged views on the development of the
patent system, including validation of European
patents in Romania and the Republic of
Moldova, as well as instruments and
methodologies for improving the quality of
patents. OSIM and AGEPI managements also
exchanged views concerning the evolutions of
the international and regional industrial
property protection system in which the two
offices take part, the OSIM-AGEPI relationship
within the context of cooperation with the
European Patent Office, the European Union
Intellectual Property Office and the World
Intellectual Property Organization.

The series of experience exchanges provided
by the Common Cooperation Program OSIM-
AGEPI for the period 2018 - 2019 included the
work visit paid to AGEPI, in the period 24 - 27
May 2018, by a delegation of specialists from
publishing-printing, information technology
and administrative sectors of OSIM.

In the same series of experience exchanges
in the field of patents, it is worth mentioning the
visit to Bucharest of an AGEPI delegation,
between 20 - 22 June 2018. During the visit,
AGEPI experts met OSIM leadership and
exchanged experience with their fellow
specialists within OSIM, on topics concerning
the practice of industrial property protection as
well as the information dissemination methods.

Between 18 - 20 September, a delegation of
OSIM experts visited Chisindau within the
framework of an experience exchange in the
field of pre-diagnosis services and examination
of patentability conditions.

As a consequence of our common efforts for
raising awareness and educating the young
generation in the field of intellectual property
while developing skills and a competitive spirit
and taking into account the provisions of the
Cooperation Protocol between OSIM - AGEPI -
ORDA in respect of the common organization of
the Competition in the field of Intellectual
Property for youth, on 28 October 2018,
representatives of OSIM took part in the jurying

OSIM specialists within the Marketing,

Besides these actions, thematic works, statistic
and synthesis studies of high importance for
OSIM decisional process were elaborated within
this Division, in order to support OSIM
management in the process of developing the
industrial property protection strategy and new
industrial property services, and also the
Chambers of Commerce in making tops of the
most innovative companies.

Among the actions carried out in 2018, it is
worth mentioning the following:

OSIM specialists from both Marketing
Division and other divisions held various
lectures in seminars/conferences or round
tables in which elements of national, European
and international procedure of registration as
well as examination and granting of patents,
trademarks and designs were presented. In
many occasions, the lecturers focused on

It
is worth mentioning among them the lectures
presented by experts of Marketing Division at
Pro Invent Seminar 2018, on topics relating to
raising awareness of the academic environment
concerning IP services provided by OSIM, as
well as European industrial property titles, the
seminar dedicated to the World Intellectual
Property Day - 26t of April, with lectures
relating to the importance of patenting and
using the patents, a comparative analysis of
copyrights and patents conducted by specialists
of the Patent Directorate, presentation of
trademarks registration procedure, legislative
regulations, opposition and appeal in the field of
trademarks held by specialists from the
Trademark Division, Legal Division and Appeal-
Revocation Division. These topics interested
both the business environment and the
academic environment, this interest being
reflected by a great number of questions asked
and the intention expressed by the participants
to participate again in the future in such
industrial property protection awareness
events.

EUIPO studies on the economic costs of
counterfeiting in sectors which are known as
vulnerable in respect of IPR infringement were
presented and then posted on the Office
webpage and Facebook page and further taken
over and disseminated by the Regional Centres
PATLIB.

As regards the innovation promotion actions,
OSIM continued the project “Industrial Property
Pre-Diagnosis” carried out within the Plan of
Bilateral Cooperation with the European Patent
Office, to offer support to Romanian SMEs
proving innovative potential, while putting the
expertise of its specialists at their service. The
activity within this project involved 10 visits
paid to the selected SMEs from both business
environment and research and development

and the academic environment, as well.

In the reference
year, in cooperation with the Chambers of
Commerce and Industry, OSIM carried out the
statistics required in the local editions of the
event The Creativity Trophy organized in
various counties of our country. The Creativity
Trophy was initiated by OSIM in 2002, by
means of a partnership with the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry of Romania (CCIR) and
the member Chambers, being meant to promote
and point out the creative companies within the
local business environment.

Based on the Partnership Protocol concluded
between OSIM and the Junior Achievement
Foundation, the activity of raising awareness in
the industrial property protection field conti-
nued by lectures presented by our specialists in
many high-schools of Bucharest and by
organizing students’ visits to OSIM, within the
framework of an event called “School otherwise”.

The volume of industrial property protection
promotion activities in which the experts of the
Marketing Division were involved shows the
same level as the previous year, which proves
the real interest of the business environment
and the academic environment, as well, for such
actions.

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Activitatea Centrelor Regionale
de Promovare a Protectiei
Proprietatii Industriale

Centrele Regionale OSIM sunt constituite in
baza Art. 14 (1), din Hotararea nr. 573, din
7 septembrie 1998 (actualizata in 2013),
privind organizarea si functionarea Oficiului de
Stat pentru Inventii si Marci, care mentioneaza:
“Oficiul de Stat pentru Inventii si Marci poate
sprijini activitatea centrelor regionale 1in
domeniul  proprietatii  industriale,  prin
acordarea de asistent{d tehnica, consultanta si
dotare, conform legislatiei in vigoare”. Acestea
reprezinta entitafi deschise 1in teritoriu,
gazduite de unele institutii locale, beneficiind
din partea acestora de sprijin financiar, spatii si
dotare cu birotica, personal, iar din partea
OSIM, de sprijin In ceea ce priveste formarea
personalului centrelor, si de punerea Ila
dispozitie a publicatiilor OSIM.

Centrele Regionale au fost infiintate cu
scopul de a oferi, In teritoriu, informatii publice
legate de proprietatea industriala si de a
sensibiliza comunitatea locala asupra acestui
domeniu. Centrele functioneaza in cadrul unor
institutii gazda, In baza unor conventii de
colaborare incheiate cu OSIM, prin care sunt
stabilite de comun acord atit obiectivele,
precum si atributiile si obligatiile fiecarei parti.

In anul 1999, au fost infiintate primele sase
Centre Regionale, dupa analizarea si selectia
mai multor oferte venite atat de la institutii
publice din tara, cat si de la firme private. Au
fost preferate acele institutii care contribuie la
educarea tineretului, in general, si la informarea
corectd si rapida a mediului de afaceri local.
Primele Centre au fost gazduite de doua
universitati, din Brasov si din Craiova, de
Camerele de Comert si Industrie din Bacau,
Constanta si Oradea, si de Centrul de dezvoltare
a IMM-urilor din Baia Mare.

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Activity of Regional Centres for
Industrial Property
Protection Promotion

The Regional Centres of OSIM are established
by virtue of Art. 14 (1) of the Government
Decision No 573 of 7 September 1998 (as
amended in 2013) on the organization and
functioning of the State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks, which stipulates: “The State Office
for Inventions and Trademarks may support the
activity of regional centres in the field of
industrial property by lending technical
assistance, consultancy and endowing them, in
accordance with the legislation in force”. The
Regional Centres are territorial entities attached
to local institutions from which they benefit by
financial support, premises with office supplies
and personnel, while OSIM provides them with
support in the field of staff training and with all
the publications of OSIM.

The establishment of Regional Centers was
aimed at disseminating public information on
industrial property and at raising awareness of
local communities on this field. The centers
operate within the framework of local host-
institutions, based on Collaboration
Conventions concluded with OSIM, for jointly
setting the objectives, as well as the duties and
obligations of each party.

The first six Regional Centers were set in
1999, after having analyzed the offers from
various public institutions and private compa-
nies all over the country. The selection process
preferred the institutions able to contribute to
the education of youth and, generally, to quick
and correct information of the local business
environment. The first centers were hosted by
two universities, the University of Brasov and
University of Craiova, by the Chambers of
Commerce and Industry of Bacau, Constanta and
Oradea and the SMEs Development Center of
Baia Mare.

They were followed in 2001 by eight more
Regional Centers, within the Chambers of
Commerce of Bistrita, Braila, Galati, Suceava and

reference year.

During the same year, 13 theme searches
were carried out for Romanian third parties,
upon order, in patent data bases and non-patent
literature, in specialized technical fields, such as
mechanics and electrical engineering-electronics.

Moreover, 2 specialized searches concerning
the existence in Romania of patents relating to
certain chemical-pharmaceutical substances
were carried out.

The range of services was completed by a
number of 247 legal status communications
referring to national patents, European patents
and SPC.

Axis 2) for a competitive digital economy. Thus,
in the Applicant’s Guide for Priority Axes 1 and 2
of the Competitiveness Operational Program
2014-2020, the Search Report with written
opinion on patentability or the authorized
opinion emitted by OSIM following documentary
search service were regarded as compulsory for
satisfying the eligibility criteria, as a preliminary
attestation of the novelty of the technical
solutions on which such financing requests for
accessing structural funds are based. The
Program is intended to be continued in 2019.

“Idea Envelope” Service

Established in 2008, with a view to storing
and keeping safely, under non-public con-
ditions, documents containing ideas of creations
in various fields, which cannot be protected
under the current industrial property laws or
copyright and related rights law, the “Idea
envelope” service scored a number of 80
requests in 2018.
